Mr. Peter Daly stated Madame Chair I move that we receive and file the letter.
Ms. Loretta Taylor asked do we also want to put, as part of your motion maybe or second motion, we need a letter from – outlining the completion dates…

Mr. Peter Daly stated included, we need a letter outlining – what was that with the…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated completion date.  I don’t know whether you want to specify anything…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated you can get onto the question and then we’ll have Dan speak if you wish…
Ms. Loretta Taylor stated on the question.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated okay, so Dan – what staff would like is, there are various conditions – welcome back by the way, there are various conditions in the Resolution from easements and districts to just paying fees and we would like an outline of the targeted dates for meeting the various conditions prepared.  Linda Whitehead knows this that, I think either her or someone from her office is going to be here next month because that’s when they need another three-month time extension.  We would like that outline at the March meeting.  In addition to that, I guess you’re working with Mike on the plans.

Mr. Dan Ciarcia stated right, hopefully the plans are in for review, so hopefully we can get that worked out and get resubmitted to the Health Department to get the plans reapproved.

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked is it your experience that these days the Health Department is turning things around relatively quickly?

Mr. Ciarcia responded no, they’ve been pretty responsive plus this is a project they’ve already looked at so there really isn’t any substantive change from the plans they previously approved.  Most of the utility changes actually related into changes in the storm water regs and modifications we had to do to the storm water system, but the public water, public sewers essentially are the same.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated on the question also, I think we discussed possibly this should be our last extension, your last extension on this, is that…

Mr. Ciarcia stated our hope is that soon as we get any comments from staff we can resubmit to the Health Department.  There was other questions relating some of the legal matters which won’t be completely under our control in that once we submit them, we’ll have to work with the Town Board in terms of establishing the district and setting hearings up and so forth.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I think Chris you mentioned is a 24th or…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated yes, it’ll be – I think it’s the 23rd or the 24th.  We would have to double check, and John correct me if I’m wrong, that maybe we can work something out where if the applications for the formations of the district have actually been made or before the board maybe the drawing can be signed.  I’m not exactly sure.

Mr. John Klarl stated you certainly could do that, yes.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated we’ll try to make sure that – what would it be?  April, May, I think you’d be up again in June because you’re going to get another extension hopefully in March so I think what the board is they don’t want to grant another one after whatever that is; June or July. 

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked anybody else?

OLD BUSINESS:

PB 13-16    a.
Application of Steve Auth, for the property of VS Construction Corp., for Site Development Plan approval and for Steep Slope and Tree Removal permits for an approximately 4,929 sq. ft. building housing bays for car washing, motorcycle washing, oil changes, on an approximately 28,000 sq. ft. parcel of property located on the north west side of Route 9, approximately 1,000 feet north of Annsville Circle, as shown on a 2 page set of drawings entitled “New Carwash for Steve Auth” prepared by John J. Gilchrist, R.A. latest revision dated December 22, 2016.

Mr. Steve Auth stated good evening.  I had my architect/engineer generate another plan after Sunday’s site walk.  I know some of you had concerns about parking so we tried to exhibit as much parking as possible.  You’ve got quite a few cars.  I think we’re up to about, I think it’s 16 or 18 cars.
Mr. Chris Kehoe stated there’s 18 clearly defined parking spaces but then you do get some credit for being in the bay or waiting near the bay but there’s 18 spaces on this.

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes, and the roadway going in has two solid lanes, two lanes wide all the way around.  Again, this type of a facility there’s five different ways to wash cars.  It’s not like cars are waiting to go through one bay.  It’s five different bays.  The automated bays take anywhere from 3 ½ to 4 minutes where a traditional tunnel is usually 15 minutes.  So, the chance of backing up would be very slim.  We have plenty of staging area for cars.  As far as the oil change bays, what we’ve tried to do is utilize the spots behind the building for anyone who may want to come and get their oil changed.  Usually you can change the oil on 2 cars at a time and we have parking in the back for 6 more cars.  Usually, carwash facilities – I mean oil change facilities don’t require that much parking. The one on Conklin Avenue, I think he’s got about 4 or 5 spots plus its employees.  So we’ve got equal or more parking than he does.  The entire building will probably be one of the greenest buildings that will be in this town if it’s approved.  We’re going to utilize all the waste oil from the oil change bays that will heat all the water in the building for the carwash, for the radiant flooring as well.  We’ll have solar panels throughout the entire building to minimize our electric.  All the product will be stored upstairs so everything will be on a gravity-fed system so that’ll minimize our electric use as well.  We will capture all the roof water.  That will also be utilized to wash the cars.  We have probably 13, I think it’s 13,000 gallons of roof water retention which will then be treated and utilized to wash the cars.  There’s a one hundred percent closed loop system.  There is no discharge of water.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated first turn into the first bay seems to be a pretty tight turn.  Someone’s going to have to do a three-point turn to get in there?

Mr. Steve Auth responded no, because you have about 35 feet from the building to the side line of the property and standard turning radius is 37 feet, that’s pretty much the code for turning.  It’s going to be tight but if you’re on the right side, you should be able to swing right in there.  

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated one thing you added to this plan is you have the left lane now says “oil change” and then the right lane says “carwash.”  So those two lanes going up – it’s going to be painted on the pavement I guess so this will be up to you to take a look at…

Mr. Steve Auth stated yes, there will be directional signs on the pavement, exactly.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated so that would mean the car in the left lane so-to-speak would be going over to the third or fourth bay is where the oil changes are?

Mr. Steve Auth responded right, exactly.  We labeled the lanes that way.  The cars on the left would go to the oil change bay, the cars on the right would go to the carwash bays.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked the major change on this plan versus the one that you handed out at the site visit is that the parking configuration has changed.  You’ve added a lot more spaces.  I think I counted like 26 or 24 or something like that.  Anyway, what prompted you to do that?  Just curious.

Mr. Steve Auth responded Mr. Foley had made some comments about the parking and the passage in the back and the parking for the employees as well as the patrons. 

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked does the parking in the front – I see you have vacuums, vacuum stations I should say…

Mr. Steve Auth responded four vacuum stations, yes.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked it’s four there?  I only see one, two, three, four.  Okay, I see.  What do you envision the other parking spaces – people will park there, what do they need to park there for?

Mr. Steve Auth responded you’re going to have people they can come and wash their – there’s going to be one dog wash space so they may need to park their car for the dog wash bay and whatever else parking we need.  I’m torn between the parking and the vegetation, the green space.  I’ve showed it both ways.
Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated that’s why I’m asking because this eliminates a lot of that frontage area where you can do some ornamental planting and things like that to make the appearance look a little bit better, maybe to hide some of it if you don’t mind using the word ‘hide’ but…

Mr. Steve Auth stated the building itself I think can be pretty attractive.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I think you need 12 or 11 spaces are required.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated at a minimum.  Did you say four employees or five?

Mr. Steve Auth responded four employees for the Jiffy Lube.

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked and then no permanent on site employee to deal with the coin machines or anything…

Mr. Steve Auth responded it’s all coin, it’s all automated.  Everything is automated.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated so then that would be 11 is the minimum.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated so you have four in excess of that.  I’m just wondering if it’s necessary to put all of those spaces up in the front and have the appearance of a parking spot.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated because you could sign all the spaces in the back would be employee only, five spaces in the back.


Mr. Steve Auth stated correct, on the previous plan we had them parking perpendicular to the rear wall but now we have them parallel just to give us some more swing room on that corner there.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked now, there are six or five car spaces back there?

Mr. Steve Auth responded in the back?  It’s six spaces.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated so it isn’t five, it’s six.  

Mr. Jim Creighton stated and then if we kept, in your prior version of the plan, you had I guess six or seven cars on the roadside and the rest was green, I’d be open to banking all of the parking, the five or six spots to the left on the new iteration of the plan as banked parking if we can show more greenery and it turns out that there’s a world where you need way more parking we could go to that but I don’t want – I’d rather not pave everything.  

Mr. Steve Auth stated I know I need to apply for the variance: I’m going to need two variances: one for the 25 foot buffer in the front and then also for the green space.  The question is, I don’t want to make an application to the Zoning Board until I have a better feel for what you people would like to see and then I can do the calculations in terms of square footage and what’s requiring.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated one thing to keep in mind though, the first four parking spaces along Route 9 are vacuum stations so you could park there sort of, but if you eliminate those four you have 14 spaces.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked the first four from meaning from the corner…

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated going from left to right I would eliminate the ones on my left.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated these over here are the vacuum spots, the first four, so we were talking about getting rid of a couple over there.

Mr. Steve Auth stated right, and green…

Mr. Steven Kessler stated so Chris, you’re saying employees park along the back wall right?  So, somebody comes in and wants to change their oil.  They have to park somewhere and go into the office. So they’re going to park in the front?

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked park, into the office and then drive and then the employee will drive the car back around…

Mr. Steve Auth stated Jiffy Lube, they always drive the cars.  They drive them in and they drive them out.

Mr. Jim Creighton asked where do people enter to wash their dogs?

Mr. Steve Auth responded it’s in that box on the left hand side, right there, yes.

Mr. Jim Creighton asked so they would enter that in the upper left corner?


Mr. Steve Auth responded yes that’s correct.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated they theoretically would want to park near that.

Mr. Steve Auth stated there or down in front.  I could reverse the parking spaces.  In the rear, that could become patron parking and put the employees in the front corner.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated I think we liked the employees in the back though.  There’s less movement of the cars.
Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I was going to suggest, can we designate those spaces as employees only.

Mr. Steve Auth asked in the front or the back?

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi responded in the back.

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated so they don’t have to walk out in the path of traffic to get to where they’re going.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated but the employees are probably not the ones walking around in traffic, it’s somebody carrying their dog throughout the day.

Mr. Robert Foley asked how would we facilitate what Jim’s talking about?  You’re bringing your dog in, you have to then park all the way down front and walk the dog back?

Mr. Steve Auth responded it’s about 45, 50 – well the three bays…

Mr. Steven Kessler stated but there’s no walkway. They’d be walking in the road.

Mr. Steve Auth stated but that’s 35 feet wide, or 32 feet wide on that side of the building. 

Mr. Steven Kessler stated well then I think you need to somehow have a little pedestrian walk, just some stripping because…

Mr. Steve Auth stated we can do stripping, yes.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated that leads to a good question.  If you look at the building elevation or you look at the plan, where’s the door that gets you into that square where the dog washing is or is it not…

Mr. Steve Auth responded on the previous plan it came in from the side, yes.

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked the back side or the front side?

Mr. Steve Auth responded the back side on the – to the left.

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked so the only way to get – is that what you’re getting at?  The only way to get back there is to walk here?

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked so there’s no front entrance?  

Mr. Steven Kessler stated it’s on the other side of the…


Mr. Steve Auth stated that would be the waiting area for the Jiffy Lube area.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated I think you’re going to have to have the back spots for dog washing only.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated I think what would be helpful would be a presentation of the natural site plan instead of a concept bubble sketch that’s shown here.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I agree.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated circulation and walking is…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I don’t have that drawing there and so I’m sitting here looking and I can’t figure out…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated I guess, I’ve warned you that you may never get an answer but at some point you’ve got to decide what you want and then have your architect more fully design it and then they’re going to go with it because there is a site plan floating around that you have but it’s a month or two old and then these are sort of concept plans.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated and changes have been made. 

Mr. Steve Auth stated I’m just trying to give options here to see what is more feasible.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated but you’ve got to land somewhere.

Mr. Steve Auth stated and what’s safer obviously.  Safety first.

Mr. Robert Foley stated I have two thoughts: first on what you said I had said at the site visit.  I was concerned about the travel lane.  As I see now, one lane will be tied up with cars for the oil change and the other one for the carwash, the outer lane.  So if anyone wanted to come in and go to the dog place, they have to where, where do they go in?  Oh, they go left.  No.

Mr. Peter Daly asked how do they get – is there going to be access to the cashier as well if you go by the old plan the cashier is right there in that…

Mr. Steve Auth responded the cashier is utilized for the Jiffy Lube only.

Mr. Robert Foley stated the cashier is located where?


Mr. Steve Auth responded it’s right next to the four bays on the rear of the building.  That space there. That has an entrance from the back and the front. 

Mr. Peter Daly asked so the dog washing is going to be coin-operated essentially or…

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes, it’s all coin-operated.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked and you only plan on accessing that through the back, through the rear?

Mr. Steve Auth responded through the side door; side or back.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked side of the square that’s on the left…

Mr. Steve Auth responded outermost square – where that radius is.  Where that radius curb is.

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked right there or here?

Mr. Steve Auth responded that sidewalk was put there for the dog wash bays and access.

Mr. Robert Foley asked when they go to the cashier do they then leave their car in the wash that was just finished and then walk?  I mean, it seems like there’s a lot of walk activity because you have the dog place in the back and the cashier in the back.  Maybe those should be up front.  I’m glad you got rid of the Carvel because that would have made it worse.

Mr. Steve Auth responded the cashier is strictly for the two bays to the right on the rear.  So, if you pull in to have your oil change you’ll step through a door and step into the narrow long box.  That would be the cashier waiting area and that would be where the restroom would be.  That is directly adjacent to the oil change bays.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked and then the oil is changed, the car is parked in the front and the person comes out of the cashier and does what?

Mr. Steve Auth responded they walk out the door…

Mr. Steven Kessler asked which way?

Mr. Steve Auth stated the Jiffy Lube guy pulls the car out, they get in their car and they leave.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked oh, they’re going to pull the car out in the front of…

Mr. Steve Auth responded Jiffy always does.  They don’t like you driving out of their bays.

Mr. Robert Foley asked where are they going to pull it out to?

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked over here somewhere?

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes.

Mr. John Klarl stated that’s the bay door.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated but if they pull it at the bay door, you said the door to the cashier is on the upper part of the store right…

Mr. Steve Auth responded no, in that top corner there, there’s a door in that corner.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked which corner?

Mr. Steve Auth responded we have it on another plan.  This one I did for traffic but the other plan…

Mr. Chris Kehoe asked the other plan that’s like this?

Mr. Steven Kessler stated I thought the door was on the upper side there.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated I think he said it’s on the top and the bottom.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked and the bottom?

Mr. Jim Creighton responded yes.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated we really don’t have the latest…

Mr. Robert Foley stated the concern that the pedestrians…

Mr. Steven Kessler stated on that screen, is the door on the top or the bottom here?

Mr. Steve Auth responded on the side.  This is the dog wash here…

Mr. Steven Kessler asked no, no, the cashier.

Mr. Steve Auth responded the cashier is going to come right in here, right in this corner.  You sit in the waiting room.  Your car is getting an oil change…

Mr. Jim Creighton asked and there’s also an entrance in the back?  A door in the back and a door in the front?

Mr. Steve Auth responded right, yes, exactly.  So you walk in, you park your car in front of Jiffy Lube bay, you walk into the cashier.  They change your oil.  You go out.  You walk out the door, get in the car and go.

Mr. Robert Foley asked so conceivably, the attendant could pull out the completed Jiffy Lube car and could be blocking one of the cars trying to come out of one of the other bays?

Mr. Steve Auth responded no, [inaudible] glass wall on the first self service bay.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated you should all have a set of plans like this and there is a floor plan in there that may be slightly different now, but it gives an idea of…

Mr. Robert Foley asked is that the December 22nd?

Mr. Chris Kehoe responded yes.

Mr. Robert Foley asked is there any way that, because of the dog thing and the facilitation of the person leaving their dog, that there’s no way that that part of the building could be moved right up front and then the other three to the back?  No, I guess not.  Where they would just come in, park right there in the left front and walk and bring the dog in, instead of walking past three bays with cars.  I don’t know.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated when we get a real plan…

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked can you tell me or us: what are those arrows that are going off to the left?

Mr. Steve Auth responded it’s all traffic flow.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked where – you have an arrow that’s going – you’re going to have cars coming and going on that last.

Mr. Steve Auth responded in and out.  It’s one way all the way around.  This side there’s a median there.  You have to go straight into the middle and all the way around.  There’s one way in and one way out.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated no, no, no I see arrows pointing in both directions over here on the left.

Mr. Steve Auth asked on the right side you’re saying?

Ms. Loretta Taylor responded no, look at that and on the left side there’s arrows coming down that way and then there are arrows going over that way.  What is that?

Mr. Jim Creighton stated no, I think that’s not a mistake.  If somebody washing their dog, they’re going to make a left turn and park in front. 

Mr. Steven Kessler stated or vacuum.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated if I may make a suggestion and I think at this point we’ve landed on the number of bays and the number of Jiffy Lube stalls so now really what needs to be done is the development of an actual site plan based on your recommendations or your proposals and then the last item that’s really up for debate is how much landscaping you’re going to require for a variance.  I think at this point you’ve landed on the Jiffy Lube again and the number of stalls.  It’s really at the point to develop a comprehensive site plan based on that number and then make applications to the Zoning Board for the landscape variance.  

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated one thing you  might have heard – but Tom I think you had mentioned maybe one thing is you might like to see a few less parking spaces.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated yes, I think that…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated that doesn’t mean that after they talk about it and go through a hearing they may not want to put car spaces back.  Who knows.
Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I’d rather see more greenery and landscaping than parking.

Mr. Peter Daly stated and then possibly you could also build around that tree, eliminating parking spaces where that one big tree is.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated we’ll have our arborist take a look at that.

Mr. Peter Daly stated have the arborist take a look at it and see whether it’s worth saving.

Mr. Steve Auth stated I put a stick in there the other day…

Mr. Peter Daly stated I saw your stick, but the tree is probably two hundred some odd years old.  I would have somebody evaluate it.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated as you’re evaluating how much landscape coverage you’re going to go with, remember that if you’re introducing dogs to your site, they’re going to need to go somewhere.  Before somebody walks in and washes them, somebody’s going to want to walk them.  You see it at Pet Smart.  The green strips are fine but you’re going to have people with dogs so I think you have to plan for it.

Mr. Steve Auth stated there’s one corner we’d probably get a dog walk area.  I guess we could allocate the dog walk area.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated Steve, you should – you have to talk into the mic.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated they probably picked it up here but…

Mr. Steve Auth stated the front left corner, if we eliminate a few parking spaces we can provide a dog walk area in that area there.

Mr. Robert Foley stated leashed dog walking.

Mr. Steve Auth stated leashed, yes.

Mr. Robert Foley stated also, as I look at that and that’s what I brought up at the site visit, there’s a lot of cars there, I know you’re showing all the queuing up and if one car is out of line and wants to switch to the other lane, one car wants to come in and comes down, there’s no parking here, they go to the dog, walk back to the dog place.  I mean there’s no through lane all around in my view.  There’s no travel lane open all the way around.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated the next would be, again, once more of a site plan’s developed not as conceptual, it will also be referred to our Building Inspector to comment on fire response issues and circulation patterns for emergency vehicle.  They may require, and I would require some sort of a through lane around the building that’s unobstructed in the case of an emergency or somebody even wanting to turn onto the site, deciding: I don’t want to wash my car today and being able to leave the site without causing weaving or crossing issues on site.

Mr. Steve Auth stated we demonstrated – we just tried to demonstrate how many cars we can hold on the property without the backing out onto Route 9.  Obviously there’s excessive cars there.  What I’d like to do is introduce Todd Mills.  He is with Carwash Products.  He is an installer, a supplier as well as a maintenance operator for numerous car washes and he’s also recognized by three manufacturers in this area for installation sales and maintenance as well as product.  I’d like to – he has a few words to say if you don’t mind.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated before we get to that, just back on the site plan, I’d like to see more walkways, concrete walkways in there too, lead to where people need to go so they’re not walking in the traffic.

Mr. Steve Auth stated that was the intention with that radius on the left side of the building.  That was for the dog wash area.  That’s also going to be storage area there as well.

Mr. Robert Foley stated as long as there’s safe pedestrian and dog walking access from where ever they park into where they’re going, because I can just envision cars – I know they pull in and go out this way but…

Mr. Steve Auth stated several car washes when you pull in they have lanes designated for the self-service…

Mr. Robert Foley stated there’s going to be a lot of striping and arrows.

Mr. Steve Auth continued automated, self-service – so once you enter the project you’ll be directed on where to go depending on what your needs are.
Ms. Loretta Taylor asked how will you be directed?

Mr. Steve Auth responded with signage, signs and arrows.

Mr. Robert Foley stated they have arrows on the pavement.

Mr. Steve Auth stated pavement markings.  Some of the car washes have overhead signs which say: automated bays, self-serve bays, oil change lane…

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked that green strip in the front, how wide is that?  Not, how long is it, how wide is it?  How deep is it?

Mr. Steve Auth responded right now it’s only 15 feet.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked 15?

Mr. Steve Auth resident I think, yes it’s 15 feet.

Mr. Robert Foley stated the road, Route 9 is there, what’s the white space?  That’s just shoulder on 9 and then…

Mr. Steve Auth responded it’s a shoulder, yep.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated it’ll be much further than 15 feet away from the edge of pavement but it’s 15 feet on your property.

Mr. Steve Auth stated right, it’s a state right-of-way.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated this would be state right-of-way here.

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated which I don’t think has much landscaping in it per se but…

Mr. Peter Daly stated it’s grass.

Mr. Jim Creighton asked but on your site plan…

Mr. Steve Auth stated I would put grass in there anyway.  It’s just it’s not my property so I really can’t.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated on your next version of the site plan you can show us the distance in feet from the bollards for the parking spots to the edge of the…

Mr. Steve Auth stated from the edge of the blacktop to parking…

Mr. Jim Creighton stated where the dangerous area is and where people walk.

Mr. Steve Auth stated okay, I got you.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked are you asking for a plan for the next time he appears here?

Mr. Mike Preziosi responded that would be the ideal situation.  I mean, I know Mr. Auth was trying to evaluate some alternative concepts to get the board’s feedback.  I think we’ve reached a point now where we’re set again on the number of stalls, number of Jiffy Lube locations and it’s now a matter of just finalizing the concept and preparing a comprehensive site plan to address the comments that are outlined for both my office and Chris and the review memorandum and then starting to address the concerns that are going to be outlined and raised in the traffic study.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated and then also you’re picking up more comments tonight that weren’t in our review memos necessarily about pedestrian connections and you should talk to your architect maybe about flipping some doors or entryways, about the easiest way for people to get in, things like that.

Mr. Steve Auth responded and change the parking.  I think maybe in the back we should have patron parking.  Let the employees park in the front because they’re there for the day to put their cars in the front, walk in the building and keep the patron parking in the back.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated and the other thing you have to look at with these turning radiuses it’s fine and if a pedestrian or a passenger car to make a turn in but if you have a larger truck either for a delivery and/or an emergency response vehicle that they’re able to circulate the site and get out of the site back onto Route 9 without having to back up.  You have to look into that as well and respond back.  That was one of the items that were indicated in the traffic study.  It’s a SWPPP path analysis of an emergency vehicle so our standard…

Mr. Steve Auth stated it’s a straight truck, a 30-foot straight truck is what we…

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated well we have the set standard for our town, as far as our fire response our largest apparatus trucks so that’s what’s given to use as circulation issues, but that needs to be designed on the plan as well.

Mr. Steve Auth stated now, that truck has to have the ingress and egress.  Is that with the cars parked there?  In other words…

Mr. Mike Preziosi responded we’ll refer you to the State Building Code and your architect should also be aware of it as far as what’s required for a fire lane for circulation on site and that needs to be shown and demonstrated on the site plan prior to final approval.  We’ll reach out.  We’ll give you the information for your architect.  He’s available have him speak to myself or to our Building Inspector and we’ll go over those requirements with him as well.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked I just wanted to ask a question.  I’ve already expressed my feeling about the crowding on this site.  Is it possible to have the Jiffy Lube situation with 6 bays rather than 7 and get rid of that one over there so you can have a little bit more room to do things?  Get rid of the one on the right, the furthest one away.
Mr. Steve Auth responded we’ve already shaved about 700 feet off the building and it becomes a matter of economics.  If I lose a bay, the numbers don’t work.  We eliminated one bay.  Originally we had 8 bays.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I don’t know where you would have put the 8th one but anyway.  I just feel that – things don’t always pan out exactly how we plan them and people being people will be getting out of cars going into the wrong spots, getting confused, walking across something and cars are moving around.  It just looks so tight that unless people had actually practiced this before they drove in there, you could really get hurt or hurt somebody.  I just don’t see the need for that many bays when the site is not that big anyway and you’ve got all of these cars going around and going in the bays and people coming out, people got dog washes and they got – I just think, personally, you might get a little bit better layout if you have one less bay and you have more room to plan things.  

Mr. Steve Auth stated I’d rather take the area away from the office and the storage area.  Maybe I have to eliminate the dog wash you know, but to lose a bay it’s just – economically it doesn’t work.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated well I don’t know, you’ve got 8 people, 8 cars at any given time doing oil changes?

Mr. Steve Auth responded he can answer that better.

Mr. Todd Mills stated my name is Todd Mills.  I’ve been in the carwash business since 1997 and on my busiest day at my own carwash I wish I had this many cars there.  It just does not do the type of volume that you’re concerned with.  Basically, most car washes that I service: Foam ’N’ Wash Hop is one of the biggest in the state and they also have Quick Lubes.  Typically, they only have one lane servicing both the tunnel and the Lube Shop and they’ll simply have a sign overhead saying “watch traffic, yield to lube traffic” so one lane is more than suitable to serve both those lanes and the Quick Lube.  Basically what happens is someone’s waiting, they will simply go around to the Quick Lube and an employee will take and escort the car in.  As for dog washes; your average daily use over a 12-hour period when it’s open, you’ll be lucky if you get 5 dogs a day.  Some of the things not shown on the plan is basically the self-serve bays which are facing me on the left side, there’s always a heated walkway in front of all the self-serve bays.  There’s always a heated path provided in the front and rear of each bay.  Simply the nature of that business you provide a heated floor for people to stand on in a positive egress and ingress for them to walk through.  Now, car washes are very different as well between photocells and lights.  There are constant lights going on and off when cars pull through for a red light, a green light, so literally when you walk you’ll have a safe passage to go through.  People could be walking in front of those bays but the volume in the self-serve bays, again, is not that deep.  We just experienced our busiest week last week and at no time did I have more than 2 cars waiting at any self-serve bay or 4 cars waiting in the automatic bay.  The fact that he’s doing 2 bays of in-bay automatics and he takes that number and cuts it – basically cuts the number of cars waiting typically in half.  When you’re looking at cutting bays, some of the things you run into economically is he’s got two different types of bays here: basically a soft-cloth bay or a friction bay and a touch-free bay.  People are very, very particular over what they like and what they’ll bring their car through.  So by eliminating one or the other does definitely put an adverse impact on the project as a whole.  Same thing with Quick Lube bays, there’s only a wait time.  You can only do so many cars in a day and if you don’t have two bays operable for that a Quick Lube is just not feasible as well.
Mr. Robert Foley asked do you have a – you very aptly described your facilities.  Are there any in the area here that we can go and observe any of the ones you just described?

Mr. Todd Mills responded yes, I can send you to countless carwashes to see different type of applications.  

Mr. Robert Foley stated that are yours.

Mr. Todd Mills stated not that I personally own.  I own one in Middletown.  I’ve worked on several.  You can go to Fishkill and look at Foam ‘N’ Washes…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated one thing that – we’re getting a little ahead of ourselves because one of the things that the traffic report is supposed to do is our consultant is going to an existing facility to see how it operates and then talk to you and get reports back to give some idea about what you’re saying whether he agrees with you or not about the activity on the site.

Mr. Robert Foley asked no I mean I ask because you’ve very nicely described it and I thought if there was one nearby we could just go and see for ourselves.  Not that I’m doubting you.

Mr. Todd Mills stated of course.  Your best bet would probably to look at – there are a couple right on Route 9 in Fishkill.

Mr. Robert Foley stated yes, those I know.

Mr. Todd Mills stated a couple of a Foam ‘N’ Wash carwashes.  Now, the one in front of the Cracker Barrel demonstrates a degree of a type of in-bay washes he’s going to be doing.  That does not have a Quick Lube attached.  If you go further down the road, there’s a tunneled conveyorized carwash that has a Quick Lube.

Mr. Robert Foley asked further north on 9?

Mr. Todd Mills responded I believe it’s north, yes.

Mr. Robert Foley stated on the right.

Mr. Steve Auth stated on the right just past the Mavis there.  Once you cross 84 you’ll pass 52, it’s about 4 ½ miles on your right side.

Mr. Robert Foley asked on the concept thing again, and again I understand about you’re not wanting to lose bays because of the economic impact and if there’s any way that that dog park, that large square, that whole square is for the doggie wash…

Mr. Steve Auth stated it’s got dogs, it’s storage…

Mr. Robert Foley stated the storage too… Mr. Robert Foley stated because that could have been further down front where those people then can park and just walk across and go in but then you wouldn’t have those bays you configured in there.

Mr. Steve Auth said after your comment at the Sunday site visit, I went back and we stepped the building – we had a single step in the building here and then after your comment I took another step out of the corner where we shortened the building again to try and open up that corner because I know you had some concerns.

Mr. Robert Foley stated I was just concerned about the safe facilitation of the cars no matter what they’re doing just trying – made a mistake travelling around, or waiting on this queue and then now with the doggie issue, you know, there’s another safety and I can see Tom’s concern or idea about having the employees park in those 6 spots and they’re just there all day and there’s no movement but now the idea of maybe having that for the doggie parking because it’s closer to where they’re going to go in the building and put the employees up front.

Mr. Steve Auth stated I think that – again, that plan shows a lot more cars than are really going to be there.  I just wanted to show the capability for staging.  

Mr. Robert Foley stated if you want to be successful and make a lot of money you want all those cars coming in.

Mr. Steve Auth stated of course.  Your lips to God’s ears but I think we’d be better off to have the employees park in the front this way people coming to wash the dog or the car or the Jiffy Lubes could park on the back wall.  It’s close access. They’re in and they’re out.

Mr. Robert Foley stated just a shorter walk.

Mr. Steve Auth stated I think what we’ll do is we’ll move the employee parking to the front and maybe I’ll knock out two spaces in the front there, give you a dog walk area.  

Mr. Jim Creighton stated so you have a good sense of what we’re thinking and we’re not giving you as much direction as you’d like but you’ve got what you need so I think our next step is we’ll refer this back and you guys can talk a little bit more but we’ll also make a motion to declare ourselves lead agency.  We’re ready to go?

Ms. Loretta Taylor responded yes.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated Madame Chair I move that we declare the Planning Board’s intent to act as lead agency and then refer this back to staff.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye." 

Mr. Steve Auth stated thank you.  Have a good night.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked so you understand the next time we see you we want to see a real plan?

Mr. Steve Auth responded yes.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated and just for, in case there should be any other minor configurations or need to reconfigure and you have to bring in a sheet like that, please make sure we all have them before you get up to present.  That was very difficult to deal with.

Mr. Robert Foley asked when do you think the busiest time up in Fishkill on those carwashes?  Weekend?

Mr. Todd Mills responded definitely weekend….

Application of ASF Construction and Excavation Corporation for Site Development Plan approval and a Special Permit for a Specialty-Trade Contractor including a proposed 9,600 sq. ft. steel shop building, a 3,500 sq. ft. covered outdoor material storage structure and 10 parking spaces on a 2.4 acre parcel of property located at 37 Roa Hook Road as shown on a drawing entitled “Site Plan for Andre Fernandes” prepared by Joseph C. Riina, P.E. dated October 14, 2016.

Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated good evening.  My name is Tom Kerrigan, engineer on the project with Site Design Consultants.  We haven’t submitted a new plan since the last Planning Board meeting.  It’s the same plan that you have.  I understand you went out and saw the site last Sunday so you have a better understanding of the condition it’s in now.  We are working currently to resolve the existing compliance issues with the items off site and the disturbed areas that are not within the owner’s property.  Once we have developed the plan that shows how we will address these issues, we will provide that.  We are also working to address or discover information on a potential existing access to the northern property, through the northern property, that may or may not exist.  That’s being investigated currently.  We are working with the town to address these issues and we are waiting to get information and then we will prepare the plans that I mentioned.  Thank you.
Ms. Loretta Taylor asked is there anybody who wants to – we want to recognize that ahead of schedule so-to-speak.  We normally wait longer to go out for a site visit but we were nearby at another site visit so we decided to take a look.  Some of us have had experience with sort of the condition of that site as it, in the past, so it was just a short trip up the road to see what was going on.  I’m very happy to see that the site, generally speaking, is sort of cleaned up because it used to be a disaster.  But again, you know, we need to see your plans and what you’re going to do.  I don’t know whether anybody else on the board has anything that they want to say about this.  Staff?
Mr. Chris Kehoe stated just as we discussed at the site inspection, as you’re aware, I guess Joe has been talking to Mike and Mike is going to go back out and there’s going to be some interim things done to maybe dealing with storm water and correcting some things in the interim and then the Planning Board is – and I talked about it with Joe at the site, the issue of the contractor versus the Specialty-Trade Contractor and the types of machinery and materials that he needs to do his specialty trade contractor will ultimately be discussed where as it is within the Planning Board’s purview to say that certain things that are out there aren’t really geared towards his specialty trade, it might have to be taken from the site.

Mr. Robert Foley asked the question I had at the work session and at the site visit; on the short form, on your form, your site is under remediation or the adjoining site?  What was the answer I forgot?  Page 3 of 3, you put ‘yes’ to the adjoining property.  I think Joe said it – Joe Riina.

Mr. Peter Daly asked adjoining site?

Mr. Robert Foley stated yes, question 20 on the…

Mr. Tom Kerrigan asked on the EAF?

Mr. Robert Foley responded yes, page 3 question, the last question on the short form, part I.  “proposed action or an adjoining – has the site of the proposed action or adjoining property is subject of remediation for hazardous waste?”

Mr. Jim Creighton stated and he checked off ‘yes’ and in the description it just said ‘nearby site’ without any details.

Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated yes, I believe that…

Mr. Robert Foley asked how far away?

Mr. Tom Kerrigan responded I believe that is through the EAF not provided by the state that is automatically filled in so that is something we’ll have to look into.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated I believe it’s the gas station at the corner of 9 and Sprout Brook Road.

Mr. Robert Foley stated so it’s nearby…

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated it’s nearby as Thomas alluded to the EAF map now provides a digital format and completes the form automatically.  It doesn’t provide much detail but that’s something that needs to be evaluated.  But my opinion, and it’s – idea is that it’s the gas station at the corner of Sprout Brook.

Mr. Robert Foley stated so it looks like it’s a property or two away.  I just didn’t know whether it was your property or what…

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated back to the equipment that your client has on the site, there’s a lot of it and there’s a lot of questions about whether a lot of it is really appropriate for the Specialty-Trade Contractor they approved for.  So, what I’d like to suggest is that your client draw up an inventory list of the equipment that he absolutely – well I say minimum needs to run his business so we can then look at it and at a following meeting to evaluate what is necessary and what isn’t necessary because there’s going to be tight restrictions on that type of usage.
Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated I’ll speak with the client and have him prepare that.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked anything else?

Mr. Steven Kessler stated I would just say consistent with the Specialty-Trade that they’re approved for.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated yes, right because even the Zoning Board decision’s pointed out that they said that excavation was a secondary part of what they’re doing and that would not even be allowed at all as far as I can tell under a Specialty Trade.  So there may be parts of what they’re doing now that they’re not going to be able to do coming in that way.  It may be a question of whether he wants to do that.  Do you know what I mean?

Mr. Tom Kerrigan responded I understand.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated you might want to suggest – I don’t know whether you’re going to get involved but the client also talked to people, our staff people who are very, very knowledgeable about what kinds of things, not only that the board would likely approve of, but things that according to town codes you must do or not do or cannot do.  So, you might want to recommend that to…

Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated I’ll pass that along and have him contact…

Mr. Peter Daly stated I think there was the issue of the other property at the end towards Roa Hook Road; the question of ownership on that and that property should be delineated as well on the site plan.

Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated my understanding is that that is being looked into.  Currently, there’s some confusion as to who does in fact own it and it’s not immediately clear so that is something we are looking into and will provide once it’s been determined. 

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated but I think that’s sort of one of the things you were getting at Mike.  In the interim, and I think they’ve cleaned some of it up already, but everything should get off of – because I think your plan sort of ends arbitrarily which was discussed out in the field.  We were standing at a place where he said everything to that side maybe not on my property, and I think he’s cleaned a lot of that up but I think it should all be removed from there.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated what needs to occur in the interim as this process is unfolding is that all the material, all the encroachments onto adjoining property needs to be brought back into zoning compliance to the actual ownership parcel owned by the applicant and then as the issues of egress and ingress are reviewed and evaluated, it’s almost a moot point because you still would not be able to store material on those adjoining properties if you just have access easements.  That’s the first step of the process is to make sure everything is brought back into compliance to the current zoning code.

Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated yes, and we are preparing a plan to illustrate how that will be done to – all the owner’s materials that he has off site and all of the encroachments in the zoning not compliance issues we are preparing a plan that will show how he will bring all that back into compliance before any…

Mr. Jim Creighton stated while he is doing that, as we talked about the inventory vehicles I think important for that is, as well, is when you’re preparing those plans when they’re preparing them, when they’re storing materials they can’t just say: “material storage.”  I’d really like to have an itemized list of what they plan to store in those areas.  In this area we’re going to store rebar or in this other area we’re going to store the concrete forms but I need to know, I think, what the specific items are, particularly in light of the ZBA D&O.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked anything else?

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked do we’ll be lead agency on this Chris?

Ms. Loretta Taylor and Mr. Chris Kehoe responded yes.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I’ll move that we declare the Planning Board as lead agency…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated declare your intent to be lead agency.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated pardon, intent to be lead agency and to refer this back to staff.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye." 

Mr. Tom Kerrigan stated thank you.

Application of Tomas Tinoco for Site Development Plan approval and a Special Permit for a Specialty Trade Contractor for the parking of trucks and for the storage of other utility materials (i.e. utility pole hardware, transformers, etc.) for Northline Utilities on an approximately 2 acre parcel of property located at 439 Yorktown Road (Rt. 129) as shown on a drawing entitled “Site Development Plan for Tomas Tinoco” prepared by Cronin Engineering, P.E., P.C. latest revision dated January 24, 2017.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated good evening.  Jim Annicchiarico with Cronin Engineering here representing the applicant.  Since the January meeting, we’ve taken the comments, review comments that were provided by the Town Engineer and the Town Planner and we’ve also taken some of the comments from the Planning Board at the last meeting and we believe we’ve addressed them all in the latest submission to you.  We addressed sight distance.  That was one of the issues that was raised by the Town Engineer.  Sight distance to the north is 400 plus feet at the entrance there, leaving the entrance there or exiting the property and to the south it’s about 700 plus feet.  The application was also referred to the DEP by the Town Engineer.  The DEP wrote a letter back stating that they wouldn’t require any more input from themselves or approvals.  I believe – I’ve had a conversation with Mike, the Town Engineer, and Mike would still like to see some sort of drainage addressed on site which we could do.  That’s the only thing that we hadn’t addressed in our latest submission but I think, based on my conversation with Mr. Preziosi, we’re not – the drainage isn’t anything elaborate.  I don’t know if you agree Mike but…
Mr. Mike Preziosi stated yes, what I would be asking for is a means to control surface runoff that’s generated from the existing impervious area into some sort of best management practice to handle a portion of the water quality runoff in accordance to New York State DEC design manual even though it’s not required by the New York City DEP.  As you show on the plan, they did request that you indicate the buffer of 300 feet to receive a water body which in this case would be the New Croton Reservoir.  As you did elaborate and alluded to they did not require anymore approving, approvals or review under this application.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated as you can see, we did add the 300 foot buffer line which goes about halfway into the paved area but, again, this was an existing paved site so that’s why they basically said they didn’t have anymore input on it.  We have provided you with some pictures of the site from the front.  One of the issues was some of the employees were parking along the front within the right-of-way outside of the fenced in area.  We’ve discussed that with Northline and they now have all the employees parking within the property.  There is a light pole that’s up now that we’ll be adding a light fixture to.  I know they would like to add a light fixture to.  I can provide any additional information on that that’s necessary, however, I would like to state that the properties to the left and the right are both commercial, nobody there at night.  It’s going to be a light that’s motion-activated only when the employees are there either early in the morning or late at night, not late at night but in the afternoon.  The hours are basically 6:00 to 4:00; 6:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. so at the time of year when it’s dark in the afternoon the light may be activated occasionally.  Any of the neighbors or any of the residential neighbors to the west are a good 50 feet higher in elevation than the site itself so I don’t think any of the light, the single light there would affect them in any way.  I don’t believe there’d be any bleed off of light onto those properties.  What else I can say?  We did provide a list of our equipment and vehicles on the plan.  We’ve put down the hours of operation on the plan.  As far as, I know at the last meeting one of the questions was what type of possibly hazardous materials may be stored on site.  There are transformers, new transformers that are stored on the site which they take out when they go to replace a transformer.  I’ve been informed from Northline that those transformers do not contain any sort of hazardous materials or PCBs in any way.  

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder asked these are only the new that you guys are going to have?
Mr. Jim Annicchiarico responded the new ones, correct, right.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder asked and the old ones that you replace them with are you bringing them back to your site?

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico responded occasionally, I’m told that they bring them back only when they can’t take them to Con Edison or drop them off, however they are bagged at the spot where they are taken down from and then they occasionally, I am told, they’re brought back to the site and kept in the bag and the next morning taken out of there.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated because we want them not to be on the site for very long at all for one thing and the bag thing, I’d like to know more about that, what that really does protect so if you could give us that kind of information at some point.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico responded sure.

Mr. Jim Creighton asked but your impression is the removed transformers are anticipated being there longer than just stored overnight?

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico responded I don’t think Northline would want them and it’s probably more a Con Ed protocol more than anything I would believe.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated and if they didn’t have one, we’d have a protocol.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated yes, sure.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated based on that point, I think it would be prudent to add notes to the plan indicating the procedure for overnight storage of a transformer and then the removal procedures from there and if anything is meant to stay for more than 24 to 48 hour period, provisions put on the plan for proper storage of that on the site.  Hopefully it doesn’t come to that but just to have that as a backup on the site…

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated you mean some sort of containment?

Mr. Mike Preziosi responded if they’re proposing of keeping it there more than a 24 to 48 hour period, yes.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated right, okay, but I don’t think so.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated in your response memo, it’s a small one but you say: no signs are proposed and that Northline doesn’t require a sign but the photo you provided has a piece of big black tarp about 15’ x 20’ spray-painted “Northline.”  It’s not a pretty sign.  Apparently they thought they needed a sign.  Is that been removed and do they want a sign or don’t they?

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico responded they told me they don’t need a sign itself.  I can’t tell you why that was spray-painted on that, maybe for deliveries or something.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated if that sign is there, we’ll have to – our Code Enforcement agent will go out there to issue a violation because it’s not in conformance with our sign code so it should be removed back.  A temporary sign should be made – an application made to the Building Department for a temporary sign and then a permit and a fixture…

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated I will talk to Northline.  Like I said, I don’t believe they – they’ve already indicated to me they don’t need the sign.  We can take down the – it’s basically their fencing, their privacy fencing material that’s on there and it was spray-painted on there.  So we can take that piece down.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated yes, I think somebody thought it was a good idea. 

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated no problem.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated the applicant would like a public hearing but I think that we want to hold off on the public hearing until April at the earliest.

Ms. Loretta Taylor responded yes.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated I mean, you know, we’re trying to, you know, obviously remedy the violation that we received so we’re just trying to do it as fast as we can.  We believe it’s at a point now where it could be set up for a public hearing at the next meeting.  Certainly doesn’t – if you feel that it can’t be closed at the next meeting, then so be it but don’t see why it couldn’t be set up next meeting.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated Madame Chair I move that we receive the DEP letter and refer it back to staff and the public hearing would be in April then is what you’re saying.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated what the applicant is saying is there is a violation.  He’s attempting to remediate it.  We both have a desire to move this along quickly but I do think that we would prefer April rather than March.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated so then we’ll refer it back to staff at this point.

Seconded.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated just on the question, you’ll use the next couple of weeks to revise the drawing in conversation with Mike with respect to the new storm water and I think that’s really the one item that needs to be added.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated for the March meeting I would certainly have that addressed.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated oh and the information about the transformer bags…

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated yes, everything that we spoke about tonight.  I believe those are the only remaining items so I don’t see any reason why we couldn’t have that addressed by the March meeting.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked anybody else on the question?

With all in favor saying "aye." 

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated thank you very much.

Mr. Jim Annicchiarico stated thank you very much.
