Councilwoman Ann Lindau said she feels it important to adopt the resolution regarding the Ash Pit tonight to make sure that it does close on time.
She thanked everyone who worked this weekend to help our community with the snow.  Everybody did a good job.

Councilmember John Sloan gave a brief update on the evacuation plan, saying the board is looking to improve citizen awareness of how to evacuate and when to evacuate.  We have consultants lined up to assist and last week a meeting was held with Entergy officials to determine the availability of funding.  We have been in contact with Congresswoman Sue Kelly’s office about the same thing.  Cortlandt believes that the nature of the task we’re undertaking should be paid by an outside source.

Councilmember Frank Farrell thanked DES for their outstanding work on the weekend.  He pointed out that when money is budgeted in the fall for this work it is not then known whether a storm will hit on a weekend, incurring high overtime costs.

Councilman Farrell reporting receiving some calls in December regarding the ash pit on Sprout Brook Road.  He visited the site and after finding it looking very high asked Ed Vergano to take a look at it.  He and Ed met with the operators of the plant and were not totally satisfied with the answers as to how far in height the pile is to be allowed.

There seem to be many unanswered questions relative to the operation of the site. 

A citizen has forwarded to Councilmember Sloan the copy of an application being made by Westchester County to DEC to enlarge the ash pit.  The Town has no record of having received this application.
County Legislator George Oros is attempting to get the funds for Cortlandt to do an independent analysis of the reports that are supplied by the County.  Councilmember Farrell feels that the Town should do some independent analysis of samples from the site.  More meetings will take place with the County to learn exactly what their plans are for closing the plant in the future.

Councilmember Joe Cerreto thanked DES Director Kathleen Burleson and her employees for all the work they did during the recent storm.

About two weeks ago the Supervisor received a phone call from the Governor’s office saying they would like to meet regarding the VA.  They are looking to obtain thirty acres of waterfront property at the site to continue the Governor’s initiative to have a Greenway along the Hudson.  The VA property adjoins Georges’ Island to the north and fifty acres to the south previously purchased.  In an effort to make sure the “powers to be” in Washington know just how serious we are about obtaining these parcels, the Town Board is holding a press conference on February 23rd at the Veterans’ Committee meeting.  We have invited State Senator Liebell, Assemblywoman Galef, County Legislators Oros and *******.  Hopefully the meeting will be attended by representatives from the Governor’s office and the Parks and Recreation personnel.  Anyone interested is urged to attend.  If unable to attend, people may send their comments in support of our initiatives at the VA on a postcard or letter to the Supervisor.

Councilmember Sloan moved that the minutes of the Regular Meeting of January 24, 2006 approved as presented by Town Clerk Dyckman.  Councilmember Cerreto seconded the motion and all voted AYE.

PUBLIC HEARING

Public Hearing to consider setting the salaries of certain elected Town officials.

Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 7:55 p.m. and made a brief statement.  She said there was a newspaper article published today about this general subject matter.  It had some incorrect information and she has e-mailed the newspaper a correction.
She said the elected officials and department heads had received a 3.5 percent salary increase at the December, 2005 budget hearing for the year 2006.  This was voted on by the Town Board and people had the opportunity to come forward and comment at that time.  No one did that.  The responsibilities and duties have been enhanced and expanded over the years and the Supervisor said she’s very proud of those achievements over the years.
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PUBLIC HEARING, (cont.)
The Public Hearing this evening is for a few elected officials for an additional 3.5 percent increase and she emphasized the amount of money this encompasses collectively is $10,000.  The Town Board suggested increases of $600.00 a year for each member.  Altogether we are talking about seven elected officials.  The article said this is the third increase in the year, which is totally inaccurate.  Something else missing in the newspaper article was that the Supervisor had upon first assuming that title in 1992, rolled back her salary by $7500.00 and did not take a salary increase for four subsequent years.  Because of this salary roll back, taxpayers were saved $75,000 over the years.
At the same time all of us have increased our Town savings account by 150 percent, from $5 Million Dollars in 1992 to $15 Million Dollars in fourteen years.  We’ve completed $71 Million Dollars in projects over these same years.  We’ve had our bond rating increase from A-1 to Triple AAA by Moody’s and the Supervisor believes we are the only Town in the County with this excellent financial status.  Once again, for fifteen years, a zero percent Town tax increase on average including 2006.  Supervisor Puglisi said she doesn’t believe there’s another Town in America with this record helping our taxpayers and that’s what we’re here to do.

Our annual budget is Thirty-Three Million Dollars.  This amount that we are discussing this evening is $10,000.

There was no one wishing to speak and the hearing was closed, unanimously, on motion made by Councilmember Cerreto, seconded by Councilmember Lindau.
