MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

PLEDGE to the FLAG

Supervisor Puglisi led all in attendance in a Pledge to the Flag.

SUPERVISOR'S PROCLAMATIONS and REPORTS ON VARIOUS ISSUES

Supervisor Puglisi said as we pledge allegiance to our flag we must not forget Memorial Day which is coming up.  On Monday, May 29th, the Town will be hosting our annual Memorial Day ceremony at the Michael C. Mongero Veterans’ Park at 12:30 pm.  She asked that all join in this very important remembrance.  

The Village of Croton-on-Hudson is also having a Memorial Day ceremony at 11:00 am.  The Tri-Village area will be hosting a parade in the Village of Buchanan at 10:00 am.

Supervisor Puglisi said she is delighted to be presenting proclamations to two very important employees in Town government.  In our Recreation Division to Colleen Anderson who is the Youth Center Director and to Becky Bell, her assistant.

One day of the year is a special day entitled “Take your Child to Work Day”.   This year it was held on April 27th and Colleen and Becky did a terrific job in coordinating this fun-filled day long event attended by about twenty-five children of employees.  The theme of this event was “My Future Is”.

Colleen and Becky were invited to the podium where they were presented with proclamations, after which John Palmiotto, their Department head spoke about the day’s events, as did Colleen.

Employee of the Quarter for this quarter is John Bohannon, an employee of the Water Division.  Supervisor Puglisi read John’s employment history with the Town saying he is a truly dedicated Town employee and extremely skilled.

Ed Vergano said the Town Water Division is comprised of very talented, dedicated workers who take their jobs very seriously.  They are led in the field by two highly qualified individuals, one of whom is John Bohannon.
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SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)

Councilmember Cerreto read and presented the proclamation to J. Bohannon who thanked the men he works with in the Water Department, as well as his family.

Supervisor Puglisi said last month she had reported a victory , that the U. S. District Court had upheld several decisions that had occurred over the last nine years relative to the Millenium Pipeline Company.  The Town has learned this past week that the company  is not appealing that decision.  This is the final, final victory.  One of the principles in fighting this unnecessary pipeline was Dani  Glaser, . who was present at the meeting.  Supervisor Puglisi presented her with a citation for her untiring work  in fighting this unbelievable challenge to the Town of Cortlandt and Village of Croton-on-Hudson.  The Supervisor also had a similar document for Jonathan Glaser, her husband.

Supervisor Puglisi said she believes we have a responsibility in providing affordable housing for all age groups.  The Town Board and the Planning Board recently supported  Jacobs Hill, a senior citizen affordable apartment and town house complex.  

The Town has received two awards for their collective efforts, one from the Westchester Interfaith Housing Corporation;  the other from the Westchester County Board of Legislators.  In the next few weeks we will be receiving another very prestigious award for the same subject matter from the Westchester County Federation of Housing.  There are only a few such awards made each year and the Town is delighted and honored to be a recipient.

Last week the Supervisor received a telephone call from Governor Pataki’s office that New York State  was going to buy the development rights of the DiMaria Farm, also known as the Hemlock Hill Farms.  Last Thursday the Supervisor attended the Governor’s local press conference and learned this farm will be preserved in to perpetuity.  The State, along with the County and Towns of Yorktown and Cortlandt will be putting up funding for the development rights to pay Mr. DiMaria and his family 2.7 Million Dollars, (approvimately $250,000 from Cortlandt.)  Sixty percent of that land is in the Town of Cortlandt;  forty percent is in the Town of Yorktown.  The Town has been lobbying for this to happen.  We have also been working over the years with the DEP and the DEC, the Westchester Land Trust, Cortlandt WATCH, etc. to preserve this land.

Last month the Town retained a consultant to assist us with the Cortlandt emergency planning to ensure that we have more details and information for our citizenry on evacuation plans and emergency planning.  John Sloan and Jeff Tkacs assisted the Supervisor in hosting the kick-off meeting last Friday with school superintendents, firefighters, ambulance, Red Cross and other stake holders in the community.  It was attended by about thirty people.  It was a highly successful meeting with the goal of working together collectively, sharing plans and information and making certain our citizens know exactly what to do in an emergency of any kind.

Supervisor Puglisi introduced Brian Hanly  of Lakeview Avenue, West.  He said for the past thirty years there has been a footbridge that was washed away by Hurricane Floyd.  It offered a safe passageway between Lakeview Avenue, East and Lakeview Avenue, West.  The alternative now is to walk or bike on Watch Hill Road, a narrow and winding road.  Mr. Hanly said he would like to rebuild the footbridge.  Residents of 77 Lakeivew Avenue, West say they own the land.  However, he has consulted with the Town of Cortlandt Assessor’s Office who informs him that it is owned by the Town of Cortlandt.  Mr. Hanly has obtained fifty-five signatures from homeowners in the Lakeview Avenue, West area that support the bridge building effort.  He asked that the Town Board verify ownership of the property.

Supervisor Puglisi accepted the petitions, thanking Mr. Hanly for all his efforts and wishing him success.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilmember John Sloan reported on the successful meeting pertaining to emergency evacuation and communication, saying the next step will be for our consultants to do interviews with a number of people throughout Cortlandt, gather data and do the analysis to what we already know will be a successful conclusion f the study.

The Hemlock Hill Farm agreement that the Governor announced is a remarkable benefit to the Town.  It should not go without notice that Councilmember Sloan congratulated Cortlandt WATCH who had endorsed the idea of the Town putting aside an environment trust fund several years ago.  It is that money that has accumulated a nice bank account that we will use to fund Cortlandt’s share of the acquisition and conservation rights.

Dani Glaser justifiably got the award she will get tonight.  Along with Karen Wells and others, they did a tremendous job – perhaps the best ad hoc volunteer group that Councilmember Sloan has every seen in local government.  They knew what the Town Board could or could not do for them and they picked up the slack accordingly and extraordinarily well.  To such an extent that we’re talking again tonight about the fact that the Millenium Pipeline will not be an atrocious environmental  scar across Westchester.  

Councilmember Sloan congratulated  Dani and  all the people who helped out.

Councilmember Frank Farrell said it was encouraging to see young Mr. Hanly getting involved with government by presenting a petition for something that he is desirous of having occur in his neighborhood.  Councilman Farrell wished him success and opined that as he goes through the process he will find that what often seems like an excellent idea may have people who don’t view it quite that way.  The Town has already received a letter from one neighbor who said this would allow traffic through what he wanted to consider a cul de sac.  Councilman Farrell shared that when he was about fifteen years old he and friends were involved in building that very same bridge.

On tonight’s agenda is an item pertaining to rebuilding the floodgate at Lake Meahagh, a subject that has arisen many times over the last several years.  This project will keep the lake at a constant level.

Councilmember Joe Cerreto reported on his attendance at the Little League opening of the American League.  He congratulated the Recreation Department for the outstanding job they do.  He was surprised at the number of teams and participants that were present.  He wished all the coaches, players and parents a good season.

Senator Liebell has advised that he has been able to obtain funding from the Homeland Defense Department which he used at the Naval Militia to purchase two new patrol boats that have been commissioned and will be deployed in the Hudson River near the nuclear power plants to augment the Coast Guard services we currently have.  They are two brand new high speed, state of the art catamarans.

Councilmember Cerreto urged everyone to attend the various Memorial Day events, suggesting they bring their children and grandchildren.  It is important that they know what Memorial Day is all about and appreciate the sacrifices that were made by the men and women in our Armed Forces.

Supervisor Puglisi thanked Senator Liebell and said he had actually come to White Plains to the award ceremony to congratulate the Town for the receipt of their housing award.

Councilmember Ann Lindau reported on Earth Day, April 22nd.  Even though it was a rainy day,  she said many people went to Croton Avenue in the area of Walter Panas High School and picked up trash.  She thanked CAC, Scenic Hudson and the Dept. of Environmental Services for coordinating the effort.

Councilmember Lindau, (cont.) The Conservation Advisory Council is meeting on Wednesday, May 24th at 7:00 p.m. in this meeting room.  A new member will be appointed tonight.  He is an environmental attorney who will be an asset to the committee.

An Intermunicipal Agreement will be signed tonight for the Croton to Highlands biotic corridor project that was started over seven years ago.  It is a Metropolitan Alliance with Dr. Michael Clements who has been working with several municipalities to create a biotic corridor, hopefully free of any construction, so wildlife can traverse it.

APPROVAL of the MINUTES

Councilmember Sloan moved that the minutes of the Regular Meeting of April 11, 2006 and the Special Meeting of April 24, 2006 be approved as presented by Town Clerk Dyckman.

Councilmember Cerreto seconded the motion.  All voted AYE.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

(All Public Hearings conducted at this meeting are to be found fully transcribed and place in the Official Public Hearing Minute Book in the Office of the Town Clerk.)

Public Hearing to consider amending Local Law No. 5-90 regulating automatic alarms in accordance with a request from the Fire Advisory Board, as amended.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 8:07 p.m.  and Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

T. Wood, Town Attorney, said that several years ago in 1990 the Town enacted a law that required anyone having an automatic fire or burglar alarm to register it with the Town.  This was in the hopes that we would be able to limit or reduce the numbers of false alarms and have phone numbers to contact if alarms were left ringing over a weekend.

Recently the Town Board received a request from the Cortlandt Fire Advisory Board to increase the civil penalties that were imposed for false alarms.  The only thing that is before the board tonight is to change the system of penalties under the ordinance.

For a residential property, based on a six month period, if there is one false alarm the owner of the property will receive a warning.  Second false alarm, a civil penalty of $100.00 would be imposed.  A third, $250.00 and for the fourth or any additional ones in that six month period, a penalty of $500.00 each.

With respect to commercial properties in a period of one year, one false alarm would be a warning, the second would be $250.00 and three or more would be $500.00.

This would be to reduce the number of times that our volunteer firefighters and other emergency services have to respond only to find that it’s been a malfunction of a system that has not been repaired by a homeowner or property maintainer.

Jeff Weiss, 103 East Mt. Airy Road:  Said there is very little patrol coverage in his part of the Town of Cortlandt.  It is not a negative comment, he said.  He recognizes that it is dangerous and costs a lot of money for first responders so he can understand the desire to limit those responses.  He said the alarms are currently the only deterrent for homeowners who are in reasonably rural areas.  He feels if a homeowner can demonstrate that they have made some effort to correct a malfunctioning alarm system and if it’s not excessive, that simply making fines higher and more punitive does not seem to be answer.  Perhaps, he suggested, some kind of education program for homeowners or a declaration when they apply for a permit

Councilmember Frank Farrell noted that the fines for residential false alarms have been reduced in this document.

Supervisor said when we vote it will be for “as amended”.  There was a discussion about making them higher and the Town Board compromised.
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TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)

Jack Kingston, Chief of Montrose Fire Department, President and Chairman of the Fire Advisory Board said they refer to the repeat offenders, those people who are told to get their alarm fixed and the next day the firemen are called again. Commercial offenders are the worst.  He said Mohegan Fire Department is inundated by false alarms  from Applebee’s and Home Depot.

T. Wood said under the existing law, Applebee’s was problematic.  They were given fines which they paid and they’ve now installed an entirely new systems because they could not locate the problem.

Councilmember Farrell said the Fire Advisory Board had spent a lot of time discussing this but he wants to make certain that the Chairman agrees that the residential fines will be reduced.  

Supervisor Puglisi said that Tom Wood had spoken with Chief Kingston prior to the meeting and he is in agreement.

Councilmember Sloan said in accordance with a suggestion from Mr. Weiss, the staff is looking into seeing that the alarms do not go with the new owner, the new owner is required to get a permit.  Perhaps the education process could begin with that new permit.

There was no one additional who wished to speak and the hearing was closed at 8:19 p.m. on motion made by Councilmember Cerreto, seconded by Councilmember Lindau.
Councilmember Cerreto then moved to adopt the following legislation,as amended, seconded by Councilmember Lindau:

T. Wood said at the current time the board feels there is some other information they have to consider before they can go forward with this. So, at this time, they are going to refer the matter to the Committee of the Whole which is a parliamentary process where an item can be shelved until such time as the board is ready to bring it back for further discussion.

Supervisor Puglisi said there is more data they have to receive and she plans on putting the matter on the September, 2006 agenda.
