Supervisor Puglisi said she had the honor of receiving a flag for the Town of Cortlandt from the Freemasons.  Town senior citizens clubs had also received an award from the Freemasons, who are celebrating their 225th anniversary.

Proceeds from the recent golf outing hosted by the Town will be divided among Cortlandt’s first responders.  Supervisor Puglisi thanked the Recreation Department for putting this together and gave special thanks to Ken Sherman for chairing that effort.

About a week ago, Councilmember Farrell and Supervisor Puglisi attended the retirement dinner for Connie Dyckman who was for twenty-five years the Director of the Hendrick Hudson Free Library.  Saying she had served the community well, Supervisor Puglisi extended best wishes to Connie for all her future endeavors.

Supervisor Puglisi congratulated the Croton Caring Committee on their twenty-fifth anniversary.  They have over one hundred volunteers who assist people of the community who are in need.
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SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)
Supervisor Puglisi introduced Senator Vincent Liebell who had just joined the meeting, saying the Senator is very generous in bringing money back to the Town, enabling us to perform improvements.  Many local organizations are able to continue the work that they do because of these additional grants.

Senator Liebell said he works on a daily basis with Supervisor Puglisi and members of the Town Board and he praised them for the job they all do, saying Town residents are blessed to have them.
Senator Liebell listed the following moneys that will be given to organizations within the Town.  Some representatives of the organizations were present and offered their sincere thanks to the Senator.
a. $100,000.00 grant for an architectural feasibility study for the Cortlandt Youth Center.

b. $5,000.00 grant for the Aaron Copland House.  The musical director of this facility spoke.   He said it was Supervisor Puglisi and Town Board members

who approached the Copland estate.  The house where the legendary composer lived and worked for thirty years has been preserved through their efforts.  It is now in the National Register of Historic Places and is in the pipeline for designation as a National Historic Landmark.  None of this could have happened without the partnership between the Town and a real grass roots coalition.
c. Buchanan Engine Company No. 1 received a facilities’ maintenance and firemanic programs grant for $20,000.

d. Cortlandt Community Ambulance Corps received a grant for mobile generators in the amount of $37,000.00 and $10,000.00  for the Advanced Casualty Drill which he hopes will be a model drill for around the state.
e. Cortlandt/Croton Center for the Arts, $5,000.00 to programs and operations.

f. Croton Library technology programs, $7,500.000.

g. Hendrick Hudson Free Library technology programs, $7,500.00.

h. Hendrick Hudson School District, $75,000.00 to their technology program.
i. Hudson Valley Hospital Center $500,000.00 for their comprehensive cancer center.

j. Field Library technology programs, $7,5000.00.

k. Town of Cortlandt James Martin Estate Park in Verplanck,  $50,000.00.

l. Town of Cortlandt aerators for Lake Meahagh, Verplanck and Spy Pond, Continental Village, $75,000.00.

m. Town of Cortlandt Springvale sidewalks on Route 9A to Maiden Lane, $30,000.00.

n. Town of Cortlandt Montrose Road improvements, (Montrose Station Road),

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilmember Ann Lindau reminded everyone to vote on Election Day.  It’s an important privilege;  one that many are fighting for.
The Economic Challenge Committee is hoping that Buchanan, Peekskill and Croton will air our Economic Challenge programs.  Every other week different business owners from the area are interviewed and it’s played on local cable several times a week, aiding to promote local business.

Councilwoman Lindau said she is the Town’s representative to the Compact for the Croton River and they are working hard with their neighbors on that situation.

* *   

Councilmember John Sloan commented that two weeks ago the Town had been notified they had been successful in their long standing lawsuit with the City of Peekskill with regard to Peekskill’s desiring to require permits for sanitation trucks entering Peekskill’s borders.  He said it’s disappointing since it’s a lawsuit we didn’t even want to be involved with – we didn’t really need.  The Town said from the onset that what Peekskill was doing was patently illegal, a violation of New York State Law.  This turned out to be accurate.  Peekskill, nonetheless, kept up the lawsuit which required our Town Attorney to make almost a dozen visits to Supreme Court in White Plains in coordination with other plaintiffs on the case.  All in all this was a nuisance that was not desired, was not necessary.
Councilmember Sloan said Senator Liebell put forth a lot of money into the Town and Villages tonight and we know from past experiences we can “cash his check.”  
He said Congresswoman Sue Kelly owes the Town money. 
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TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)
 He referred to the home page of her website where there is a picture of the Cortlandt Town Board standing behind the Congresswoman in Verplanck in 2005 when she was promising $1.2 Million Dollars of transportation money from the federal government to be put into the Town.  In that same website there is a press release dated July, 2005, saying that the Town is to get that money.  Although all the necessary paper work has been properly filled out, we have yet to see a penny of those funds, said Councilmember Sloan.  

Progress with the Evacuation Communication Plan is also very disappointing said Councilmember Sloan. He referred to a multi-government summit conference  chaired by the Assistant Secretary of the U. S. Department of Homeland Security and held in this building on March 23, 2006 with representatives from FEMA, Senators Clinton and Schumer and numerous other government agencies in attendance.  Based upon Congresswoman’s statement at the time, there should have been a follow-up meeting in six months.  The fact is, there has been no follow-up whatsoever. Although the Town has received a phone call from Congresswoman Kelly’s office, no meeting has been scheduled.  
Cortlandt continues to interview lots of stakeholders locally and we are putting together our particular thoughts on what makes common sense regarding preparation in the event of any kind of radiological event at Indian Point.

It’s mandatory that the kinds of things that we want to do and the ways that we want to be prepared depend upon other governments to help out.

Councilmember Frank Farrell reported on his attendance at the retirement dinner of Connie Dyckman, Director of the Hendrick Hudson Free Library for a number of years.  He thanked Connie for everything she has done for the community in her years of service.
Councilmember Farrell said it was outlandish to him that Peekskill was trying to impose a tax on us for driving on their roads.  He said Tom Wood, our Town Attorney, defended the Town ably and he expressed his disappointment that nothing was awarded to the Town for damages, considering all the extra work the Town Attorney’s office had to do because of  this situation.

Some of the money awarded by Senator Liebell tonight is going to some of the projects that have been near and dear to Councilmember Farrell.  The Youth Center is something that he has been trying to move along and there is always much to be done to get a project like that underway.  There are so many competing and equally valid demands on the resources that we have.  Through persistence and the shared belief of this board that this is a good project, it will come to pass.

Lake Meahagh is a beautiful asset for the whole Town and we’ll do everything we can to keep it preserved.

Work has begun on the Martin Riverfront Park.  A dilapidated building known as The Sturgeon Club has been demolished and cleaned up.  Councilmember Farrell said he had looked at the property today and it’s easy to see how well it will blend in with the riverfront all the way down to Steamboat Dock.  It will undoubtedly be the most magnificent park on the Hudson River.
He thanked Senator Liebell, as well as Councilmember Cerreto who has had a long time relationship with the Senator.
