          3                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Ken, roll please.

          4                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Kline?

          5                 MR. KLINE:   Here.

          6                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Bernard?

          7                 MR. BERNARD:   Here.

          8                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Bianchi?

          9                 MR. BIANCHI:   Here.

         10                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Klarl?

         11                 MR. KLARL:   Here.

         12                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Kessler?

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Here.

         14                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Miss Todd?

         15                 MS. TODD:   Here.

         16                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Foley?

         17                 MR. FOLEY:   Here.

         18                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Vergano?

         19                 MR. VERGANO:   Here.

         20                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Kehoe?

         21                 MR. KEHOE:   Here.

         22                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Mr. Rothfedder?

         23                 MR. ROTHFEDDER:   Here.

         24                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Myself, Mr. Verschoor.

         25          Absent is Miss Taylor.
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          2                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We have two additions to

          3          the agenda this evening.  First is Planning Board

          4          Number 20-02 regarding Curry Automotive and we will

          5          add that as letter H at the end of correspondence.

          6          The second is Foshay Realty, Planning Board 7-07 and

          7          we will add that as letter I at the end of

          8          correspondence.  Can I please have a motion to add

          9          those two items to the agenda?

         10                 MS. TODD:   So moved.

         11                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second, please?

         12                 MR. FOLEY:   Second.

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   On the question.  All in

         14          favor?

         15                 (Board in favor)

         16                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Opposed?  Just one other

         17          note on the agenda.  Under correspondence, first

         18          item regarding the letter we received for Valeria

         19          regarding the changing of the siding from cement to

         20          vinyl.  The applicant asked us to remove that from

         21          the agenda and we will do so, so we will not be

         22          addressing that this evening.  Before we get

         23          started, as some of you know, the Town of

         24          Cortlandt's Director of Planning, Mr. Ken Verschoor,

         25          who is sitting there on the far left, to my left, is
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          2          retiring from the Town of Cortlandt after 30 years

          3          of service in the planning department.  And we all

          4          know Ken does more than just the roll call at the

          5          planning board meetings.  I think it's fair to say

          6          that over those 30 years not an -- every application

          7          has Ken's fingerprints and I would dare say every

          8          acre in this town has Ken's footprint on it.  He is,

          9          as most of you know, I hope, is a very quiet and

         10          unassuming man.  He certainly treats all applicants

         11          with respect and dignity.  That's not always easy.

         12          He helps people navigate the process in the planning

         13          department.  He gives of his time freely.  Everyone

         14          says how easy it is to work with Ken, and I think

         15          his integrity and credibility that he has shown over

         16          the years, and that's certainly part of his being,

         17          extends to the town and gives the town credibility.

         18          I talked to a lot of developers, not that I like to,

         19          but I do, and they talk about how what a pleasure it

         20          is to do business in this town compared to other

         21          towns throughout the area, Westchester and other

         22          areas.  I think it causes people to want to do

         23          business in the Town of Cortlandt.  I think that's

         24          good for us.  Fair to say, what they say to me you

         25          always know where you stand with Ken Verschoor when
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          2          you deal with him.  As it relates to this board,

          3          well, you know, his knowledge of the planning

          4          process, his knowledge of the applications, the

          5          history of the applicants is truly encyclopedic and

          6          always amazes me.  He's taught this board a lot, the

          7          difference between a part 1 and part 2 on an EIS and

          8          really more importantly about the process that we

          9          need to give everyone a fair hearing and to attend

         10          to the rules and regulations as we need to do.  What

         11          people don't know about Ken is how he manages his

         12          agenda, manages the correspondence, manages the

         13          files, a huge amount of data that comes through the

         14          department and Ken certainly has an unique ability

         15          to handle it and organize it and make sure we all

         16          know what we are doing because ultimately Ken is the

         17          man behind the curtain.  We are all up here and we

         18          may look smart, but really it's Ken that makes us

         19          look smart.  We all are certainly going to miss him.

         20          So Ken, we wish you well, we thank you for your 30

         21          years of service and you know we hope you enjoy a

         22          very long, healthy, well deserved retirement.  I've

         23          said this many times before and I'm glad to say it

         24          again tonight.  This is a public hearing, is there

         25          anybody that wishes to comment?  Ivan?
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          2                 MR. KLINE:   I could only just reiterate what

          3          the chairman said.  I think we all on this board

          4          have just incredible positive feelings for all

          5          you've done, Ken, and I thank you.

          6                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thanks.

          7                 MR. BERNARD:   I'll tell you, I'll be real

          8          honest about it.  As a citizen, whenever I needed

          9          information and I would come and talk to anyone in

         10          the town, everybody is very helpful, and Ken would

         11          never actually tell you the answer, but somehow he

         12          would tell you the answer.  He would always be able

         13          to lead you to the right place where you could

         14          really find out the information you needed to know.

         15          I thank you very much.

         16                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   You're welcome.

         17                 MR. BIANCHI:   Thanks, Ken, for your service

         18          to the town and for personally making my transition

         19          to the board very easy.  And for all that you have

         20          helped me with, and I need a lot of help at times,

         21          and you were always there to provide me with

         22          information and advice.  Thank you very much and

         23          best of luck to you.

         24                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.

         25                 MR. KLARL:   Ken, I'm worked with you for
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          2          over 18 years.  It's been my pleasure.  Ken is a

          3          wonderful planner, professional and gentleman, and

          4          I'm happy to call him my friend.  As Steve said,

          5          he's been a compendium of knowledge of Cortlandt

          6          properties, applicants, the process.  He always

          7          treats people with respect and as the legendary Bill

          8          Russell once said of his team make John Havlicek,

          9          that as great a player he was, he was a better

         10          person.  I feel that way about Ken.

         11                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.

         12                 MS. TODD:   I've been on the board for about

         13          7 years now and I have never, ever seen you lose

         14          your temper or speak harshly about anybody.  You are

         15          one of the most patient people I know.  And I have

         16          been able to take advantage of that because I've had

         17          so many questions, some of which aren't always the

         18          most, you know, in depth questions, but kind of how

         19          do you do this, how do you do that, and you've

         20          always been there with a lot of patience and a lot

         21          of humility.  I think what is most important in your

         22          30 years you have always, I believe, kept the town's

         23          interest in the forefront of what you have been

         24          doing.  Whether it's thinking about where open space

         25          should be or where more centralized development
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          2          should go, I think that that's been a real gift to

          3          the town and thank you for that.

          4                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.

          5                 MR. FOLEY:   Ken, I was trying to remember

          6          how far back the first time I met you.  I know John

          7          Felt was the planner then.  I was one of those

          8          citizen activists,“homeowner activists”,that not too

          9          often went into the planning office, sometimes I'd

         10          call. I know others on Cortlandt WATCH and

         11          neighborhood groups went in. I've only been on

         12          the board about 10 or 11 years, but prior to that it
         13          had to be another 15 years that I recall you, I was 



just
         14          a citizen living in the town for 37 years.  As we 



have

         15          all said, you have always been courteous and

         16          patient, very professional, a tremendous asset to

         17          the town, unbelievably knowledgeable on all of the

         18          issues, and you were always neutral on the issues, I 



remember

         19          that.  You have been a real gentleman and a public

         20          servant, the “go to guy” and you have been a

         21          tremendous asset to our town and I wish you good

         22          luck and God speed.

         23                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.

         24                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Mr. Zutt.

         25                 MR. ZUTT:   Bill Zutt.  Unless your parents
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          2          are in the room, I've probably known you longer than

          3          just about anybody here.  I have to tell you that it

          4          has been one of the really great aspects of my life

          5          and my practice to have known you, to have worked

          6          with you as the planner.  When I served in the

          7          counsel's position back in the '80s everything that

          8          folks have said about you is true.  You have such

          9          fundamental sense of decency and fairness, such a

         10          command of the subject matter, and whatever a

         11          compendium is I guess you have that too.  I think

         12          it's Carly Simon that says nobody does it better.

         13          And that absolutely the case when it comes to Ken

         14          Verschoor.  I will miss you tremendously and I want

         15          to wish you the very best and Cortlandt has been so

         16          lucky to have you so many years.

         17                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.

         18                 MR. ZUTT:  Congratulation, Mr. Chairman, on

         19          your 20th year on the planning board.

         20                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you.

         21                 MS. ZAWACKI:   Hi Ken.  I've known you for

         22          about 25 years, 15 years and the 8 and a half years

         23          that I worked for McCormick Smith Engineers.  Seeing

         24          you in the hallway here every day, you are just one

         25          of the nicest guys here in the town.  Ed, you might
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          2          be third nicest, but I'm going to miss seeing you in

          3          the hallways here and it's been a pleasure.

          4                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.  I'd just like to

          5          say I appreciate all your compliments and best

          6          wishes.  It's been an honor and a privilege working

          7          with all of you on the planning board for 30 years

          8          now as well as working with my colleagues here

          9          tonight and town staff and our elected officials.

         10          Most importantly, working with our fellow citizens

         11          of the town.  I just can't believe how quickly these

         12          30 years have gone by.  When I first moved here 30

         13          years ago, of course, we were just starting a

         14          family, now my children are grown and onto their own

         15          lives, so it's just amazing how things change, but

         16          I've been very happy to be here.  I'll miss all of

         17          you.  Instead of sitting on this side of the desk,

         18          I'll be sitting on that side because I'll still be a

         19          resident of the town.  Thank you very much.

         23                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   There is, a week from

         24          Thursday at Hollow Brook, a dinner that is being

         25          held in honor of Ken, his retirement for, I hope, a
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          2          modest sum.  Please check with the supervisor's

          3          office or with Chris about the details.  Next

          4          Thursday night, 6 p.m.  Here we go, Thursday night,

          5          6 p.m.  6 to 8 as I said at Hollow Brook.  March

          6          12th, Thursday the 12th.  Please, if anybody wishes

          7          to come, once again congratulate him and wish him

          8          well in his retirement, please do so.  We hope to

          9          have a very nice crowd there and hope to see you all

         10          there.  So with that, Ken, good luck to you.  We

         11          will really miss you.

         12                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Thank you.

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Onto the agenda for the

         14          evening.  The first item under resolutions.

          5                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second, please?

          6                 MR. BERNARD:   Second.

          7                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   On the question.

          8                 MS. TODD:   Mr. Chairman, I'm going to

          9          abstain from this vote because I didn't go on the

         10          site visit and don't feel that I know the site well

         11          enough to make a decision.

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   So noted.  Thank you,

         13          Susan.  We are on the question.  All in favor?

         14                 (Board in favor)

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Opposed?

         16                 MS. TODD:   Abstain.

         17                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Abstain.  5 to 0, one

         18          abstention.  Thank you.  Second resolution of the

         19          evening.  APPLICATION OF JESSE STACKHOUSE AND JOHN

         20          DELULIO FOR FINAL PLAT APPROVAL AND FOR A LOT LINE

         21          ADJUSTMENT WITH THE ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNED BY

         10                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second, please?

         11                 MR. BIANCHI:   Second.

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   On the question.  All in

         13          favor?

         14                 (Board in favor)

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Opposed?

         16                 MR. ZUTT:   Mr. Chairman, just one point of

         17          clarification, if I might.  In the 5th paragraph of

         18          the condition, condition number 5, 7th line, allows

         19          the completion of project improvements in lieu of

         20          posting a performance security which is customary.

         21          Condition 6, however, says that there shall be no

         22          excavation or site work until the final plat is

         23          signed.  I'm assuming that that does not include

         24          permitted site work associated with the required

         25          project improvements?
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          2                 MR. VERGANO:   That's correct.

          3                 MR. ZUTT:   Thank you, Mr. Chairman.  Been a

          4          long road.  Thank you very much.

          5                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you, Bill.  Did we

          6          vote?

          7                 MR. KLARL:   Yes.

          8                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Onto public hearings.

          9          Our first public hearing of the evening is an

         10          adjourned public hearing.  SCOPE FOR A DRAFT

         24                 MR. DECOLA:   How are you?

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Good.  Where do we begin?
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          2          We discussed this at the work session.  We have the

          3          scoping document in front of us.  The scoping

          4          document deals with 4 recreational fields.  We

          5          understand you have presented to us some

          6          alternatives.  For this to move forward we are going

          7          to proceed with the 4 recreational field

          8          applications that you have submitted to us.  And the

          9          scoping document reflects the application as you

         10          have presented it to us.  If down the road you wish

         11          to change the application, you need to understand

         12          that may require additional information in a DEIS to

         13          support the additional whatever changes you want to

         14          make in that application, but for now what we

         15          decided to do as a board, and they can speak for

         16          themselves, and they will in a minute, we are going

         17          to proceed strictly on the 4 recreational ball

         18          fields that exist in your current application.  So

         19          it's not a hockey rink or enclosed sports arena or

         20          anything else, it's just the 4 ball fields.

         21                 MR. DECOLA:   It was the board that asked for

         22          alternatives.

         23                 MR. KLINE:   We should be clear here.  You

         24          have shown to various groups, boards or what have

         25          you in this town your plans for a sports facility,
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          2          indoor sports facility.

          3                 MR. DECOLA:   I met with the town regarding a

          4          sports facility.

          5                 MR. KLINE:   Right, and you've shown your

          6          plans for an indoor facility, hockey rinks, hockey,

          7          which may be great, but you kept your application to

          8          us as simply being an application for playing

          9          fields.  We had put in as an alternative the indoor

         10          sports facility.  I raised earlier that upon further

         11          reflection it really doesn't make sense to have a

         12          more intensive use as an alternative because it will

         13          never be studied properly.  If you opt to stick with

         14          the application as is, which is your right, and

         15          somewhere down the road whether it's 2 years or 4

         16          years from now you realize I don't want to put just

         17          playing fields in here, I want to put this facility

         18          I've drawn up and you will have to start from

         19          scratch.  That's your right.  You can do that.  We

         20          are going to strike those alternatives that include

         21          anything more intensive than the 4 playing fields.

         22                 MR. DECOLA:   Basically what I was doing was

         23          giving this town the opportunity to entertain a

         24          sports complex, because to be quite frank with you,

         25          if I'm going to go through a motion to start off
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          2          from scratch, I've been here basically on and off

          3          for many years, I'm going to bring it to the

          4          neighborhood somewhere else and I'm not going to sit

          5          here for another 2 years entertaining a recreation

          6          facility that is much needed in the area if the town

          7          is going to be reluctant to entertain it.  It was

          8          this board that asked me for alternatives.  I

          9          presented alternatives.  I met with the town

         10          engineer to draw up plans that I came in with

         11          something like this and now I'm being told, well,

         12          amend my application or to come in with a new

         13          application.

         14                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   What do you want to

         15          build?  You are the applicant, what do you want to

         16          build?

         17                 MR. DECOLA:   I've come to the board, I've

         18          had preapplication meetings on many different things

         19          and everything involved just recreation.  I sat and

         20          met with the board many times, the planners and

         21          everyone else to try to come up with something.  And

         22          it was established that, yes, we need an ice rink

         23          and it was well, is it as of right, then we

         24          established it was as of right.  So I came in with

         25          the ball fields back in June because the town board
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          2          and planning were talking about rezoning, but to get

          3          the ball rolling this is what I come in with.  We

          4          can always add a building.  The grading plan for the

          5          ball fields will take this building and something

          6          else.  So I do what I'm told to do.  I come in and

          7          have plans drawn up and now we are nowhere.  This is

          8          going to be somewhere soon.

          9                 MR. KLINE:   If this is what you want to

         10          do -- (interrupted)

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   If you want it in Cortlandt,

         12          I'm here, we can talk and discuss it.  If you don't,

         13          just say so.  Trust me, this will be built somewhere

         14          else.

         15                 MR. KLINE:   We did this at a prior meeting.

         16          It's not what we want.  We are a planning board.  We

         17          review applications.  We don't own this land.  We

         18          don't have a desire one way or the other.  I think

         19          that should be clear, but we have to review an

         20          application.  If you want to do this, and maybe this

         21          is great, I have nothing against hockey rinks, I

         22          spend an unbelievable amount of my life at hockey

         23          rinks watching kids play hockey.  Maybe this is the

         24          greatest thing that comes to Cortlandt, but if this

         25          is what you as the owner want to do then apply for
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          2          it and we will review it.

          3                 MR. DECOLA:   The thing is the time frame.  I

          4          could probably have it approved somewhere else by

          5          the time it's even entertained.

          6                 MR. KLINE:   Then do that.

          7                 MR. DECOLA:   I will.

          8                 MR. KLINE:   You can't apply for playing

          9          fields and then 2 years say you know something, now

         10          I'm going to neatly add this structure because we

         11          are going to have to go back and do the

         12          environmental -- (interrupted)

         13                 MR. DECOLA:   There's an alternative, there's

         14          one of them.  There's an alternative.

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Your preference is the 4

         16          ball fields?

         17                 MR. DECOLA:   I'd like to see a sports

         18          facility in that location.  I've been saying this

         19          since the year 2001.

         20                 MR. BERNARD:   Then apply for it.

         21                 MR. DECOLA:   We have come in with different

         22          things.  What else can I do when I meet with the

         23          town engineer and planners and they say do this, now

         24          do that, now we are going to have a rezoning, then

         25          it's a moratorium and then another rezoning
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          2          moratorium.  I've been dealing with the system now

          3          for a long time.  Well, the hotel has to wait, we

          4          can't have 2 mining operations at the same time.

          5          It's just enough.  If you don't want recreation

          6          there, just tell me.  That's all.  I'll put it in

          7          the neighborhood.

          8                 MR. KLINE:   We can't tell if we like it or

          9          not until you apply for it and study it.

         10                 MR. DECOLA:   What is applying?  We have

         11          recreation.  You have a 4-lane highway there.  2

         12          lanes can handle 20,000 cars, you got 13,000 cars.

         13          If I put a Home Depot, Lowes, ShopRite there, what

         14          impact am I going to have on 4 lanes?

         15                 MR. KLINE:   We will find out if you do an

         16          environmental impact statement that studies that.

         17          We are not going to guess.

         18                 MR. DECOLA:   You have a traffic study.  You

         19          have a letter from D.O.T. okay with things.  I just

         20          don't get it.

         21                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Rick, can we just take a

         22          step back?  I can't speak of all the conversations

         23          that you have had with the town and others.  You

         24          came to us with an application in July of '08.

         25          That's when the clock started with us and we are
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          2          willing to move forward with whatever you want to

          3          build.  If you are telling us tonight you want to

          4          build 4 recreational ball fields, then we are

          5          willing to proceed with the environmental impact

          6          statement based upon that.  Ivan's point is if you

          7          come back and you want to build something different,

          8          then we may have to look at it again because the

          9          impacts and the issues may be different with a

         10          structure as it is with an open ball field.  That's

         11          all we are saying.

         12                 MR. DECOLA:   It may change on peak times

         13          with certain activities as they progress and through

         14          the winter when you have an outdoor ball field and

         15          then you have an indoor facility.  Your winter

         16          traffic counts are going to be a little different.

         17          Obviously you have activity all year round.  Other

         18          than that, I've got a scoping document that you

         19          would swear I'm putting a shopping center here and

         20          all it is is 4 ball fields on man made sloping, a

         21          disturbed area.  The whole site has been disturbed.

         22          It was a bank run quarry.

         23                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   There will be more

         24          disturbance as well.

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   There's actually less
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          2          disturbance with this application.

          3                 MR. BERNARD:   Are you going to need sewers

          4          for ball field?

          5                 MR. DECOLA:   Insurance?

          6                 MR. BERNARD:   Secures for ball fields?

          7                 MR. DECOLA:   No, not at all.

          8                 MR. BERNARD:   Would you for this?

          9                 MR. DECOLA:   Of course.

         10                 MR. BERNARD:   That's the difference.

         11                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   That's a different review

         12          process then if you are going to build a structure

         13          that requires sewers.

         14                 MR. DECOLA:   It's not that different if I'm

         15          offering off site mitigation to the town and the

         16          town is not incurring any of the cost.

         17                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   That's fine, we just need

         18          to evaluate it.  We are not saying if it's good or

         19          bad.

         20                 MR. DECOLA:   I've been asked time after time

         21          to come up with alternatives.  I've met with the

         22          planner and Ed Vergano to find out which way are we

         23          going with this.  I was told to come in with an

         24          alternative like this which I did.  I have a parking

         25          layout.  Parking count where this is less
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          2          disturbance.  You asked me what could we do to

          3          minimize the rock?  I've come up with this plan here

          4          which actually takes a third out of the equation and

          5          leaves 20 percent of the property still vacant and

          6          left alone.  This plan that I have developed totally

          7          complies with zoning and as of right.  There's no

          8          variances needed, there's no special permits needed.

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Is this what you want to

         10          build?

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   This is what I would like to

         12          see there.

         13                 MR. KLINE:   Then that should be what the

         14          application is for with the fields as an

         15          alternative.

         16                 MR. DECOLA:   We discussed, Ed, at the

         17          meeting whether we are going to leave it up to the

         18          planning board whether we are going to amend the

         19          application or we are going to redo the application.

         20          If you are asking me now to redo the application and

         21          then we will talk about it...  I don't want to talk

         22          about this for 2 years.  I really don't.  If that's

         23          the time frame I'm looking at, then I'd rather just

         24          not even put it on the table and put it in a

         25          neighborhood somewhere else.
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          2                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   If this is what you want

          3          to build, all we need to do is go back to the

          4          scoping document and make sure that we just include

          5          whatever is related to a structure that you want to

          6          build and the sewers and others would have to go

          7          into this.  That's not being addressed right now.

          8                 MR. DECOLA:   That's fair enough.  I could

          9          live with that.  What kind of time frame are we

         10          looking at to deal with this?

         11                 MR. KLINE:   You mean the whole process?

         12                 MR. DECOLA:   Time frame.  Give me a time

         13          frame and I'll digest it and I'll tell you if I'm

         14          doing it or not.

         15                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   A lot of that will depend on

         16          how quickly you get the draft environmental impact

         17          statement back to us.

         18                 MR. DECOLA:   I'll get it tomorrow.

         19                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   I don't think it is going to

         20          happen tomorrow.

         21                 MR. DECOLA:   Okay, so the day after

         22          tomorrow.  What's the time frame?

         23                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   You tell us, when are you

         24          going to come back with the DEIS?

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   When you come back with a
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          2          DEIS, typically the process will have 2, maybe 3

          3          public hearings on your DEIS, there will be

          4          comments, you will have to fix them for a final

          5          environmental impact statement so -- (interrupted)

          6                 MR. DECOLA:   So the DEIS is 2 months and the

          7          town to really look at this and digest it and bite

          8          into it -- (interrupted)

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Probably a 3-month

         10          process.

         11                 MR. KLARL:   Also depends on your

         12          consultants.

         13                 MR. KLINE:   I think that is hopelessly

         14          optimistic.  We never once gotten a DIES that goes

         15          right to a public hearing.  By the time it goes back

         16          to fixing up to get to be complete and scheduling

         17          other hearings.

         18                 MR. DECOLA:   So what, a year?

         19                 MR. KLINE:   If you are concerned about this

         20          process that will take 2 years, there is not the

         21          slightest chance you can get to final approval for

         22          that in less than 2 years.

         23                 MR. DECOLA:   Here.

         24                 MR. KLINE:   That's right here, we are only

         25          here.
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          2                 MR. DECOLA:   It depends how bad somebody

          3          wants something.  I've seen things approved in 90

          4          days.

          5                 MR. KLINE:   We couldn't comply with SEQRA

          6          and do a review of that -- (interrupted)

          7                 MR. DECOLA:   What's there to review?  You

          8          have traffic.  You have the environmental stuff --

          9          (interrupted)

         10                 MR. KLINE:   It's never going to happen.

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   I'm trying to look at time

         12          frames.  If you are going to tell me --

         13          (interrupted)

         14                 MR. KLINE:   This is actually an academic

         15          discussion here.

         16                 MR. BIANCHI:   Mr. DeCola, Let me put it to

         17          you another way here.  If we talk the alternatives

         18          in the scoping document and took out 3 of those

         19          alternatives because they are more intensive in the

         20          use and just left the first 3 which are no action, a

         21          proposed action with rock removal of steep slope

         22          disturbance on the site, and third, proposed action

         23          with 50 percent proposed rock removal and steep

         24          slope and left it with 4 ball fields, took the other

         25          3 out, would you be agreeable to that?
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          2                 MR. KLINE:   There's no structures then, just

          3          so it's clear.  The scope will just have you

          4          evaluate the playing fields either as originally

          5          drawn, no structures.

          6                 MR. DECOLA:   Even something as simple as

          7          that where you have a 6-month time duration on a

          8          4-lane highway, no sewer, no water, we are looking

          9          at a year for an approval.  The biggest comments --

         10          that whole site was disturbed.  That's the bottom

         11          line.  That was a bank run pit.  There's only rock

         12          left.

         13                 MR. KLINE:   You are arguing against --

         14          (interrupted)

         15                 MR. BIANCHI:   I asked a question.  I'd like

         16          to know would you still proceed with this

         17          application?  Let's say it takes a year, put a time

         18          frame on it.  Let's say it takes a year to get the

         19          ball field, would you still proceed with this

         20          application with only 3 alternatives that I

         21          mentioned?

         22                 MR. KLARL:   That are recited in the scope.

         23                 MR. BIANCHI:   Now you have a time frame, a

         24          scope, now it's up to you.

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   If it's going to take a year to
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          2          get this approved, I'm not going to come in with it,

          3          I'll stick with the ball fields.

          4                 MR. BIANCHI:   You keep saying "this."  This

          5          is out of the picture right now.  It's one of the

          6          items that we -- this is out of the picture right

          7          now.  This is out of the picture.  It's one of the

          8          items that we have taken out.

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Then give us the

         10          application.

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   For this?

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Yes.

         13                 MR. DECOLA:   If it's going to take a year or

         14          so and then you have another 2 years with the rock,

         15          the public isn't going to get the benefit of this

         16          for 3 and a half, 4 years.

         17                 MR. BIANCHI:   It's going to take what it

         18          takes to get it done properly.

         19                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   But there's a process.

         20                 MR. BIANCHI:   We can't expedite it any more

         21          than you can probably.

         22                 MR. KLARL:   It's not the process of this

         23          board.  The State of New York makes us follow the

         24          SEQRA process.

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   That's not true.
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          2                 MR. KLARL:   It is.

          3                 MR. KLINE:   What part of that is not true?

          4                 MR. DECOLA:   I've seen many projects -- I've

          5          been involved in many different projects and seen

          6          many different projects -- (interrupted)

          7                 MR. KLINE:   You have quarreling with the

          8          positive declaration we already issued, but it's

          9          issued.  It's legitimate.

         10                 MR. DECOLA:   You have a hotel in a

         11          neighborhood that got a neg dec.  Come on.  There

         12          was more disturbance there than here.

         13                 MR. FOLEY:   Can I ask, in addition to

         14          whatever decision you are going to make on what we

         15          take out of the scope or what you want to do, am I

         16          correct on your submission on alternative 1 in

         17          January, I believe it was, that the actual Cortlandt

         18          Family Center which is the structure, the indoor

         19          facility, it has a 66 percent steep slope 




disturbance as

         20          opposed to a hundred percent disturbance with the

         21          ball fields?

         22                 MR. DECOLA:   No.  There's 66 percent of the

         23          site.

         24                 MR. FOLEY:   Would be disturbed?

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   That would be disturbed versus
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          2          the ball fields are a hundred.

          3                 MR. FOLEY:   In other words, it's 34 percent

          4          less disturbance with the structure?

          5                 MR. DECOLA:   Out of 535,000 yards it will

          6          cut it down to about 300,000.

          7                 MR. FOLEY:   About 300, 295.

          8                 MR. DECOLA:   Right, because the board asked

          9          to minimize.

         10                 MR. FOLEY:   You are saying with the Family

         11          Center the town would be getting revenue from it and

         12          benefit, you would have the sewers, infrastructure

         13          plan?  I'm looking at both sides here.

         14                 MR. DECOLA:   Actually this plan was Val

         15          Santucci's plan.  What we did was doubled the

         16          building.  Ed Gemmola did the design, Watch Hill

         17          Road, to the  exact colors, building, everything,

         18          it's just doubled.  It's a double ice rink with a

         19          soccer field inside and like a gym, batting cages,

         20          second story running track.  It's a real complex.

         21          One of my consultants now is the owner of Stanford

         22          Twin Rinks where they have a New York Sports Club

         23          with a double rink and a bunch of other things in

         24          there and he also did the Palisades Mall ice rink

         25          and he's a consultant that I brought on board on how
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          2          to maximize this facility so it does well.  He said

          3          if anything, you have to make it bigger, add things

          4          to it, don't cut it short.

          5                 MR. FOLEY:   Bottom line, you're saying ball

          6          fields a hundred percent slope disturbance, twice as

          7          much rock removal, Family Center with whatever this

          8          is, the structure of the sports complex, half of

          9          that rock removal and 24 percent or 34 percent less

         10          disturbance?

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   Pretty much.

         12                 MR. FOLEY:   That's what I'm trying to figure

         13          out.  But more parking.

         14                 MR. DECOLA:   There's 403 parking spots with

         15          a reserved area.  If you go to the site plan you can

         16          see where there is a reserved area for buses and I

         17          mean it's -- you have an exit here one way, you have

         18          an entrance at the traffic light.  There's a step,

         19          an 18-foot step in the building which is the exact

         20          same thing that you had on Watch Hill Road.

         21                 MR. FOLEY:   With the Family Center, this

         22          structure, there would be no outdoor ball fields?

         23                 MR. DECOLA:   No.  Nothing else except the

         24          parking.

         25                 MR. FOLEY:   That would explain the less
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          2          disturbance.

          3                 MR. BIANCHI:   So this is the application

          4          that you would like us to consider?

          5                 MR. DECOLA:   I would like to see this built.

          6                 MR. BIANCHI:   You have to amend the

          7          application to state that.

          8                 MR. DECOLA:   This is my alternative.  If we

          9          look at amending the application or withdrawing one

         10          and adding one, I don't know, this is something that

         11          is -- (interrupted)

         12                 MR. BIANCHI:   This is a more intensive -- I

         13          guess that is arguable at this point.

         14                 MR. DECOLA:   We are on a 4-lane highway.

         15                 MR. BIANCHI:   The ball is in your court.

         16          What do you want to do?  The question keeps getting

         17          asked and asked and asked.  Do you want to do a ball

         18          field or do you want an indoor structure?

         19                 MR. DECOLA:   I'd like to do this, but not in

         20          4 years.

         21                 MR. BIANCHI:   If you want an indoor

         22          structure you will have to state that as your first

         23          preference.

         24                 MR. DECOLA:   I'd like to see this in the

         25          Town of Cortlandt on Route 9.  If it's going to take
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          2          4 years to get there, I'm going to put it somewhere

          3          else.

          4                 MR. BIANCHI:   It's going to take what it's

          5          going to take.  Are you going to go through it?

          6          Nobody is going to guarantee you 1, 2, 3, 4 years.

          7                 MR. DECOLA:   I want to hear -- (interrupted)

          8                 MR. BIANCHI:   We are going around in

          9          circles.

         10                 MR. DECOLA:   This is the schedule --

         11          (interrupted)

         12                 MR. BIANCHI:   We are going around in

         13          circles.

         14                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   It's hard to predict the

         15          schedule.  Once you give us the environmental impact

         16          statement, our consultants review it, the staff

         17          reviews it, this board reviews it.  There will be

         18          public hearings.  The public may raise issues that

         19          need to be addressed.

         20                 MR. DECOLA:   Okay, but for a rec facility I

         21          don't see the public coming up with anything --

         22          (interrupted)

         23                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I can't predict what is

         24          going to be raised.

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   Is there anyone in opposition
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          2          here tonight about it?  I don't know.

          3                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I don't know.  Nobody

          4          knows what the application is.

          5                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   That's not the purpose of

          6          this public hearing either, it's on the scoping

          7          document.

          8                 MR. KLARL:   It's about recreation.

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We were willing tonight

         10          to pass the scoping document on the 4 recreational

         11          fields and the threshold question which we have been

         12          asking is, is that what you want us to proceed with?

         13          If this is what you prefer, then come back with the

         14          application and we will do the scoping document on

         15          that and then the process begins.

         16                 MR. DECOLA:   I'd rather just end this with

         17          the ball field scoping document.

         18                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Okay.

         19                 MR. DECOLA:   And look at how maybe the

         20          building overlaps with some of the questions that

         21          you are asking here.  Cause it's all about site

         22          disturbance.  The alternative would then have less

         23          disturbance and it's something that traffic-wise if

         24          you look at it through a yearly basis is probably

         25          going to be the same as the ball fields.
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          2                 MR. KLINE:   There's no way that's correct.

          3          You'd have to study it.  I've been to the facility

          4          you've described many times and -- you can't compare

          5          the traffic and usage of the indoor facility you've

          6          described with having 4 ball fields.

          7                 MR. DECOLA:   4 lanes.

          8                 MR. KLINE:   That doesn't effect --

          9          (interrupted)

         10                 MR. DECOLA:   You are going to have 6 lanes

         11          in that intersection.  The Cortlandt Town Center,

         12          they have that.

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Let's try this --

         14          (interrupted)

         15                 MR. DECOLA:   I just want to resolve

         16          something tonight.

         17                 MR. BERNARD:   I don't think you do.

         18                 MR. DECOLA:   I do.

         19                 MR. BERNARD:   We are trying to help you

         20          resolve it, but you are not listening.

         21                 MR. KLARL:   You have to decide your

         22          application.

         23                 MR. DECOLA:   My application is the ball

         24          field.  You asked me for alternatives.  This is the

         25          alternative.
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          2                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We have a scoping

          3          document in front of us.  It's a public hearing.

          4          The purpose of the public hearing this evening is to

          5          make sure we have captured all of the issues that

          6          need to be addressed for the draft environmental

          7          impact statement as it relates to the 4 ball fields.

          8          Is there anybody that wishes to comment on the

          9          content of the scoping document?  Any comments from

         10          the board or the staff?

         11                 MR. KLINE:   I have one other comment I

         12          forgot to raise at the work session.  It's been put

         13          in here in a couple places reviewing economic

         14          viability which I don't think we should keep in this

         15          document.  I don't think it belongs.  Frankly the

         16          playing fields are not economically viable.  We know

         17          that already and we know he doesn't want to do it.

         18          I don't think it's for us to study economic

         19          viability of a commercial project.

         20                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I absolutely agree with

         21          you.  Where is that?

         22                 MR. KLINE:   It's on pages 2 and 12.

         23                 MR. FOLEY:   What page again?

         24                 MR. KLINE:   Pages 2 and 12.  At the top of 2

         25          and also on page 12.  I would strike those and then
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          2          as Tom mentioned I think we should strike

          3          alternatives D, E and F because I think they are

          4          really more intensive and just stick with ball

          5          fields with the alternatives being smaller ball

          6          fields or fewer ball fields and that's it.  If he

          7          wants to pursue it, he pursues it.  If he wants to

          8          pursue something else, we'll get a new application.

          9                 MR. BERNARD:   Is that what you want to do,

         10          wait 6 months on something you don't want to build?

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   The bottom line is I'll have a

         12          grading plan, I could start something perhaps and

         13          then come in with something and change the grading

         14          plan together, the infrastructure is there already

         15          and it's just bringing in the sewer and water.

         16                 MR. BERNARD:   Let me direct that to staff.

         17          Is the applicant going to save time by doing it this

         18          way when his -- what he really wants to build is

         19          what's behind us?

         20                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   He's still required to

         21          prepare the draft environmental impact statement and

         22          go through the SEQRA process, that's going to take a

         23          good year, if not longer.  I don't see it being any

         24          shorter in terms of the time period here.

         25                 MR. BERNARD:   That's with the ball fields
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          2          it's going to take about a year?

          3                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Yeah.  Going through the

          4          SEQRA process.

          5                 MR. BERNARD:   And if he comes in and wants a

          6          building on top of the ball fields -- (interrupted)

          7                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   It very well could take

          8          another year.

          9                 MR. BERNARD:   So there's your answer for a

         10          time frame.

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   It's up to you.

         12                 MR. BERNARD:   No, it's up to you.

         13                 MR. DECOLA:   I can assure this board in 2

         14          years, this project, my alternate will be built or

         15          be building somewhere in the area.  I can assure you

         16          that.

         17                 MR. FOLEY:   Isn't there a proposal in an

         18          adjoining town for such a sports complex?

         19                 MR. DECOLA:   What's that?

         20                 MR. FOLEY:   Isn't there already a proposal

         21          being entertained next door in the next town?

         22                 MR. DECOLA:   Where?

         23                 MR. FOLEY:   In Yorktown for a similar

         24          project.

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   No, that's all wetland.  I was
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          2          at the meeting.  I was standing there.  It's all

          3          wetlands there, it's not going to get done.

          4                 MR. FOLEY:   Which one do you prefer?

          5                 MR. DECOLA:   Look, if you really wanted a

          6          sports complex -- (interrupted)

          7                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   It's not what we want.

          8                 MR. DECOLA:   I want to put the building up,

          9          but there's 2 years worth of rock removal there that

         10          has to get done.  So you are looking at -- I asked

         11          for like a grading plan or something to get things

         12          started even years ago and then change whatever.

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   They are willing to

         14          proceed with the 4 ball fields.  Understand, if you

         15          come back with a change it may extend the process

         16          because there may be other issues we have to review.

         17                 MR. DECOLA:   By the time I get this done

         18          I'll be approved somewhere else to do the building

         19          and I don't want to wait 2 years to have it built 3

         20          years from now.

         21                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I can't tell you start

         22          building tomorrow.  That's not the way the process

         23          works.  Either you commit going through the process

         24          and at any time you can stop the process, withdraw

         25          the application, that's your choice, but we are
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          2          willing to proceed with the application for the 4

          3          ball fields with the understanding that if you come

          4          back and want to build something different, we may

          5          have to take a step back and say there are other

          6          impacts that may need to be evaluated.  Just

          7          business adding a -- (interrupted)

          8                 MR. DECOLA:   There's traffic, sewer, water.

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   There's traffic, sewers,

         10          water.

         11                 MR. DECOLA:   If I have a grading plan done

         12          already and I'm approved with the field and I can

         13          fit the building in and I'm minimizing what I have

         14          approved already, it can only be better.

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   You may very well be

         16          right, but we are not in a position to do that at

         17          this point.  You may present all the information to

         18          prove that to us and that would be wonderful, but

         19          right now we can't agree with your statements.  You

         20          may absolutely be right on this.

         21                 MR. DECOLA:   You have to gather the facts

         22          together with everything else, I understand that.

         23                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We are willing to proceed

         24          with the 4 ball fields and it sounds like we have

         25          some sort of agreement here.
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          2                 MR. KLARL:   You said the ball fields is your

          3          application.

          4                 MR. DECOLA:   That's what you have in front

          5          of you.

          6                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Mr. Bianchi?

          7                 MR. BIANCHI:   Mr. Chairman, I move we close

          8          the public hearing on the scope and that we are

          9          going to consider the application as stated, 4 ball

         10          fields with the modifications stated for the draft,

         11          scope, DEIS being that the financial -- economic

         12          viability be removed and that the alternative

         13          considerations have items B, E and F removed from

         14          them.

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second, please?

         16                 MR. KLINE:   Second.

         17                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   On the question?

         18                 MR. FOLEY:   On the question, in other words,

         19          with the removal of D, E and F, you are coming in

         20          with just the ball field proposal which is going to

         21          be more disturbance, less revenue to the town even

         22          though it's seasonal, certainly less travel impact,

         23          that's what you want to do as opposed to the indoor

         24          center?  If you come back later -- (interrupted)

         25                 MR. DECOLA:   Doing anything better doesn't
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          2          help me at all, it just puts me in the back seat

          3          longer.  It doesn't -- if somebody was bringing me

          4          something that is going to help me out more, I'd

          5          want to sit down and try to work something out.

          6                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We are on the question.

          7          All in favor?

          8                 (Board in favor)

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Opposed?  Thank you.

         10                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Just to be clear, you are

         11          adopting this scope with the changes?

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Yes.

         13                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Okay.

         14                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   And you will issue a

         15          document.

         16                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   And we will make the changes

         17          and send it out.

         18                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Next public hearing, also

         19          an adjourned public hearing.  APPLICATION OF

          5          OPERATION ON A 3.95 ACRE PARCEL OF PROPERTY LOCATED

          6          AT THE CORNER OF ALBANY POST ROAD AND OLD ALBANY

          7          POST ROAD AS SHOWN ON A DRAWING ENTITLED "SITE PLAN"

          8          PREPARED BY JOHN LENTINI, R.A., DATED AUGUST 20,

          9          2008 (SEE PRIOR PB 26-97).  Good evening.

         10                 MR. LENTINI:   Good evening, Mr. Chairman,

         11          ladies and gentlemen of the board.

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I guess we discussed this

         13          at the work session.  We understand the ZBA issued a

         14          Decision and Order and the Decision and Order

         15          related to the crushing of concrete, but not

         16          specifically stone.  So the question to you is the

         17          application dealing with stone in addition to

         18          concrete or stone alone?

         19                 MR. LENTINI:   It's a matter of terminology,

         20          but concrete is a stone to begin with.  Rock, which

         21          is the very nature of our planet, what was on the

         22          site initially, gets reduced to stone.  It's our

         23          intention to crush any stone, pebbles, concrete, any

         24          materials that are smaller than rock.  The rock

         25          itself would no longer be produced on this site
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          2          because it's already been taken down.  The equipment

          3          here moves around.  It's portable equipment.  As a

          4          contractor's yard you very well could take this out

          5          of state and crush whatever he's permitted to out of

          6          state.  The question is what do you want to restrict

          7          him to on the site?  Part of his operation would be

          8          for people to drop off deleterious materials.

          9          There's a need, apparently a lot of small

         10          contractors would be breaking up sidewalks although

         11          not as many up here, but often they will be mixed in

         12          with the material, stones, I think we are calling

         13          rock and stones the same thing, the stones, pebbles,

         14          cobbles, riprap, anything like that that may be

         15          mixed in we have no way of separating it from the

         16          concrete.  Also the concrete contains steel that we

         17          didn't mention at all that has to be removed from

         18          the whole thing.  That gets recycled also, but it

         19          doesn't become an aggregate.

         20                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Do you agree that the ZBA

         21          needs to just give an opinion that stone as well as

         22          concrete is a permissible use on that property?

         23                 MR. LENTINI:   It was my belief we were

         24          permitted to crush stone and concrete.  My

         25          presentation to the ZBA was that we were a stone
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          2          crushing operation.  The confusion to me at least

          3          came in when they mentioned rock.  There's no more

          4          rock to take down.  There's a little bit by the

          5          waterfall by the restaurant that may or may not be

          6          done at this point, but rock, I believe, you are

          7          talking about is stones other than concrete.

          8                 MR. KLARL:   Just as some background.

          9          There's been ZBA application involving this project

         10          and planning board application.  The first ZBA

         11          application really was about whether or not you were

         12          allowed to recycle the concrete materials from the

         13          Route 9 project.  There was really a discussion that

         14          you were going to take materials coming from the

         15          Route 9 project, work on them at this site and then

         16          send them back to the project to be used.  After

         17          that Decision and Order, some weeks, some months

         18          later there was some discussion about doing

         19          independent rock crushing there.  I think it was

         20          suggested by planning, engineering staff, D.O.T.S.

         21          staff, that you seek a further interpretation with

         22          the ZBA whether within the ambit of the first D&O

         23          was the rock crushing and at a recent ZBA last

         24          month, February, that application was on the agenda,

         25          it started to be discussed and it was determined
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          2          from discussing it with yourself and others and

          3          tenants that it wasn't your application that night

          4          and therefore you didn't have a presentation.  Based

          5          upon that, the chairman of the ZBA said let's make

          6          sure whoever's application it is make the

          7          presentation and that's where it was left.  The idea

          8          it was one D&O previously and the board and staff

          9          felt maybe what you want to do now didn't come

         10          within the scope of that first Decision and Order.

         11                 MR. LENTINI:   I believe it did.  Our

         12          presentation was for stone.  The operation of Route

         13          9 includes blasting.  A lot of that blasting may not

         14          have come off the site.  When it produces shot rock

         15          a certain amount of that can be reused.  There may

         16          be certain stones coming off the site as well as the

         17          concrete -- (interrupted)

         18                 MR. KLARL:   I don't want to speak for the

         19          Department of Technical Services, but I believe what

         20          you want to do now they weren't sure it came within

         21          the umbrella of the first Decision and Order.

         22                 MR. LENTINI:   I don't believe the zoning

         23          board had any doubt.  My opening statement was for

         24          stone materials.  Concrete is what we are creating

         25          an aggregate for.  The aggregate, gravel and
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          2          concrete is very specific size.  A lot of the rocks

          3          that are created in construction can be used for

          4          soil stabilization.

          5                 MR. KLARL:   If you recall, Mr. Lentini, from

          6          being at the February ZBA meeting, we never had a

          7          full discussion and full decision on that because --

          8          there was a question about whose application that

          9          was.

         10                 MR. LENTINI:   I was completely surprised.  I

         11          thought the whole matter was settled and it was

         12          brought up.  I never thought there was a doubt.

         13                 MR. KLARL:   I think D.O.T.S. wanted a little

         14          further light on this application with a further

         15          decision by the ZBA and that hasn't occurred.

         16                 MR. LENTINI:   The ZBA board mentioned that

         17          on another matter that it was this board that places

         18          limits on the site.  I thought perhaps that you

         19          would be better to handle that decision.

         20                 MR. KLARL:   They did say that, yes, about

         21          traffic and use.

         22                 MR. LENTINI:   And whatever other materials

         23          they were talking about.

         24                 MR. KLARL:   The threshold decision is

         25          whether or not the use now proposed is allowed in
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          2          that zone on that property.  Ed, is there anything

          3          further?

          4                 MR. VERGANO:   No.  I think Mr. Lentini

          5          described the ZBA D&O pretty well.  I'm satisfied

          6          with his explanation.

          7                 MR. LENTINI:   On the first item?

          8                 MR. VERGANO:   Yes.  What do you think, Ken?

          9                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Yes.  As you indicated to

         10          us, basically masonry material would be crushed at

         11          this site.

         12                 MR. LENTINI:   Stone is the basis of masonry

         13          material.

         14                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Can you also tell us just

         15          how many truckloads of materials are coming into the

         16          site on a daily basis?  Is this ongoing 5 days a

         17          week, all year round, or is it just certain times of

         18          the year?  Can you tell us a little bit about that?

         19                 MR. LENTINI:   A lot less than what might

         20          have been.  We had an opportunity passing us because

         21          of the work on Route 9.  The operation would only

         22          work when it can safely.  The operation creates dust

         23          which would be somebody's concern and in order to

         24          abate that they use water and only the water from

         25          the rain, they are not going to use a water source
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          2          and collect the part of the storm water management,

          3          the material gets watered down, the dust gets

          4          reincorporated in the material, so if it doesn't

          5          rain and they don't have water they don't crush.

          6          They probably would only crush for an entire week,

          7          10 to 12 hours for the whole week and may go weeks

          8          without any equipment on the site.  Again, this is a

          9          yard for contractors to keep their material.  It's

         10          better done on the site where it's needed just like

         11          what happened for this site, the equipment was moved

         12          here.  The opportunity arose for other reasons that

         13          it's a perfect site because it's flat, nobody is

         14          being stuck in the mud, it's rock.  It dissipates.

         15          There's no water problem, never any flooding and we

         16          are able to contain as much water as we like.  To

         17          answer your question how many trips, maybe James

         18          could answer that better, Mr. Meaney, James are here

         19          who operate this business that can comment.

         20                 (Off microphone conversation)

         21                 MR. LENTINI:   Every day a truck will be

         22          coming in?  Not every day.  It could go a week with

         23          no trucks too?  It's a demand.  As the project

         24          starts you might find one day a lot of trucks and

         25          you might not see another truck for a month.  These
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          2          machines are massive.  They reduce materials.  They

          3          reduce it in several different sizes.  They create

          4          sand.  The stone actually is part of the concrete so

          5          the stone is in the concrete so I would hate to be

          6          restricted by we have to stop the whole job because

          7          there's a stone.  I don't know how it got separated

          8          that stone and concrete are different.  In fact, I

          9          would think it's safer to crush the stone than the

         10          concrete.

         11                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   How do you remove the

         12          steel from the concrete?

         13                 MR. LENTINI:   Magnet.  There are several

         14          different operations that reduces it.  There's a

         15          vibratory conveyer belt and after it goes from one

         16          operation it gets reduced smaller.  They keep on

         17          bringing it to other machines and then they screen

         18          it.  At one point in the process where the steel

         19          would reveal itself they would hoist it out.

         20                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   My understanding is that

         21          we are going to be able to do a site visit and we

         22          are able to see this.

         23                 MR. LENTINI:   It's been happening for 6

         24          years.  I never noticed it.  They have been there 5

         25          or 6 years taking the mountain down.  It won't be
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          2          any different than what has been happening there.

          3          We can always set something up if the board wanted

          4          to come out and look at it.

          5                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We would like to do that.

          6                 MR. LENTINI:   I would too.  I've only been

          7          watching movies.

          8                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   This is a public hearing.

          9          Anybody that wishes to comment on this application?

         10                 MS. McDONNELL:   Sue McDONNELL.  I live at 19

         11          Susan Lane, Cortlandt Manor.  I just have a couple

         12          questions.  I got very confused because I heard all

         13          kinds of different things happening with this

         14          project.  I put up with it now for about 8 years and

         15          I'm not looking forward to much more stone crushing

         16          in there or anyplace else near where I live.

         17          However, you are talking about issuing a special

         18          permit for this particular project and will it have

         19          a time frame?  Will it be setup so it will end at 4

         20          years or 2 years?  Will it be ongoing?

         21                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Is it special permit?

         22                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   No.  Let me see, it's a

         23          special trade contractor.

         24                 MR. KLARL:   Special trade contractor.

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   No time limit.
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          2                 MR. KLARL:   That was really the focus of the

          3          first ZBA Decision and Order whether or not this

          4          applicant was a special trade contractor for what he

          5          wanted to do and the ZBA found he was a special

          6          trade contractor for taking materials from the Route

          7          9 project, working on them on his property and

          8          sending them back to the project.  They found under

          9          those conditions he was a special trade contractor.

         10                 MS. McDONNELL:   My question still stands.

         11          Is this going to be a limited operation or is it

         12          going to be open-ended?  In other words, are we

         13          going to have rock crushing there for the next 10

         14          years, 5 years, 20 years?  I pass it every day and I

         15          really don't like it.

         16                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   A special permit

         17          typically has a time limit on it.  This is just a

         18          straight application.  As long as that use

         19          continues, it would be allowed.

         20                 MS. McDONNELL:   Okay, for right now I've

         21          been out of the area for about 6 weeks and I was

         22          very glad to see that they did a lot of blasting

         23          while I was gone because I hated it.  There are some

         24          huge, huge boulders that resulted from this

         25          blasting.  You are talking about stone, you are
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          2          talking about rock.  I think boulders as great big

          3          things.  Are they going to be transported from

          4          there?  Are they going to be crushed on site?  You

          5          put a couple of those in a truck and you have an

          6          awful lot of weight going on the road.  We have been

          7          having a lot of weight going on that road for a long

          8          time and it's not in good shape.

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   The boulders from where?

         10                 MS. McDONNELL:   From the work being done on

         11          Route 9.

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I think if we approve

         13          this, where they get their source material to crush

         14          is not anything we would limit.

         15                 MR. LENTINI:   Those boulders aren't

         16          transportable, you can't crush them (off microphone

         17          conversation).

         18                 MS. McDONNELL:   Just about Albany Post Road.

         19          This past winter we had a very heavy rain storm and

         20          after the first snowstorm and the roads were cleared

         21          there were 8 extremely large potholes in one

         22          particular area and I was very glad that the highway

         23          department got out and filled them in as it was

         24          driving like this to go across that road for about 2

         25          weeks.  That's only the start.  There's a lot of

          2          traffic on that road.  There's been a tremendous

          3          amount of traffic on that road.  There was before.

          4          There's never been as much stone going over there as

          5          there has been for the last 8 years.  There's no way

          6          you can put a limit on this?  As least you haven't

          7          found one yet.

          8                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We haven't gotten to that

          9          point yet.

         10                 MS. McDONNELL:   I'll be back when you get to

         11          that point.

         12                 MR. FISCHER:   Andrew Fischer.  A couple of

         13          concerns about this.  One was actually the same as

         14          Sue's question, I think some type of a time limit or

         15          time frame should be put on this operation, if it's

         16          temporary to serve the needs of some current or land

         17          future construction projects that may be -- that may

         18          be acceptable to some threshold, but for permanent

         19          and endless operation without limit on days, hours

         20          or seasons would be a harm to the community who

         21          lives nearby or passes through if we don't live

         22          within earshot.  A couple other things.  Are the --

         23          the noise from these machines has an impact on

         24          wildlife or the ecology of the area.  This is where

         25          the Hollow Brook and Sprout Brook meet the Hudson
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          2          and a lot of water fowl have left the area because

          3          of the noise of the crushing operations and they

          4          will probably come back if it stops and that's why

          5          if this is a 9-month application or 12-month

          6          application that has one environmental impact, and

          7          if it's permanent, it has a permanent and

          8          irrevocable environmental impact that harms the area

          9          and when the water fowl, birds leave the area, that

         10          means the fish population changes and the people who

         11          fish in the Annsville Creek see a difference in what

         12          they catch because the water fowl aren't there to

         13          eat the fish or the bugs anymore.  So there's a

         14          bigger environmental impact to this that -- I'm not

         15          an expert, but whether it needs SEQRA review or some

         16          type of other environmental impact statement.  It's

         17          a lot different than when Mr. Liaskos came here

         18          years ago and just wanted to remove the hill to

         19          build a hotel.  You knew there was going to be a

         20          beginning and end to that operation.  At that time

         21          the attractiveness to the community was we were

         22          supposed to get a hotel which we are not going to

         23          get.  This is in the waterfront district, which I

         24          believe the town has a separate master plan for, and

         25          I'm quite certain that the master plan doesn't
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          2          include industrial, especially heavy industrial

          3          operations in it.

          4                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   The town hasn't quite

          5          resolved exactly the delineation of the waterfront

          6          district yet.  This board is still reviewing the

          7          referral from the town board and we have some

          8          comments and opinions about the extent of the

          9          waterfront district.  Right now it's not fair to say

         10          whether it's in or it's out.

         11                 MR. FISCHER:   Whether it's technically

         12          within the boundaries or not I'll leave that up to

         13          others to decide.  It's certainly -- that waterfront

         14          district, whatever the boundaries might be, was

         15          supposed to attract tourism, recreational uses, I

         16          guess a shopping area and supposed to be scenic

         17          vistas.  Visual impacts were a big part of that

         18          proposal and this would not fit in at all with that

         19          use even if it's adjoining the district and not

         20          physically in the district.  So I think the visual

         21          impacts have to be part of the consideration as

         22          well.  We had a landmark in the area of the rock cut

         23          of this V and now half of the V is gone and having

         24          ongoing day-to-day industrial operation isn't what

         25          the public bargained for before the hill was taken
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          2          down.  Again, if they are talking about something

          3          temporary, whether it's 9 months, a year with some

          4          definite end I'd have different feelings about it,

          5          but I think the impact on wildlife has to be looked

          6          at, the scenery.  Another thing I think should be

          7          considered is the heavy-duty truck use of the roads

          8          in the area.  A lot of the roads leading to towards

          9          this site are just not up to handling 40,000 pound

         10          trucks day in, day out, trip after trip, and I'm

         11          thinking of roads like Dogwood Lane which would be

         12          used and also the Bear Mountain Parkway.  I really

         13          think this board should try to get, if possible,

         14          some type of definitive statement from the state

         15          D.O.T. about their current plans for Bear Mountain

         16          Parkway.  There's been articles in the paper about

         17          it, potentially extending it to commercial use,

         18          improving the intersections to handle trucks and,

         19          you the board, and we, the public, who have to

         20          comment on this project should know what do they

         21          have funding for?  What are they trying to get

         22          funding for?  What are their intentions first?  And

         23          knowing that maybe talk with the applicant what

         24          improvements they might contribute to because the

         25          roads nearby have suffered from mild truck use and
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          2          this would be a permanent routine every day,

          3          heavy-duty truck use.  I think we need to get some

          4          more information about that.  I know the D.O.T. is

          5          not usually forthcoming with information, so your

          6          requests have to be kind of specific, you know,

          7          about what are your plans, what do you have funded

          8          or what are you applying for funding for because

          9          otherwise in the past what I've seen is they give

         10          these very vague answers that don't help anyone make

         11          any decision.  That's all.  Thank you.

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you.  Anybody else

         13          wish to comment on this application?  Any comments

         14          from the board?  John?

         15                 MR. BERNARD:   I'm really confused.  When

         16          George Liaskos originally came to us to take down

         17          the mountain as it were or shale, it was to build a

         18          hotel.  As we all know that hotel is not being built

         19          so now it's a level site that has been crushed and

         20          now all of a sudden it's zoned for rock crushing.  I

         21          don't understand what happened there.  Is that in

         22          our code that that's what this site is zoned for?

         23                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   It's one of the permitted

         24          uses.

         25                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   Yeah.
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          2                 MR. LENTINI:   Highway commercial zone,

          3          special trade contractor is permitted.

          4                 MR. BERNARD:   I understand that a special

          5          trade contractor may be permitted.  What is the

          6          definition of a special trade contractor?  Is that

          7          permanent, temporary?

          8                 MR. KLARL:   What happens is the board, ZBA,

          9          looked at the definition of special trade contractor

         10          and examples of that in the SIC, Standard Industrial

         11          Classification, and there was a pretty good

         12          description that lined up with what they proposed

         13          then which was the recycling materials from the

         14          Route 9 project, going back to the Route 9 project.

         15                 MR. BERNARD:   But the recycling on the

         16          materials of the Route 9 project are temporary.

         17                 MR. KLARL:   But they found that use to be --

         18          he was a special trade contractor.

         19                 MR. BERNARD:   In association with the Route

         20          9 project?

         21                 MR. KLARL:   Yes.

         22                 MR. BERNARD:   A special trade contractor in

         23          association with that work?

         24                 MR. KLARL:   Yes.  They found what he

         25          proposed back then, last summer, was a special trade
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          2          contractor use.

          3                 MR. BERNARD:   Does that make him a special

          4          trade contractor for every other project in the

          5          state?

          6                 MR. KLARL:   No.  That's why they had the

          7          subsequent application.  They weren't sure whether

          8          or not the rock crushing that he was permitted to do

          9          that in the zone, whether it was a special trade

         10          contractor or otherwise.  The first application

         11          found what he proposed lent himself to be a special

         12          trade contractor on the SIC.

         13                 MR. LENTINI:   As an example, we didn't say

         14          that was our whole business.  It would have been a

         15          really nice start -- (interrupted)

         16                 MR. BERNARD:   When this first came before us

         17          that's the way I understood it.

         18                 MR. LENTINI:   When it first became before

         19          this board I didn't have a chance to speak.

         20                 MR. KLARL:   Mr. Lentini, that's the way it

         21          was presented to the ZBA the first time around,

         22          about the recycling of the materials in connection

         23          with the Route 9 project.

         24                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   That's true.

         25                 MR. KLARL:   That's the way it was presented.
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          2                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   It was presented to this

          3          board also.

          4                 MR. LENTINI:   And when it was asked if it

          5          was something we wanted permanent, we want to keep

          6          the yard.

          7                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Sounds like we need

          8          clarification from ZBA.

          9                 MR. BERNARD:   We need a lot of

         10          clarification.  Now we have this flat site that

         11          suddenly now is going to be heavy industrial use

         12          forever.  I just don't agree with that.

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We need to get a ruling

         14          from ZBA whether this is a permitted use regardless

         15          of the source of the material to be crushed on the

         16          site, is this a permitted use whether there's

         17          concrete, stone or any other aggregate material and

         18          then we can proceed.  We should have staff then get

         19          clarification from the ZBA.  In the meantime, we

         20          will have to adjourn the public hearing.  We would

         21          like to do a site visit to the extent that you can

         22          make available the equipment and demonstrate the

         23          equipment, that would be very, very helpful to us.

         24                 MR. LENTINI:   Before the ZBA or after?

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I can't speak to the ZBA
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          2          schedule, but we would like to do the site visit the

          3          29th of March, 29th of March, a Sunday.  That would

          4          be our preference to move this along.  So whatever

          5          you think is representative equipment in operation

          6          so that we can judge the noise, the air quality,

          7          those issues.

          8                 MR. LENTINI:   Like I said before, if he

          9          doesn't have water available we might not be able to

         10          do it unless we can put a little bit of water aside.

         11                 MR. BERNARD:   On a Sunday I wonder if we

         12          could get a water truck off of Perini's project.

         13                 MR. LENTINI:   I'm sure he can arrange

         14          something.  I don't think he needs a lot to run it.

         15          It would defeat our whole purpose.  We are trying to

         16          be very green.  The whole idea was to solve a

         17          problem where they have to transfer stuff 18 miles

         18          in either direction, or one mile from that job.

         19          That's the ideal thing.

         20                 MR. FOLEY:   Would this demonstration, site

         21          visit, you would demonstrate to us the maximum

         22          impact as far as noise and the operation as opposed

         23          to just -- (interrupted)

         24                 MR. LENTINI:   I would try to make as much

         25          noise as possible.
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          2                 MR. FOLEY:   Instead of just crushing a few

          3          rocks you would give us a bona fide example?

          4                 MR. LENTINI:   I'm sure one type of rock

          5          creates more noise than another.  We will make sure

          6          we have an assortment of rocks.

          7                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   We want noisy rocks.

          8                 MR. LENTINI:   Stones.

          9                 MR. FOLEY:   Unless there's another operation

         10          nearby within a few miles.  I had a question, it was

         11          my understanding too when this first came it was a

         12          temporary situation in connection with the Route 9A

         13          bridge and road reconstruction.

         14                 MR. LENTINI:   Which isn't waiting for us.

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Mr. Foley?

         16                 MR. FOLEY:   I make a motion that we adjourn

         17          this hearing until April and that we set a site

         18          visit -- and set the site visit for March 29th and

         19          also hopefully in the interim or after we get a ZBA

         20          clarification and so forth.

         21                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second?

         22                 MS. TODD:   Second.

         23                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   On the question.  Mr.

         24          Liaskos?

         25                 MR. LIASKOS:   I'm George Liaskos, you know
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          2          who I am.  The hotel wasn't built because it got

          3          taxed out of town.  I do own the property.  During

          4          the operation preparing for the hotel my taxes went

          5          up 15 times.  Now that I own the flat property I try

          6          to rent it to Mr. Meaney who wants to run an

          7          operation.  Mr. Meaney has a lease with me that I

          8          control his kind of operations to accommodate my

          9          business next door.  He doesn't have a lease for a

         10          lifetime, but I like him to get his approval for

         11          lifetime so I can possibly use it in the future.

         12          That wasn't my goal for the property.  That is not

         13          my goal for the property for the future.  But short

         14          term I have to pay the taxes.  My taxes went up from

         15          3,000 to 30 some thousand, I don't even know how

         16          much taxes I pay there.  When the people come in and

         17          they say about the wildlife, I'd like them to come

         18          in and pay my taxes.  Nobody is going to dish out

         19          $600 a week for the property taxes and worry about a

         20          bird.  There's plenty of wildlife across the street.

         21          In any case, the property while it's in use by Mr.

         22          Meaney is controlled by me because I have the

         23          restaurant next to it.  That's it.

         24                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you.  We are on the

         25          question.  All in favor?
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          2                 (Board in favor)

          3                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Opposed?  All right.  The

          4          final public hearing of the evening is a new public

          5          hearing.   APPLICATION OF JOHN NOLAN OF CORTLANDT

          6          ORGANICS, FOR THE PROPERTY OF TIM COOK, FOR SITE

          7          DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL FOR A LEAF COMPOSTING AND

          8          WOOD WASTE PROCESSING FACILITY TO BE LOCATED ON AN

          9          11.47 ACRE PARCEL OF PROPERTY ON THE EAST SIDE OF

         10          ROUTE 9A, SOUTH OF VICTORIA AVENUE AS SHOWN ON A

         11          DRAWING ENTITLED "SITE PLAN PREPARED FOR CORTLANDT

         12          ORGANICS" PREPARED BY RALPH G. MASTROMONACO, P.E.,

         13          LATEST REVISION DATED FEBRUARY 20, 2009 (SEE PRIOR

         14          PB 25-04).  Mr. Steinmetz, good evening.

         15                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Good evening, Mr. Chairman,

         16          members of the board.  David Steinmetz from the law

         17          firm of Zarin & Steinmetz here representing John and

         18          Joe Nolan in connection with the Cortlandt Organics

         19          project.  I'm to try to just briefly summarize what

         20          we have for.  We have our full team here.  This is

         21          an exciting new project.  It's a recycling facility

         22          design to manufacture premium compost and wood

         23          chips.  It's referred to, and I refer to it as a

         24          recycling facility because this is designed to take

         25          organic material, otherwise previously used in terms
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          2          of leaves, soil, stumps, grass clippings and take

          3          them and utilize them through a manufacturing

          4          process that we are going to describe and make them

          5          available for use, for distribution, for sale in the

          6          town and elsewhere.  I'm joined tonight by my

          7          clients, John and Jim Nolan, together with my

          8          colleague Brad Schwartz, Dan Ciarcia from Ralph

          9          Mastromonaco, our consulting engineer, and we are

         10          going to have presentation tonight from a gentleman

         11          from Compostwerks, Greg Twiehuse (proper noun

         12          subject to correction) who is going to talk to you

         13          about the composting procedure and process that we

         14          are excited to describe and get involved in.  We

         15          also have John Moriarty here, if there are any

         16          technical questions regarding the wood chipping

         17          operation.  At the end of the hearing I'd like to

         18          discuss with the board in some detail scheduling a

         19          site walk and much like what Mr. Bernard was talking

         20          about on the last application, we too would like to

         21          take the board through a presentation on site of

         22          some of the components of the operation.  We can

         23          talk about how we can do that.  Before I get to

         24          that, this facility as Dan is going to take you

         25          through some of the details, we're located in the M1
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          2          zone, so one would think if that were the case there

          3          would be no question that this was a permitted use.

          4          In fact, we think there is no question that it's a

          5          permitted use.  Nonetheless, out of an abundance of

          6          caution, your Department of Technical Services

          7          submitted this application to the zoning board for a

          8          review and interpretation, again similar to what you

          9          are now talking about doing on the prior

         10          application, that is already underway with regard

         11          Cortlandt Organics.  We've conducted 2 rather

         12          extensive public hearings and presentations in front

         13          of the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Although there is

         14          no culmination or final resolution -- (interrupted)

         15                 MR. KLARL:   There were 3, December, January

         16          and February.

         17                 MR. STEINMETZ:   That's true.  I'm quite

         18          confident to tell you we anticipate a positive

         19          resolution being adopted by the board later this

         20          month and we are here tonight with the understanding

         21          that you don't have a final resolution before you.

         22          We appreciate the opportunity to start the public

         23          hearing.  We will not ask you to close the public

         24          hearing because you have not gotten a D&O from the

         25          zoning board, so we would expect to be back here
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          2          hopefully to conclude the hearing in April.  That

          3          having been said, briefly -- (interrupted)

          4                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Excuse me.  Does that

          5          mean you can expect we will have a site visit

          6          between now and April as well?

          7                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Yes.  I'm hoping you will

          8          conduct that site inspection on March 29th or

          9          whenever else you are available.  I understand that

         10          you are doing it before the next planning board

         11          meeting, but that should be after the zoning board

         12          next meets.  Hopefully by the time of our site

         13          inspection, John, correct me if I'm wrong, the

         14          zoning board meeting will be the preceding week, the

         15          March 25th, 26th, something like that.

         16                 MR. KLARL:   The third Wednesday of March.

         17                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Something like that.  I

         18          don't have a calendar.  In any event, it will take

         19          place before the 29th.

         20                 MR. KLARL:   Right.  They have closed on the

         21          public hearing now.  They are under reserve decision

         22          status now.

         23                 MR. STEINMETZ:   They have 62 days within

         24          which to decide.  I'm anticipating that they will

         25          adopt a resolution at this meeting or at least vote
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          2          by voice vote at this next meeting.  We have access

          3          from a state highway.  We are respecting all of the

          4          zoning set backs.  We have a reduction in impact and

          5          disturbance from that which you all approved for Tim

          6          Cook on this site several months back.  We will be

          7          constructing, as Dan will describe, an extended

          8          detention basin that will be planted strictly in

          9          accordance with your town wetlands consultant's

         10          instructions.  We are proposing a safe and efficient

         11          wood chipping operation and an echo-friendly

         12          composting operation using an aeration technique

         13          which is a change from the earlier version of this

         14          proposal.  Now, there has been a fair amount of

         15          attention to this application already and I'm sure

         16          the community is here tonight.  We have reviewed the

         17          comments that have been presented.  There have been

         18          a number of positive supportive comments about the

         19          echo-friendly nature of the operation, about the

         20          cutting edge green technology that my clients'

         21          consultants are proposing, the fact that we are

         22          located in an industrial zone, in a heavy industrial

         23          area and the fact that with appropriate supervision

         24          we can create jobs as well as necessary goods that

         25          are used here in Cortlandt.  Ironically, as you may
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          2          well know, Cortlandt currently ships its leaves out

          3          of the area to go elsewhere to be turned into

          4          compost and then Cortlandt will send vehicles

          5          elsewhere to go pick up soil and pick up compost and

          6          bring it back.  The town itself as well as

          7          landscaping companies and individuals here in our

          8          community are transporting things elsewhere,

          9          traveling elsewhere and creating a larger carbon

         10          footprint to generate and obtain the same types of

         11          materials that we are all using here in our own

         12          properties in terms of mulch, compost, etcetera.

         13          This is, as recently reported in The New York Times,

         14          really a critical cutting edge new concept of trying

         15          to make use within a community of the goods that we

         16          are generating and the materials that we are

         17          generating in terms of leaves, etcetera.  Negatives,

         18          we have seen a lot of the negative comments from the

         19          community.  My clients are quite mindful of the fact

         20          that folks are concerned about noise, odor, rodents,

         21          dust and traffic among other issues.  We are

         22          prepared tonight and at the continuation next month

         23          to discuss those and address those.  We are prepared

         24          at the demonstration during the site inspection to

         25          show you how those issues can be mitigated.  We are
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          2          prepared to explain what we believe to be the

          3          traffic implications of this operation as compared

          4          to the traffic implications of any other operation

          5          that lawfully could operate on this property.  The

          6          most important things I want to conclude with, and

          7          I'm going to turn it over to Dan, there have been a

          8          lot of misinformation and a lot of inaccuracies of

          9          folks not understanding this proposal.  This is not

         10          a Part 360 solid waste management facility.  There

         11          is no D.E.C. Part 360 permit that is required.  This

         12          is not a transfer station.  This is not a dump.

         13          This is recycling facility with very clearly

         14          circumscribed materials, procedures and equipment.

         15          We are going to take you through that tonight.  This

         16          is something that the Nolans are extremely excited

         17          about and are anxious to move toward with your board

         18          and the community.  I'm going to turn it over to Dan

         19          to take us through design, location and machinery

         20          and then we are going to talk about the composting

         21          in some detail.  Thank you.

         22                 MR. CIARCIA:   Good evening.  The board's

         23          probably familiar with this site from the prior

         24          application by Tim Cook.  This 11.4 acre parcel

         25          received approval of this board last year.  Upon
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          2          receiving approval, the Nolans became interested in

          3          it to use it for this composting operation.  We came

          4          back to your board thinking this would be solely a

          5          change of use.  However, as you are aware, we are

          6          going through the process now to lay out what we are

          7          doing differently here from what Tim Cook originally

          8          obtained his approvals for.  The site plan you have

          9          is essentially the same in terms of the footprint

         10          that this board approved for Tim Cook which actually

         11          to some extent even reduced the area that was

         12          disturbed.  There was a reclamation area over here

         13          (indicating).  We went a step further.  The Cook

         14          application disturbed this area and in consideration

         15          of the board's concerns, what we did is we

         16          eliminated this area and put it into what we are

         17          calling Phase 2.  By doing so we reduce the

         18          disturbance by about 3/10th of an acre as well as

         19          reducing the amount of trees being removed by about

         20          35.  That was directly in responsibility to the

         21          board's concerns of trying to save a few trees out

         22          there.  We have been able to accomplish that.

         23                 MR. STEINMETZ:   35 trees.

         24                 MR. CIARCIA:   35.

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Dan, what is Phase 2?

          1                      PB 25-08 CORTLANDT ORGANICS                74

          2                 MR. CIARCIA:   We put it out there as Phase

          3          2.  I guess really what we are trying to do is

          4          depict the area that was originally approved and

          5          perhaps some time in the future we may want to

          6          revisit it if we need it.  At this point in time we

          7          have taken it off the table in terms of something we

          8          are looking to do right now.

          9                 MR. BERNARD:   Dan, could I ask a question

         10          quickly?  Is this 11 acres?

         11                 MR. CIARCIA:   The entirety of the property

         12          is 11.4 acres, but the area that we are disturbing

         13          is about 2.4, I believe.

         14                 MR. BERNARD:   In other words, this

         15          application is for not 11 acres?

         16                 MR. CIARCIA:   No.  The parcel itself is 11.4

         17          acres, but the northern portion of the parcel which

         18          is well beyond the page here, no activity is

         19          proposed.

         20                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Dan, correct me if I'm

         21          wrong, my calculations that I have here are Phase 1

         22          or the proposed disturbance is 2.2 acres --

         23          (interrupted)

         24                 MR. CIARCIA:   Right, 2.2 acres for Phase 1

         25          and .29 acres for what we are calling Phase 2.  The
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          2          other feature which -- essentially as far as the

          3          grading of the site, there was a detention basin

          4          approved as part of the Cook application.  This

          5          remains unchanged.  The requirements for linings,

          6          putting some rocks around to limit the area, that

          7          element is from the Cook approval.  We have retained

          8          that.  This application acts as an identical.  We

          9          are still coming in through the existing Cook

         10          property.  We drive in from 9A and then drive in

         11          through this other parcel which Mr. Cook owns and

         12          into this, this being the border between the 2

         13          parcels, this one not being the subject of this

         14          application, but that's our access.

         15                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Dan, you are still

         16          proposing the disturbance at the far left end that

         17          we approved as part of the Tim Cook application?

         18                 MR. CIARCIA:   Yes.  This is solely a storage

         19          area for mulch in this area here (indicating).

         20                 MR. FOLEY:   Could you go back to where the

         21          other access in would be from 9A other than the main

         22          way that exists already?

         23                 MR. CIARCIA:   Coming in this driveway here,

         24          you drive through over here and around (indicating).

         25                 MR. FOLEY:   Where is the 9A connection?

          1                      PB 25-08 CORTLANDT ORGANICS                76

          2                 MR. CIARCIA:   All the way over here.  This

          3          is where the grill guy is (indicating).

          4                 MR. FOLEY:   That's the existing way in?

          5                 MR. CIARCIA:   Yes.

          6                 MR. FOLEY:   There's no additional way in or

          7          out?

          8                 MR. CIARCIA:   No, no changes proposed.  We

          9          are not proposing to do anything on that lot.  No

         10          improvements are proposed.  There were no

         11          improvements as part of the Cook application.

         12                 MR. KLARL:   You come in by Gil's Grills?

         13                 MR. CIARCIA:   Gil's Grills, yes.  As far as

         14          what this board approved as part of the Cook

         15          application, there's very little change in terms of

         16          the improvements to the land other than the fact we

         17          are actually reducing the amount of disturbance we

         18          are proposing.  To put it into context, we are in

         19          the M1 zone.  Our parcel on this map extends almost

         20          all the way up to Montrose Station Road and runs all

         21          the way along the railroad.  However, our

         22          disturbance is just in this area although the 11.4

         23          acres extends all the way up to here (indicating).

         24          Nothing is proposed on this portion of the site.  We

         25          are surrounded by the existing Cook facility, the
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          2          former Kaufman automobile junkyard.  We have the

          3          Dakota Supply, concrete facility here, the Peckham

          4          asphalt plant, the Operating Engineers Training

          5          Center, and the train station.  This line over here

          6          is basically the line between the residential

          7          district.  However, even over in here the M1 zone

          8          enclosed a couple of lots here as well as the CC

          9          zone and HC 9A zones which take in some of these

         10          lots, so as far as where our operation is centered,

         11          there's really no homes right nearby.  We are really

         12          in the center of this sort of whole industrialized

         13          area here.

         14                 MR. FOLEY:   At the north end, your property

         15          goes all the way up to Montrose Station Road which

         16          was the old Hudson Canyon property from years ago up

         17          to where the old station was?

         18                 MR. CIARCIA:   I'm not aware of what Hudson

         19          Canyon was up there.  Basically it's very narrow

         20          over here and it extends up to where Victoria Avenue

         21          loops around by Montrose Station Road.

         22                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Did you take measurements of

         23          the homes, the residences, to compare it to the

         24          operation?

         25                 MR. CIARCIA:   Yes.  As far as the nearest
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          2          home to the site, maybe if we could pan that over,

          3          the nearest home really is this one here and if we

          4          measure to what is going on in the site, to the

          5          actual closest point where we are disturbing

          6          anything, it's 357 feet.  The first piece of

          7          equipment that's on the site is the screening plant

          8          which we are proposing over here which is about 620

          9          feet away.  The tub grinder located over here is 720

         10          feet away.  Finally, the composting area at its

         11          closest point to that residence is nearly 900 feet

         12          away.  We have some significant distances between us

         13          and the residential uses nearby.  As far as the way

         14          the site is going to work, I guess maybe just

         15          getting into a little bit of what it is we are doing

         16          here and how we envision this working.  Although we

         17          are calling it an organics recycling facility,

         18          there's really 2 separate components.  In this area

         19          we are showing -- this is where we are going to be

         20          doing composting, in this pad right over here.

         21          Previously we had proposed this as win row

         22          composting (phonetic) which requires the use of a

         23          mechanical auger turner that would physically turn

         24          these piles to get oxygen into the piles.  We heard

         25          some of the concerns about noise, about odors, dust,
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          2          and we have since decided to go with a static pile

          3          system, this 02 system they refer to it as.  What

          4          this does is this utilizes blowers, so the piles are

          5          not turned, they remain in place and the blowers run

          6          on timers and the amount of time they run is a

          7          function of measurements that are taken of the

          8          temperature to make sure that the piles are kept

          9          properly aerated and in doing it in this fashion, it

         10          really guarantees that you are never going to have

         11          an odor problem because the piles will always have a

         12          good flow of oxygen to them.  That's the only

         13          reason.  When you hear stories about composting

         14          operations being problematic, that's usually why

         15          it's happened.  We have the folks from Compostwerks

         16          here this evening to get into that a little further.

         17          This part of the operation is obviously going to see

         18          the bulk of its action in the fall.  As the leaves

         19          come in, which may come from municipal sources,

         20          landscaping contractors may also utilize the

         21          facility, and it is sort of difficult to estimate

         22          the amount of traffic that will come in, but

         23          probably this would be in terms of traffic the

         24          component of the operation that probably generates

         25          the most.  In the peak fall season perhaps you might
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          2          see as many as 20 trucks in one day on some of the

          3          busiest days of the season.  That's not going to

          4          happen very often.  Because of our hours of

          5          operation we are going to be operating between 8 and

          6          4.  In the previous traffic study done on the Cook

          7          application, the peak hours on Route 9A are between

          8          7:15 and 8:15 and between 4 and 5 p.m., so our 8 to

          9          4 operation will just have a slight overlap of that

         10          peak hour and the rest of it would happen during the

         11          course of the day.  Say, for example, if a

         12          municipality were to use this facility, their trucks

         13          would go out in the morning, pick up leaves, but

         14          they probably wouldn't have a full truck until much

         15          later in the day, so that truck would be arriving

         16          well after the peak hour had past, so probably

         17          during that earliest part of the day probably

         18          employees would come in, but those trips would not

         19          be really impacting the peak hour on 9A, or at least

         20          very minimally.  There will be some amount

         21          anticipated of landscapers bringing this -- bringing

         22          leaves or perhaps grass clippings during the summer

         23          months, but that will be very limited and chances

         24          are this pile will be maybe during the summer months

         25          maybe only one or 2 of these cells might be active.
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          2          It's really difficult to predict until the place is

          3          opened and see how much use there is.  Again, the

          4          blowers would be used and the piles would be

          5          monitored to ensure nothing is going on.  The other

          6          part of the operation is the grinding up of wood to

          7          create mulch.  Now, the wood coming in can happen at

          8          various times of the year, but the end product that

          9          would be sold, the demand is really there in the

         10          spring when landscapers would be looking to pick up

         11          mulch.  There's sort of a little bit of a synergy

         12          here in that these same landscaping contractors who

         13          might be doing spring clean-ups and have leaves to

         14          get rid of could come into the facility dumping off

         15          their waste and loading up with mulch on the way

         16          out.  There's somewhat of a different blend what is

         17          going on in the spring as to we what we foresee

         18          happening in the fall.

         19                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Dan, wood chipping, the tub

         20          grinder, is that a permanent structure and how many

         21          days of the year is that operating?

         22                 MR. CIARCIA:   The tub grinder which we are

         23          siting over here is portable, as is the case with

         24          the screener located over here, these are portable

         25          pieces of equipment.  The way we set it up is that
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          2          we are proposing that the wood be dumped here.  This

          3          would be the tipping location and perhaps depending

          4          upon seasonally, whether the compost operation, if

          5          not as much area is needed, the tipping could

          6          perhaps extend out of here.  One of the points I

          7          want to make about this though, one of the concerns

          8          that came up was about possibility of fires.  We are

          9          very aware of that.  Part of what we are going to

         10          do -- the danger of fire is when these wood chips

         11          have ground up and sit there for a long period of

         12          time and get very hot.  To the extent we can, we are

         13          going to leave stuff as logs and grind on an as

         14          needed basis.  Also, we don't have to grind at all

         15          chips at one time, or they could be ground again.

         16          Even in their course grinding phase they are less

         17          apt to ignite.  That is something we are aware of.

         18          In our standard operating procedures we are going to

         19          work in a program which really prevents that kind of

         20          problem.  This tub grinder that is going to sit over

         21          here is a portable piece of equipment.  In terms of

         22          what it does, there's a drum that sort of sits in

         23          the middle, this is on a tractor-trailer size piece

         24          of equipment.  It is a big, bad piece of equipment.

         25          The engine on it approximately a thousand
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          2          horsepower, so it's quite a powerful piece of

          3          equipment.  The way it will work is that a hydraulic

          4          excavator with a grapple on it will probably be

          5          sitting right in here and just baling logs from this

          6          area and putting them into the tub, they would be

          7          discharged onto the conveyer and then we have one of

          8          the 2 mulch storage piles, there's one here and one

          9          here (indicating).  As it comes off the belt it will

         10          have to be moved around the site using a wheel

         11          loader to get this stuff into -- stockpiled.  And we

         12          will also be maintaining one of the elements that

         13          was on the Cook plan and that is to maintain this

         14          fire lane.  We have kept it.  We obviously need it

         15          to have access to the various piles and processes

         16          and storage areas within the property and obviously

         17          the fire department wants us to keep this lane open

         18          in case there ever is an emergency.

         19                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Can you explain about the

         20          stumps and logs, is it combination, where is this

         21          material coming from?

         22                 MR. CIARCIA:   It's going to come from a

         23          variety of places.  People doing land clearing

         24          activities, home building, developments may have

         25          some wood they need to get ride of.  Cleaning up
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          2          homes, stump removal is part of a land clearing

          3          operation.  Stumps will come in.  The stumps will be

          4          handled differently in that stumps typically contain

          5          large boulders, not large boulders, but rocks that

          6          can damage the equipment.  A hydraulic excavator

          7          will be used that has a sheer on it, and that sheer

          8          is like a big scissor, can cut a stump open.  It's

          9          done a couple of times to break the stump up, get

         10          the dirt out of it, the rocks so that it doesn't

         11          damage the equipment.  The stumps, once cut up, are

         12          treated in the same fashion.  They will be picked up

         13          with the excavator and put on into the tub grinder.

         14                 MR. KLINE:   Can I ask you to clarify

         15          something?  The application is worded to be for a

         16          leaf composting and wood waste processing facility.

         17          You just mentioned before handling some grass

         18          clippings in summer, you said limited.  What exactly

         19          are the intentions with respect to the grass

         20          clippings?

         21                 MR. CIARCIA:   We envision that part of our

         22          customer base would be landscaping contractors.

         23          Just as part of that, most of them they just mulch

         24          it and leave it there, but sometimes some customers

         25          like the grass clippings picked up and there's
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          2          really no place for it to go.

          3                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Explain how that works?

          4                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Yes, we have to get to a

          5          public hearing at some point here tonight guys, so

          6          please.

          7                 MR. CIARCIA:   That's essentially what we are

          8          doing.  It's the grinding of the wood and the

          9          composting, they are 2 discreet things, 2 waste

         10          products come in and 2 beneficial products go out in

         11          the form of mulch and topsoil.  Thank you.

         12                 MR. TWIEHUSE:   Good evening.  My name is

         13          Greg Twiehuse.  I represent Compostwerks.  Our

         14          involvement with this project with Cortlandt

         15          Organics would be technical advisor to the

         16          composting facility and not specific to that

         17          process, but also to the area that surrounds the

         18          area that is involved in it.  Just a brief -- just

         19          to touch base on the grass clippings, leaf ratio.

         20          When you are composting leaves, we look at all

         21          components as a C to N ratio, carbon to nitrogen

         22          ratio.  We are basically looking for the optimal

         23          ratio, 30 to 1 ratio.  However, when you start

         24          working with leaves in general, the carbon to

         25          nitrogen ratio will tend to be in excess of a
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          2          hundred parts of carbon to one part nitrogen.  So

          3          kind of what you want to do is, if at all, you can

          4          diffuse that process down to speed up the whole

          5          process of composting.  The grass clippings

          6          certainly can add an optimal component to it.

          7          Coming in fresh they have more nitrogen than carbon.

          8          However, I'm under the impression talking with John

          9          that's going to be a minimal component to work with.

         10          It doesn't make working with leaves in general as

         11          composting difficult, it just means we have to stay

         12          on top of the game.  One of the areas that I wanted

         13          to emphasize on, and I spoke with John about, was

         14          the safe material handling.  I think when we start

         15          looking at the problems that people were bringing to

         16          the attention of this group is that odor, loud

         17          noises, things like that, it became very clear that

         18          I recommend to them that they should try force

         19          aeration instead of doing mechanical aeration.  The

         20          benefit of force aeration is obviously you are

         21          taking the mechanical side, machinery part of

         22          composting out of the picture.  This particular unit

         23          is designed from a company on the west coast called

         24          02Compost by a principal engineer called Peter Moon.

         25          He's had extensive success with this on the west
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          2          coast and works with a large municipalities in

          3          excess of 100,000 yards of material a year and

          4          successfully yields a stable product time and time

          5          again.  The parameters of the temperatures we will

          6          be working will be between 131 degrees and 141

          7          degrees.  At that point the 131 we are looking to

          8          kill any weed seed that might be potentially in the

          9          material and at 140 degrees if there's a chance of a

         10          pathogen to be present in the material coming in

         11          that temperature will control that.  Moisture

         12          levels, compost optimally, the most effective

         13          moisture level for encouraging the right biology to

         14          grow in averages between 45 percent and 55 percent.

         15          That will be monitored through a daily temperature

         16          log which will need to be taken to observe the

         17          health of the compost process that is taking place.

         18          That's a key factor knowing that temperature because

         19          that is going to dictate to us whether we need to

         20          fluctuate, add moisture to it to the compost itself

         21          and/or just tweak the system to make it either flush

         22          more oxygen into it or not.  Again, addressing the

         23          odor issues, that's really not a big issue with this

         24          system.  Mostly in part because you are flushing a

         25          high volume of air through the compost.  You are
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          2          encouraging very active aerobic which is an oxygen

          3          rich environment to breakdown or decompose the

          4          material.  Most of your odors that are generated in

          5          composting facilities, I think Dan and David were

          6          talking earlier about, are associated with anaerobic

          7          conditions which usually is an indicator of either

          8          too much water, there's maybe low oxygen respiration

          9          taking place or possibly like the turning process.

         10          This system will have -- was designed to have 7 one

         11          and a half horsepower blowers.  Its shape will be

         12          trapezoidal.  The length of the rows will be

         13          approximately 70 feet long and approximately 8 feet

         14          high.  Noise, one of the best benefits to this

         15          system obviously is going to be the elimination to

         16          the noise bearance on the property.  No longer will

         17          you have a roaring vehicle or tractor,

         18          self-propelled machine sitting there roaring away

         19          and turning these rows.  At the start up of this

         20          process, the thermofilic cycle which takes place at

         21          the beginning of the decomposing cycle has to happen

         22          within the first 21 days and this brings us into the

         23          testing of the material.  Part of the agreement that

         24          we talk with John Nolan about before we told him we

         25          would take on this project was that they would have
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          2          to become a member of the U.S. Composting Council

          3          and they would have to qualify, they would have to

          4          certify their materials in the U.S. Composting

          5          Council's STA Program, which is an acronym for Seal

          6          Testing Assurance.  They have very strict guidelines

          7          on how this material is made.  It's reflective upon

          8          town regulations as well as federal regulations.  It

          9          goes through an EPA testing of all metals, it's a

         10          chemical analysis which is done by a certified

         11          testing agency, and in this particular case we are

         12          going to work with Penn State University, they are

         13          certified by U.S. Compost Council to run these

         14          tests.  It's a very thorough test.  Not only will it

         15          be for the benefit for the local region to know what

         16          the analysis is, but it's a great marketing tool for

         17          them to fall back and give out to their customers.

         18                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Greg, talk about STA versus

         19          food waste and rodents.

         20                 MR. TWIEHUSE:   Rodents are attracted to a

         21          food source.  Unfortunately rats or any rodent type

         22          don't like to feed on leaves in general.  With this

         23          system and controlling the heat cycle and quick

         24          stabilization process, the vector problem is not an

         25          issue.  It's too hostile of an environment for them

          2          to live in.  For controlling odors you can run a 2

          3          to 4 inch layer of finished compost on the surface

          4          and that will act as a biofilter.  The other benefit

          5          to this system also is you can pull a reverse or

          6          negative pull on it and backflush it through a

          7          biofilter, in this case would be mulch which they

          8          will have a readily supply of.  That's generally

          9          changed out twice a year.  The volume that they run

         10          through it, they probably won't have to change it

         11          out twice a year.  I doubt they will be close to

         12          saturating the level of the mulch.  Finally, I want

         13          to just make one point clear, touching on the carbon

         14          footprint.  As they expressed earlier, this material

         15          is removed to another location or in most cases out

         16          of the county and it creates a very large carbon

         17          footprint.  The benefit of running an 02 system here

         18          versus sending this material off, the material has

         19          to be processed somewhere at another location.  If

         20          it's the location that I'm thinking they send this

         21          material to, it's processed in a mechanical turning

         22          process and that again requires a lot of diesel

         23          power, a lot of emissions going off in the

         24          environment.  You have a dual exhaust emission,

         25          getting the material there and then consequently

          2          they are processing it and taking it back to another

          3          location.  Whether it be Cortlandt Organics or

          4          someone else.  We are actually asking someone else

          5          to bear this burden in other regions.  In finishing

          6          up this composting system that we have requested to

          7          put in is essential -- a beneficial environmental

          8          steward to the region.  Thank you.

          9                 MR. STEINMETZ:   We have nothing else from

         10          our initial affirmative presentation.  I know you

         11          want to open it up to the public.  We will be here

         12          next month.  Thank you for your patience.

         13                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   This is a public hearing.

         14          Anyone wish to comment on this application at this

         15          time?  Please come up to the microphone.  Name and

         16          address for the record?

         17                 MS. CUZZI:   My name is Margaret Cuzzi, I'm a

         18          resident on Victoria Avenue in Montrose.  I have

         19          major concerns about this facility coming to my

         20          area.  First of all we have gathered over 200 names

         21          on petitions opposed to this site coming to

         22          Montrose.  I'm sure you received some to the town,

         23          some have been sent in I'm sure, some have been sent

         24          in by now.  My first concern is dust.  I'm concerned

         25          about the odor, noise, rodents that are known to
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          2          come from this type of facility.  And the Waste

          3          Management Institute at Cornell University states

          4          that because compost is a mixture of organic

          5          materials that are allowed to decay, unpleasant

          6          odors, dust and air borne organisms that cause

          7          respiratory problems are a natural by-product.  This

          8          worries me because I have 2 family members that have

          9          asthma.  I'm concerned for my family's health.  My

         10          youngest son is 4 and he has asthma and my husband

         11          has asthma.  I'm also concerned, there's a nursery

         12          school on Albany Post Road that my son goes to and

         13          it's in very close proximity to where the entrance

         14          of Gil's Grills is where the heavy trucks will be

         15          transporting material to and from the facility.  Our

         16          kids stay outside daily for over a half-hour and

         17          they are going to be breathing in, they are in such

         18          close proximity if there is any dust or odor that

         19          they will be breathing that in on a daily basis and

         20          I know many of the parents that have their kids in

         21          Mount Airy Nursery are concerned as well.  Another

         22          concern of mine is the truck traffic that we will

         23          have from the facility on top of the already heavy

         24          traffic we have on 9A/Albany Post Road.  And besides

         25          the safety issues for the children walking up and
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          2          down Albany Post Road and the pedestrians, what

          3          about the conditions of our road after this?  This

          4          is heavy trucks going back and forth on the road.

          5          What's going to happen to the roads?  Who is going

          6          to pay for the repairs on these roads after these

          7          trucks going back and forth on a daily basis?  I'm

          8          also concerned about the fire hazard that this type

          9          of facility poses to have.  Is the Montrose Fire

         10          Department prepared to combat a fire there if this

         11          does happen?  Will they need to purchase new

         12          equipment in order to combat the fire?  Do they have

         13          enough fire hoses and breathing apparatus or new

         14          fire engines, will they need to purchase that?  I

         15          also want to know are there enough fire hydrants in

         16          the area of this facility and are they capable of

         17          providing an adequate amount of water to combat any

         18          fire there?  I want to ask, is it necessary to

         19          expose our volunteer firefighters to injury or loss

         20          of life in order to combat a fire at this facility?

         21          Also I wanted to ask, I just heard that the site

         22          inspection is going to be conducted possibly at the

         23          end of March.  Will that be open to the public as

         24          well?

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   It's up to the applicant.
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          2                 MR. STEINMETZ:   It is the applicant's

          3          intention to open it up.

          4                 MS. CUZZI:   That's my concerns right now.

          5          Thank you.

          6                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Point of information, I hope

          7          the board received a copy of the letter from the

          8          Montrose Fire District.  I don't have one.

          9                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Dated February 20th?

         10                 MR. STEINMETZ:   February 26th, 2009 from the

         11          chief of the Montrose Fire Department.

         12                 MR. KLARL:   Mr. Cole to Holly Haight?

         13                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Yes.

         14                 MR. KLARL:   There was an e-mail.  Do you

         15          have a copy of the e-mail?

         16                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Yes, we do.

         17                 MR. STEINMETZ:   The fire department has met

         18          with my client and has raised questions and the

         19          answers on the questions of fire hydrants, etcetera,

         20          and that should be made part of the record.

         21                 MS. WOLF:   My name is Hally Wolf, I'm a

         22          garden designer, very small scale.  First of all I

         23          feel, Greg has anybody -- can anybody come and see

         24          your operation?

         25                 MR. TWIEHUSE:  Yes.
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          2                 MS. WOLF:   He's down at Blue Hills.  It's

          3          clean.  It's quiet.  It's effective.  I think a lot

          4          of the fears are unmerited.

          5                 MR. KLARL:   On the Rockefeller estate?

          6                 MS. WOLF:   Yes.  What I'm here to address is

          7          the value of this project.  I'm a very, very small

          8          landscape contractor.  I use hundreds and hundreds

          9          of yards of compost and mulch each season.  I use a

         10          product called Sweet Peet which comes from upstate

         11          New York somewhere.  It's so valuable a product that

         12          he's going to create that at times it's been

         13          rationed during the summer which puts me out of

         14          business and puts a lot of people out of business.

         15          He's using waste, he's creating something that to us

         16          as gardeners is gold.  The mulch is important.  It

         17          improves the soil.  It keeps me from having to bring

         18          things in from miles away.  And I think that we

         19          should be behind him a hundred percent.  It's a

         20          wonderful idea.

         21                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you.

         22                 MS. ZEWACKY:   Hi, my name is Ellen Zewacky

         23          (proper noun subject to correction).  I live at 20

         24          Crugers Avenue in Crugers.  I'm here to voice my

         25          concerns over the traffic.  From Memorial Drive and
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          2          Route 9 to Hendrick High School it's approximately a

          3          mile, maybe a little bit over a mile of Route 9

          4          corridor right there.  At any given day between the

          5          commuting hours in the morning and in the afternoon,

          6          that part of the road is so heavily trafficked by

          7          cars, commuters, buses, you name it, trucks.  You

          8          have on that stretch, that one mile stretch of land

          9          you have several businesses, auto body repair shop

         10          with an auto parts store, a couple of closed gas

         11          stations, it's a major school bus route.  You have

         12          the old Teen Center, you have a new Teen Center

         13          coming up with an outside hockey rink, you have the

         14          state police station, you have the Metro-North train

         15          station and a proposal probably from Metro-North for

         16          an additional parking thing at the old compost site

         17          from the Town of Cortlandt.  You have the V.A.

         18          hospital which might be changed into heaven knows

         19          what with what is going on with the V.A. hospital.

         20          You have an athletic club with an outside pool, you

         21          have a paper manufacturing company that has big

         22          18-wheel trucks making deliveries right now on Route

         23          9A that blocks the road and cars have to sit there

         24          and wait until he can get into his driveway, you

         25          have Cook's septic trucks and I believe there's
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          2          water trucks on the property there also.  You have a

          3          fire district, you have a fire company, you have a

          4          high school and elementary school, an auto repair

          5          shop, a stone business, several delis, a Westchester

          6          County Park, a post office and on Crugers Station

          7          Road you have several large trucking companies, you

          8          have the Triglia site which is proposed, I think,

          9          for condos and affordable housing.  You have a

         10          church, you have nursery schools, you have bars and

         11          restaurants, that's in that one mile.  That one mile

         12          from Memorial Drive to Hendrick Hudson High School.

         13          So I think that the traffic on that part of the road

         14          is tremendous.  I know it, I drive it every day, to

         15          and from work here to the Town of Cortlandt.  It's

         16          horrendous right now.  I can't even imagine how many

         17          more trucks we are going to be inviting into this

         18          area to bring in compost, to take out compost, to

         19          bring someplace else, to have the finished product

         20          done, to have landscapers coming in and out, to have

         21          residents coming in and out and you are talking

         22          about that one little open space on 9A at Gil's

         23          Grills that everybody is going to be turning into

         24          that one spot.  I think the board really better look

         25          at the traffic problem on Route 9A, that corridor is
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          2          a mess right now.  I also think that on -- you know,

          3          when we hear people saying they want to start up a

          4          business, most of the time they have very good

          5          intentions.  Something this big and what can happen

          6          to something this big of a project, you take for

          7          instance what happened to Peekskill with Carter, the

          8          mess that they have there on lower South Street.  It

          9          went in with a good intention and it went out a

         10          mess.  It's a disaster.  It's sickening to see what

         11          happened on lower South Street in Peekskill.  I

         12          would only hope that something like this could not

         13          happen, but if it starts to happen what recourse

         14          would the town have, would the residents have if

         15          something were to happen other than what was

         16          promised to get the approvals?  There's always

         17          promises made when approvals are, you know, are

         18          needed, so everybody is promising, but what recourse

         19          would the residents and town have if something

         20          other -- you know, if they mix some kind of septic

         21          stuff in with the composting?  A lot can happen.  We

         22          seen it happen before.  We are not blind.  We know

         23          that it does happen and I think the board really

         24          needs to look into it.  Thank you.

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you.
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          2                 MS. McDONNELL:   Sue McDonnell, I live at 19

          3          Susan Lane in the Town of Cortlandt.  Cortlandt is a

          4          beautiful place to live and work.  By composting

          5          locally we have the opportunity to use our natural

          6          resources, cut the pollution of man-made oil based

          7          fertilizers, save energy and save our own money on

          8          transportation.  As our environment here on earth is

          9          patiently teaching us, many of the ways of the past

         10          150 years have been wasteful and polluting.  We used

         11          to believe that wetlands were dirty, diseased ridden

         12          soggy swamps and should be filled in or eliminated.

         13          We now realize that these are places where nature

         14          purifies water, neutralizes and/or eliminates

         15          harmful chemicals that we use in our modern world.

         16          There are also places where animals and bugs need to

         17          sustain their life so that the wetlands can

         18          accomplish their tasks.  In other words, we are

         19          learning the symbiotic nature of the things of this

         20          earth.  This is true of trees and other vegetation.

         21          The seeds that made the plants that feed us and

         22          protect us from the elements provide food and

         23          structures for our houses and much more.  They need

         24          the products for their own growth to survive and

         25          prosper.  We've known for some time that fertilizer
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          2          helps with the growth process.  Now we know the best

          3          product comes from the trees themselves.  The leaves

          4          and the vegetation that is trimmed from plants is

          5          recyclable and can be returned to the growing

          6          process.  This is nature's gift and we need to

          7          respect it.  The Town of Cortlandt was one the first

          8          towns to recycle paper.  In fact, the town won

          9          awards for recycling when other towns were just

         10          beginning to recognize the words recycle.  We

         11          currently have a vigorous program that recycles many

         12          waste products.  Things that we used to throw in

         13          land fills and burn up because we did not understand

         14          that they were useful in other ways.  While we

         15          recognize the uses, we still have to transport these

         16          products a great distances, in most cases at a great

         17          expense, so that they can be made into useful

         18          products and then transported back into our area

         19          where we purchase them again at an increase in

         20          price.  A great part of this cost is transportation.

         21          You have before you tonight a proposal that will

         22          eliminate many of the middlemen of the process and

         23          allow us to show the way in reusing nature's gifts

         24          while saving money.  There are many steps to getting

         25          this program started, many, many benefits and some
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          2          inconveniences to be considered.  However, this is a

          3          program that will be a feather in the cap of the

          4          Town of Cortlandt when it's up and running.  There

          5          are many people in town who are composting their own

          6          yards waste, or at least some of them.  But there

          7          are many that cannot deal with all the extra

          8          materials that occur in spring and fall.  I urge you

          9          to listen as you have thoughtfully and consider this

         10          proposal on its merits.  Eventually, there will be a

         11          need for some safeguards that you will have to put

         12          in place so that the abuses of the past will not be

         13          repeated.  Composting is part of reduce, recycle and

         14          recuse.  It's here to stay and we should work to

         15          make it as user-friendly as possible and as

         16          available as we can to the people in the Town of

         17          Cortlandt.  Thank you.

         18                 MR. McBRIDE:   John McBride, I live at 132

         19          Old Post Road in Croton.  I just wanted to also say

         20          very briefly I would strongly support this project.

         21          I appreciate that there will be many things for you

         22          to consider and it appears that those are well under

         23          way and I appreciate that as well.  I would just --

         24          I don't want to go after the various objections, but

         25          state some of the obvious.  These trucks are already
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          2          on the road.  We are just brining them a mile off of

          3          Route 9.  This is a sustainable green energy.  I

          4          know that's an important part -- that mile is

          5          important, but there's other things that would be

          6          bound to happen, so this is a great opportunity for

          7          our town and I would urge you to continue to look

          8          into it.  Thank you.

          9                 MS. WHALEN:   Nancy Whalen.  I just wanted to

         10          state too we pay for many things in this town.  I

         11          think one thing we would be happy to pay for is to

         12          get these materials out of here to ensure the health

         13          and safety of our community.  I'm curious as to why

         14          we are not acting at the direction of the town

         15          attorney.  I know he stated that this activity

         16          should be prohibited.  The table of permitted use

         17          clearly does not list the proposed use as a

         18          permitted use.  He also states that at the current

         19          time the site has been approved as a contractors

         20          yards and he submits that the composting with

         21          chipping activities are not within the ambit of a

         22          contractors yards nor any other use permitted in the

         23          M1 districts.  He also states a compost operation as

         24          proposed by the applicant in this case would not be

         25          a permitted use in the M1 zoning district of the
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          2          town either on the face of the table permitted use

          3          itself nor by any reference to the SIC code.

          4                 MR. KLINE:   I think what you are raising is

          5          the issue that the zoning board will have to answer.

          6          By law, it's the zoning board, not the town attorney

          7          who answers the question.

          8                 MS. WHALEN:   Right.  He also states here the

          9          authority of the zoning board to interpret and grant

         10          variances does not enable a Zoning Board of Appeals

         11          to make a zoning map or to extend the table of

         12          permitted uses beyond that as adopted by the

         13          legislative body.  I'm also concerned with the

         14          impacts of the extra traffic on the evacuation plan

         15          for the nuclear power plant.  It's not even feasible

         16          that the residents will be getting out of this one

         17          main road in Montrose so I can't imagine additional

         18          traffic would be something that would even be

         19          considered.  The plan itself is really not feasible.

         20          Those are my concerns.  Thank you.

         21                 MR. GRANT:   Thank you.  My name is John

         22          Grant.  I live in Croton.  When I saw this

         23          opportunity for our community I really raised my

         24          eyebrows.  I've been working with plants as an

         25          arborist for over 35 years of my life.  I have a
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          2          degree from the University of Massachusetts in Urban

          3          Forestry and I've worked basically around the world

          4          in many different places and settings and working

          5          with trees in non-forested settings.  I'm a DDT kid.

          6          Back when I was a child I was the one out there

          7          spraying the trees along our streets for mosquitoes

          8          and such and man enough to say now I've learned a

          9          lot in the sense we have done many things wrong.  We

         10          have learned from our lessons of applying these

         11          pesticides, which draws me to a report in 2005 in

         12          the Westchester Physician's Magazine written by the

         13          Commissioner of Health as well as the Community

         14          Health Education Specialist for Westchester County

         15          where they are reaching out to Westchester County

         16          residents to find alternatives to pesticides.  Since

         17          1996, Westchester County and the state has initiated

         18          a program called the Neighbor Notification Law.  We

         19          as licensed pesticide applicators have to post a

         20          document out on the front lawn stating we applied a

         21          pesticide.  The alternatives that are available to

         22          us in the industry are compost.  Compost to me is

         23          the number 1 opportunity that we have to eliminate

         24          the pesticide applications that we currently use,

         25          have been using since these laws have been
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          2          initiated, and since these laws have been initiated

          3          in the county and the state, our pesticide use has

          4          increased.  It's not working.  We don't have enough

          5          compost at our disposal because we are trucking it

          6          out of Westchester County.  As a consulting

          7          arborist, I'm working with many counties -- many

          8          villages down county, Larchmont, Scarsdale,

          9          Bronxville are all looking at not trucking their

         10          waste out.  They are looking at exactly to what John

         11          Nolan is talking about doing here.  It is going to

         12          happen because it's happening across the country let

         13          alone all across Europe.  I hope I'm not preaching

         14          to the choir, but the issues of asthma and public

         15          health are real issues and I can't talk to asthma

         16          and traffic impact studies, but the documentation

         17          from the medical industry around issues such as

         18          leukemia, breast cancer, child developmental issues

         19          because of the amount of pesticides that we are

         20          using, the alternatives are in what this operation

         21          is proposing to us in the industry.  Not talking

         22          about being responsible in our carbon output.  So I

         23          support this fully from an industry perspective.  We

         24          need more of this.  Greg from Hudson Pines and Stone

         25          Barns, they don't sell to us anymore because they

          2          don't have enough.  They can't meet the demands what

          3          we, the industry, have to get.  So I stand up and I

          4          support this fully.  Thank you.

          5                 MR. FISCHER:  Good evening, Andrew Fischer.

          6          A couple of things in general.  I'm very much

          7          supportive of the concept of this type of operation

          8          in terms of recycling within our community.  I think

          9          there's a lot of environmental and practical

         10          benefits to the community and local businesses.  I

         11          have a couple of concerns which I think you should

         12          look into as you move forward with this application.

         13          One of them is what would be done to prevent

         14          unscrupulous people from introducing construction

         15          and demolition debris into the site, whether it's

         16          planned or unplanned and that's happened in other

         17          locations where it starts out with one purpose and

         18          others spoil it by bringing in lumber, construction

         19          lumber, building lumber or other concerns are

         20          especially pressure treated lumber that might come

         21          from landscaping, people build their decks and

         22          landscaping borders out of pressure treated lumber

         23          that has chemicals that are a problem in it,

         24          railroad ties, even utility poles and telephone

         25          poles once it's cut up and comes to the site it may
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          2          look very much like trees and logs or stumps, but

          3          those products, utility poles especially, even

          4          painted lumber can contain led, chromium and other

          5          chemicals that could be a major problem if they are

          6          moved into the crushing and chipping operation.  So

          7          that's one issue is what would be done to make sure

          8          that doesn't happen and how would the town monitor

          9          that and control it since we don't have our own

         10          environmental police and unfortunately the track

         11          record with the D.E.C. isn't so great from some

         12          other operations.  The second issue has to do with

         13          the trucks leaving the site.  If you can require

         14          some type of a tire tracks or grid or raised plates

         15          be in the driveway so as trucks come off the site,

         16          dirt, mud and other things caked onto the truck or

         17          tires don't just stain Route 9A in all directions.

         18          There's devices that can be installed from

         19          preventing that from happening.  If you can put some

         20          requirement that covers and tarps be on the trucks

         21          entering and leaving the site, conditions of

         22          approval that all trucks must be covered.  Other

         23          trucks that go up and down 9A which have nothing to

         24          do with this operation, but Westchester County's

         25          trucks that going to and from the Resco plant often
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          2          come without their covers on and their debris blows

          3          all over, so if you can put some conditions on that.

          4          That's what I think.  Thanks.

          5                 MR. PERILLO:   Good evening members of the

          6          board, Mr. Chairman.  My name is John Perillo, I'm

          7          from Ossining, New York.  I'm a property owner in

          8          the Town of Cortlandt.  I'd like to share some

          9          information regarding recycling.  It was interesting

         10          to read an article in the Journal News, that's what

         11          got me involved in this.  Subsequent I had met the

         12          Nolan boys and had an interesting conversation with

         13          them.  I've been involved and still am involved in

         14          various businesses since 1967.  One of the

         15          businesses that I'm involved with is printing and

         16          copying.  About 20 years ago the request for

         17          recycled paper was probably less than 2 percent.  As

         18          we speak today the request for recycled paper is

         19          about 40 percent.  That's about close to a million

         20          impressions monthly.  So the demand and the request

         21          from the general public and municipalities and

         22          corporate and institutions like that insist that

         23          paper be printed on recycled paper.  In another

         24          business, in the automatic business, most of us of

         25          all our cars has a front and rear urethane bumper on
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          2          our cars.  Those cars when they are damaged and they

          3          have to be replaced, that is also a recycling

          4          process.  Those bumpers are shredded and reprocessed

          5          and reformed and may end up on another different

          6          type of car, but it's a recycling process.

          7          Blacktop, macadam as most people refer to it, years

          8          ago we used to find the landfill or a hole and dump

          9          all of this material that we took out of people's

         10          driveways and road beds and dumped it.  That all

         11          changed several years ago and that's also a product

         12          that is recycled.  In fact, an adjacent property

         13          owner, the blacktop plant close to the proximity of

         14          this particular request, this application, that's

         15          where we bring it.  We bring it there and they

         16          reprocess that.  It's another part of the recycling

         17          process.  Cardboard, I don't know how many people

         18          know how important cardboard is.  It's the United

         19          States of America's major export.  It's hard to

         20          believe, but we are in the business of that.  So if

         21          you had asked me 10 years ago would I be standing

         22          here promoting recycling, I'd say no.  But over the

         23          years I've learned a lot and there's a lot to learn.

         24          When I had the opportunity to serve on the school

         25          board in the mid-'90s in the Ossining School
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          2          District, internally we had a compost pile that

          3          worked actually very well and it saved the district

          4          a lot of money in dumping fees and, of course, that

          5          topsoil we had on hand to use for necessary repairs

          6          on all of the school properties.  Unfortunately, we

          7          did not entertain getting into the management part

          8          of that and we discontinued it.  Management is the

          9          key thing here.  If it's managed properly and

         10          certain safeguards are put in place, this should

         11          work very, very well.  From the national level down

         12          to the local level, state, county, everybody every

         13          day on television, radio, in the paper we --

         14          politicians, people in the political arena talk the

         15          talk but sometimes it's a little bit frightening

         16          about walking the walk because it's a new process

         17          that we are all learning.  So I encourage the board

         18          to at least look at, you know, the application

         19          thoroughly, separate the facts from fiction.  I

         20          don't deny the quality of life issues that the

         21          people here are concerned about.  I'm sure they are

         22          real, but there are enough safeguards from boards

         23          like yourself and your own ordinance to make sure

         24          that it is maintained and if it's not maintained,

         25          it's another issue that you as a municipality can
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          2          deal with.  So I appreciate the time and the effort.

          3          Hopefully that this will move forward.  Thank you

          4          and good night.  And congratulations to the planner,

          5          I don't know you, but 30 years is a long stint.  I

          6          know the 30-year factor.  Good luck.

          7                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you.

          8                 MR. LOCATELLA:   Good evening.  My name is

          9          Ken Locatella (proper noun subject to correction).

         10          I own the residence on 27 Montrose Station Road.  I

         11          would just like to agree with most of the people

         12          about the impact of the more traffic and everything

         13          else.  It just seems that I don't think very many

         14          people in our Town of Cortlandt actually use

         15          compost.  I'm not really quite sure.  I'm not in the

         16          business so I don't know much about composting

         17          myself, but it does seem that we are starting to

         18          become like a kind of truck stop.  We make blacktop.

         19          We make concrete.  Now we are going to compost.  You

         20          know, we will be picking up people's garbage pretty

         21          soon.  Our area is that one little section is

         22          getting kind of like a crossroads for anybody that

         23          wants anything done.  Coughlin's yard is going to be

         24          empty so I assume something is going to be going on

         25          there sooner or later.  It's just I don't know where
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          2          to put all these things.  I'm concerned with the

          3          quality of life for most of the people with small

          4          children and stuff.  I don't see where it benefits

          5          the town to have another business in that area.  I

          6          have one personal question, of course, being I would

          7          have to ask -- excuse me sir, I guess I'm over here

          8          somewhere.  I'm on the end of -- this is Montrose

          9          station -- (interrupted)

         10                 MR. BERNARD:   Grab the microphone.

         11                 MR. LOCATELLA:   This is Montrose Station

         12          Road, sir?

         13                 MR. CIARCIA:  Yes, this is where Victoria

         14          comes out.

         15                 MR. LOCATELLA:   This is me right here.  This

         16          little area here, right across the street there's

         17          the old train station.  Will that ever be an access

         18          or storage?  We talked about a hundred yards for the

         19          closest area.  This area here was probably -- it's

         20          only a double lane road so it's 24 feet.

         21                 MR. CIARCIA:   I don't think it's even 24

         22          feet.

         23                 MR. LOCATELLA:   Would it be used for any

         24          kind of entrance onto the property any one time or a

         25          small storage area?  Small truck storage area?
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          2                 MR. CIARCIA:   Nothing proposed there.

          3                 MR. LOCATELLA:   Because I had this out with

          4          Timmy for awhile.  That's all I have to say.  My

          5          opinion is I think that the Town of Cortlandt,

          6          especially for its size, has an awful lot of

          7          industry.  I really don't feel like we need anymore.

          8          Thank you for your time.

          9                 MS. KNAPP:   Jill Knapp.  I live on Victoria

         10          Avenue too.  One thing I wanted to say, we stated

         11          the nearest residence is 300 feet away when in

         12          reality my property is less than 240 feet from where

         13          the operations will take place.  Any time I want to

         14          step outside my door I'm going to hear it, see it or

         15          smell it or all 3.  Secondly I'm happy to see Mr.

         16          Nolan has some supporters here tonight.  Obviously

         17          from Croton.  It's not going to affect Croton

         18          residents on Old Post Road south.  Mr. Grant, I

         19          believe your mother is Georgiana Grant.  She was

         20          instrumental in getting Metro Enviro into Croton and

         21          we all know how that ended up.

         22                 MR. GRANT:   That has nothing to do with this

         23          whatsoever.

         24                 MS. KNAPP:   I know you are supporting them.

         25          I live there.  This is absolutely relevant to this.
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          2                 MR. KLINE:   Ma'am, could you address us and

          3          not the gentleman in the audience?

          4                 MS. KNAPP:   I'm sorry.  Really that's all I

          5          have to say for tonight.  Thank you.

          6                 MR. DEBENEDICTIS:   Good evening, gentleman

          7          and ladies.  John Debenedictis.  I'm glad this isn't

          8          a skating rink going up there.  Really, you know,

          9          nobody is going to knock recycling.  We are all into

         10          that these days.  We all understand that.  Recycling

         11          is good and not recycling is bad, but again, it's

         12          where do you put the thing?  This is a quality of

         13          life issue.  Route 9 is looking like the main road

         14          to Baghdad these days.  It's just got one constant

         15          eye sore, noise, you name it, it's going there.

         16          Metro-North is going to put in their big parking lot

         17          at the train station.  It's going to add how many

         18          hundreds of cars.  It's going to add tons of cars on

         19          this thing.  And as someone spoke, you have all the

         20          other development going on and all this other stuff,

         21          adding more and more congestion.  Route 9A is always

         22          termed a highway.  That is not a highway.  That is

         23          what used to be basically an old trail that they

         24          used for horse and carriages.  Now it's paved over.

         25          That's not a highway, yet we always term it as a
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          2          highway.  Really, this is just a quality of life

          3          issue again.  If people living in that area, which I

          4          consider myself living in that area even though I'm

          5          somewhat removed off of Watch Hill Road there.  We

          6          all know adding hundreds and hundreds of more trucks

          7          is not going to affect it.  Why not?  Just put

          8          another few hundred trucks in there.  What size they

          9          will be.  What contractor would not stop by a

         10          building site, throw his pressure treated wood in

         11          the chipper and bring it over?  I don't know what

         12          contractor would ever do that.  Nobody would do

         13          that.  We don't have to worry about any toxic

         14          materials going in there.  I just don't think

         15          anybody would do that.  And then you look at no

         16          rotting vegetation of any type, doesn't smell, we

         17          all know that too.  And we had this thing with Cook

         18          when he was going to build that elephants graveyard

         19          for contractors machines, it was the same stuff, we

         20          are only going to bring in 80 of these things and

         21          it's okay to make that tight right-hand turn off and

         22          on to 9 and that little road, but that doesn't

         23          affect anything and that won't stop this and all

         24          these trucks coming in won't either.  If you lived

         25          in that area if you could see it, smell it, hear it,
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          2          who wouldn't want that so when you go to sell your

          3          house one of the first things you say to the realtor

          4          is by the way can smell it, see it, hear it from my

          5          house.  Now, everybody would want one of those.

          6          Come on.  This is what it all boils down again, it's

          7          the quality of life going on here.  That whole

          8          section is constantly being degraded.  It's not

          9          going up.  Putting more parking lots, putting more

         10          trucks, putting things that smell, that make noise.

         11          Wood chippers don't make noise, I know that.  When

         12          do we stop and say are there other places to do this

         13          quality -- this type of work?  Nobody is saying it's

         14          not good.  It's just again, it's not the right

         15          place.  Okay.  That's what it boils down to.  We

         16          have to stop making this place look like downtown

         17          Baghdad, all burnt out and bombed out.  Thank you.

         18                 MS. PANDELFINO:   Susan Pandelfino.  I live

         19          on College Hill Road which isn't too far from this

         20          site.  I just have a couple questions that aren't

         21          quite clear from what I've heard.  I don't know

         22          about the size of the tub wood chipper.  I don't

         23          know the size or the other types of equipment they

         24          are going to need.  I just wanted to add to the

         25          traffic thing that we do finally have sidewalks in
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          2          Montrose near this area, but nobody clears the

          3          sidewalks, so you see the children coming to and

          4          from school on their bikes or on foot in the street,

          5          walking in the street because the sidewalks are not

          6          clear.  And I don't know if there is any plan to

          7          make that a safer area when they start having the

          8          extra trucks coming in and out of that small

          9          entrance.  I was wondering about the noise created

         10          by all the backup beepers that we have to listen to

         11          now that the buffer of trees has been cut down by

         12          Con Ed. along the other side of the tracks there.

         13          There's going to be constant noise, what are the

         14          hours of operation?  I was led to believe at the

         15          zoning board meeting that the size of the trees that

         16          they were going to be bringing in were small little

         17          trees like this (indicating).  Now they are talking

         18          about logs and storing logs and huge stumps and

         19          clearing -- and land clearing debris.  I'm hearing

         20          different things every time I come to a different

         21          meeting and I think we need a lot more clarification

         22          and a lot more definite answers.  I don't know what

         23          their proposal for the future is, if we have Phase 1

         24          and 2, what's Phase 3, 4, 5, 6 and who is going to

         25          monitor that?  I have some serious concerns about
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          2          the location of this site, of this business.  Thank

          3          you.

          4                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Anybody else wish to

          5          comment?  Last call.

          6                 MR. FOBERON:   Bob Foberon (proper noun

          7          subject to correction).  I'm actually a retired New

          8          York State trooper.  I retired right out the SP

          9          Cortlandt Barracks.  Not to disappoint some folks,

         10          but I also drive a truck now.  I deliver home

         11          heating oil right here in the town.  I've gone from

         12          navigating these town records in a troop car to now

         13          navigating around in a truck.  I have to tell you

         14          truck accidents in this town, the number is so small

         15          you can't even measure it in comparison to all other

         16          motor vehicle accidents.  I've heard concerns about

         17          people coming in and out of that entrance.  You

         18          heard a quick statement from the attorney about the

         19          traffic study that was done.  Traffic is

         20          concentrated in the morning and evening.  In the

         21          middle of the day that's my best time when I'm

         22          driving an oil truck, there's nobody on the roads.

         23          It's not going to impact anything.  Kids are in

         24          school, we are all at work, us truck drivers are in

         25          our offices in our trucks doing work on the highway.
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          2          You know, I just wanted to keep it focused on that

          3          and my comments.  There's really nothing to be

          4          concerned about with regard to trucks and safety.

          5          Thank you.

          6                 MS. ZAWACKI:   I have to respond to some of

          7          this.  Ellen Zawacki again.  I'd like to know where

          8          some of these people live where they say there is no

          9          traffic on Route 9A?  I don't care what time of the

         10          day, you go down Route 9A there is always traffic.

         11          I'm concerned too that they mentioned Phase 1 and

         12          kind of just hit on Phase 2 and then stopped it

         13          right there.  I would really like to know what the

         14          plans for Phase 2 would be before even Phase 1 would

         15          be approved by anybody because obviously there is

         16          more intent here than what we know and what we are

         17          being told.  I think that, you know, people are

         18          saying compost.  I agree with compost.  Again, I

         19          agree that compost is good for a lot of people.  Not

         20          in this area.  Not on this little corridor of Route

         21          9A.  Not in our backyards.  My daughter just bought

         22          a house over on Raymond Street which is right off of

         23          Montrose Station Road.  She is at a higher elevation

         24          than the property she is -- she couldn't make it

         25          here tonight.  And she is an adjoiner on the other
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          2          side of the road.  She is directly across the street

          3          from Montrose Station Road where that Victoria would

          4          come out.  Since she is a higher elevation, whatever

          5          could smell or noise and everything, she is going to

          6          hear it more than anybody else because there's

          7          nothing to block it.  Her property abuts the train

          8          tracks so she is -- she has a clearer line right

          9          from her backyard to their facility.  I really am

         10          very, very concerned about this.  It is not the

         11          place to have something in a residential area.  I

         12          don't care how many hundreds of feet you say it is,

         13          it's still a residential area, kids are still riding

         14          their bikes up and down those streets, they are

         15          crossing that sidewalk that these trucks have to

         16          turn in and, you know, I just want to know if they

         17          want it in their backyard like we are trying to get

         18          it pushed into our backyards?

         19                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Last call for tonight.

         20          We are going to adjourn this public hearing until

         21          the next meeting.  Obviously there's some

         22          clarification from ZBA that needs to occur.  We are

         23          going to do our site visit on the 29th.  Just so we

         24          are clear, what exactly will we have on the 29th?

         25                 MR. STEINMETZ:   I appreciate you calling you
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          2          back.

          3                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   I didn't call you back,

          4          you got up.

          5                 MR. STEINMETZ:   At least I felt like you

          6          were calling me back.  In order to do the site

          7          inspection correctly, we need to have the tub

          8          grinder out there so that it can be operational.  It

          9          is portable, we can bring it out there.  In order to

         10          set it up in a fashion that would be consistent with

         11          what the Nolans are proposing, we need to have

         12          somewhat of a berm around it or a wall around it of

         13          the material that would be utilized and that Mr.

         14          Moriarty frequently utilizes to mitigate the noise

         15          impact.  We need to bring that piece of equipment

         16          out probably 2 days or 3 days before the site

         17          inspection.  We will have to bring some truckloads

         18          of stumps onto the site so that they can be chipped

         19          and the wall can be erected and we will have

         20          material there that we can process while you are

         21          there.  So of the first answer to your question, Mr.

         22          Chairman, is we can run the wood chipping operation,

         23          we can simulate it on a regular basis meaning we

         24          will be able to see and feel the noise from

         25          different points and you will actually be able to
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          2          watch the operation.  As far as composting, I can't

          3          bring Greg and a ton of leaves out there and show

          4          you the actual composting in operation because

          5          that's just not going to happen.  What we would

          6          suggest, Greg is going to try to secure permission

          7          to bring some of you out to another facility down at

          8          Rockefeller or elsewhere or anyone that wants to see

          9          that, we would be delighted for you to see that.

         10                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   You will give us a sense

         11          where it's going to be and the dimensions?

         12                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Absolutely.  We are going to

         13          walk you through that.  We are going to show you as

         14          Dan did on the plan, we are going to show you where

         15          the different storage or staging areas are, we will

         16          take look at the road network, we will show you

         17          where the fire hydrants are, where fire suppression

         18          would be and detention pond.

         19                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   What types of machine

         20          will be located where?

         21                 MR. STEINMETZ:   We are really down to a very

         22          few pieces of equipment now that we have changed to

         23          the aeration concept.  Do we need any special

         24          authorization from you, Ed, you or D.O.T.S. in order

         25          to bring a piece of temporary equipment out to
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          2          operate it?

          3                 MR. VERGANO:   No, just go ahead.  What type

          4          of wall system are you talking about?

          5                 MR. STEINMETZ:   It's like a mulch wall.

          6                 (Off microphone conversation)

          7                 MR. VERGANO:   You just pile that up?  Got

          8          it.

          9                 MR. STEINMETZ:   Nobody would operate this

         10          tub grinder in the middle of an area unprotected and

         11          unbounded.

         12                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Thank you, David.  Mr.

         13          Bernard, you want to talk us home?

         14                 MR. BERNARD:   Yes, Mr. Chairman.  I move we

         15          adjourn this application to our next meeting.

         16                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Which is April 7th;

         17          right?

         18                 MR. BERNARD:   Sounds good.

         19                 MR. KLINE:   Set a site inspection.

         20                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second?

         21                 MR. FOLEY:   Second.

         22                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   On the question.  All in

         23          favor?

         24                 (Board in favor)

         25                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Opposed?
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          2                 MR. BERNARD:   Mr. Chairman, I also move that

          3          we schedule a site visit for the 29th of March.

          4                 CHAIRMAN KESSLER:   Second, please?

          5                 MR. BIANCHI:   Second.

          6                 MR. KLINE:   On the question, I was going to

          7          suggest we actually do that as the first one so we

          8          have a time certain at 9 a.m.  Given the interest

          9          people aren't standing around waiting for an hour.

         19          historical sampling data that we can turn over to

         20          our consultant for review as we consider this

         21          request to reduce -- (interrupted)

         22                 MR. VERSCHOOR:   The applicant is here by the

         23          way.

         24                 MR. BIANCHI:   I'm sorry.  Step up, please.

         25          We discussed this previous to the meeting and what
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          2          we would like to get from you, I'm not sure how many

          3          months, but we are going to refer to the consultant.

          4          We would like to get some additional data from you

          5          from past testings.

          6                 MR. HETRICK:  LBG has all that information.

          7                 MR. BIANCHI:   Turn that over to our staff.

          8          They will turn that over to our consultants and then

          9          consider your request.

         10                 MR. HETRICK:  LBG will have everything I

         11          have.

         12                 MR. KLARL:   LBG being the consultants?

         13                 MR. HETRICK:   Yes.  LBG tests everything and

         20          in the country, I know golf is really take a hit,

         21          folks are dropping their memberships right now so

         22          this will save us a substantial amount of money and

         23          we can return that money into possibly getting more

         24          members for the golf course.

         25                 MR. BIANCHI:   We will consider that, but we
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          2          need that information first.

          3                 MR. KLARL:   Are you the author of the

          4          letter?

          5                 MR. HETRICK:   Yes.

          6                 MR. FOLEY:   Could we also ask, Tim, in the

          7          letter you mention the financial problem.  Could

          8          they be more specific or is it just you are -- you

          9          have a prognosis that you are going to be --

         10          (interrupted)

         11                 MR. HETRICK:   The financial reasons are

         12          just -- (interrupted)

         13                 MR. FOLEY:   Have you estimated what the

         14          losses are?

         15                 MR. KLARL:   What would the cost savings be

         16          if you went to your proposed schedule?

         17                 MR. HETRICK:   Around 10 grand.  Because we

         18          spent approximately 43 grand last year.  In the

         19          escrow we put up to 50 grand.  That's a buffer for

         20          retest.

         21                 MR. KLARL:   You think instead of 40 grand it

         22          would be 30 grand if we went with your proposal?

         23                 MR. HETRICK:   Yes.

          3          possibly more than one storm event depending on the

          4          number of inches per 24 hours?

          6                 MR. BIANCHI:   It says one storm event.

          7                 MR. HETRICK:   How it's listed in the

          8          environmental plan it's one storm event.  Anything

          9          over one inch LBG will come out and test.

         10                 MR. FOLEY:   In other words, one inch or more

         11          in any given period could create a second --

         12          (interrupted)

         13                 MR. HETRICK:   No.  One storm event a year

         14          they will test.  That one storm event is one inch or

         15          more.
