The Supervisor spoke of Fran Surak, Director of the Office for the Aging, who is retiring from the Town of Cortlandt.  She was given flowers and a proclamation plaque. Fran thanked the Supervisor and the Board and especially her staff of many years.

Ken Sherman, Assistant Deputy of Recreation, spoke about the Hollowbrook Golf Outing for the First Responders.  This year it was to raise funds for the 9/11 BBC Memorial and he then presented the donation check for $3600.00 to Janet Manerio, Director of the 9/11 Memorial Foundation.
