SUPERVISOR’S PROCLAMATIONS and REPORTS

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilwoman Ann Lindau said she was sorry that Julio Bernal, an employee with DES, was not able to attend tonight’s meeting to receive his Certificate of Award due to family illness.  He is the second Town employee to become an American citizen since Councilwoman Lindau has been in office; the other being Claudia Vahey.  (Mr. Bernal arrived a few minutes later and Supervisor Puglisi asked that he be given the award with the Town’s congratulations, noting it’s a long process and a lot of hard work.)

Cortlandt has won an Honorable Mention award for beautification through the consortium of the Historic Hudson Rivertowns.  Each year the Ginsberg Company gives all of the rivertowns a stipend of $500.00 to beautify their Towns and there is a cash award at the end of the competition.

Councilmember John Sloan said the Town and the City of Peekskill have disagreed over some issues with ALS. At the Supervisor’s urging a number of the officials got together this last week and attempted to hash out some of the disagreements.  From that meeting and subsequent discussion with Peekskill, things sound very promising.  Whatever the final agreement is, Cortlandt will not be in a position, as we have for the last two years, of providing a zero interest loan to Peekskill.  The Town is cautiously optimistic that this dispute will be resolved within the next week or so.

Councilman Sloan welcomed back and congratulated his nephew, Sergeant Richard Gervet, who returned from two months of service with a National Guard unit somewhere in the desert in the Far East.  There was a large party to celebrate the great occasion.

The Cortlandt Community Coalition was started last year with the sole agenda of trying to reduce, as much as possible, underage drinking within the community.  It is a thriving organization with a number of programs planned for this year.  However, there is always an opening for people who are looking for something worthwhile to spend their time with.  Meetings are once a month, usually in late afternoon.  If anyone is interested they should call Town Hall.

Councilmember Joe Cerreto said the Village of Croton is in discussion with us regarding the ALS program and he feels the Town will be served well by having them join in.  Volunteers are always being sought for the Paramedic Program.  Requirements include two years of college and an EMT license.  If you meet the requirements, Cortlandt will pay for you to attend the fourteen-month training program plus uniforms and books, in exchange for eighteen months of volunteer services on shifts. Due to the technical nature of those applications and the fact that if an applicant can comply with all the standards therein, it is felt that the Zoning Board of Appeals would be able to handle this and thus shift some of the Town Board business to the ZBA where it can be analyzed technically, making certain it complies with the ordinance.

Supervisor Puglisi said she is aware of other communities that do this successfully.
