MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

SUPERVISOR PROCLAMATIONS and REPORTS

Fremont Reif reported that the Veterans’ Committee had a very good year.  He thanked Supervisor Puglisi and Councilperson Cerreto as well as other Town staff members, and members of the Council for their efforts in this regard.  The Memorial Day, Veterans’ Day and Pearl Harbor Day celebrations were very successful with large turnouts and excellent guest speakers.  A brick campaign was held for Mongero Park and an entirely new sidewalk will be put in.  The annual meeting was held at the New York State Veterans’ Home in Montrose, where some people were turned away because it was a packed house.  A monthly meeting is conducted the last Thursday of the month from 11 AM to 2 PM with the exception of the summer months.  The annual picnic was attended by 150 people.

Unfortunately, all was not good news since the Panas Veterans’ Honor Plaque was defaced and not one school participated in the Veterans’ Council essay contest.  Fremont said they’ll try again this year.

He thanked everyone for their support and their interest in the veterans of the greater area.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilmember John Sloan reported that the Cortlandt Community Coalition meets monthly and he encouraged anyone who has an interest in trying to call for reducing underage drinking in the Town to join the group at 4:00 p.m. on the date indicated on the Town’s website.  Discussions have been held with the Town Judges regarding alternate sentencing to help credit hours of community service that’s more appropriate to drinking and some of the real tragedies of underage drinking.

Councilman Sloan said there had been a meeting with seven or eight historians of the Town to assist the Town in embarking upon a web application called Historic Cortlandt.  It will provide a map and a legend of the many historic places we have in our Town.  In a rough cut there were seventy-two.  It will allow a fan of history or the fifth grade student doing research papers to click on each one of those seventy-two sites and come up with a wealth of material that Town historians have provided.

Councilmember Sloan reported on his representation of the Town at the opening of a shop in Cortlandt Town Center called Cold Stone Creamery, a deluxe ice cream parlor.

He said they’re located opposite United Artists Movie Theater and he wished them good luck.

Councilwoman Ann Lindau said the 100th anniversary of the Croton Dam building will be celebrated in October and more information is to follow.

On July 26th at 7:00 p.m. there will be a program on affordable senior housing opportunities for apartments at Jacobs Hill held at Town Hall.  There will be eighty-one one bedroom, one bath apartments and twenty-one two bedroom and bath apartments.  Any senior citizen is urged to attend.

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TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)

Councilmember Joe Cerreto said he wanted to publicly acknowledge the excellent work on the Town’s technological progress achieved through the efforts of Councilman Sloan.

He also said that the Department of Environmental Services expressed desire to have a second “Smart Machine” an excellent tool to deter speeding on the highway.  Senator Liebell was advised of the Town’s desire and has sent us a $12,000 voucher for its purchase.  The Town thanks him, once again, for coming through with the money to assist us in obtaining the equipment we need in the Town at no cost to our taxpayers.

Councilmember Frank Farrell said it was his pleasure to attend the Veteran’s picnic and he particularly enjoyed the display of flags which had represented the United States over the years.  He said he had not realized that all of the flags are still official flags of the country and may be flown as such.

Councilmember Farrell said during days of extreme weather, either very hot or very cold temperatures, he appreciates more than ever the job that the Sanitation crews do.  Not only do they have to come to the house and pick up the garbage, but several times a day they have to drive it for disposal to the plant in Peekskill and then resume the pickup route.  It’s requested that the containers not be tied up with bungee cords, or in any other way since it’s deemed to be hazardous.  Also, their weight must be kept below seventy pounds and should contain no hazardous materials.  If anyone is unsure of how to discard an item, they should call the Sanitation Department at 737-0100.

Several years ago the Town Board made the decision to entrust primary police coverage in the Town to the New York State Police.  Recently an incident occurred which confirmed to Councilman Farrell that this confidence was well placed.  The State Police were involved in the pursuit of a stolen vehicle and the situation deteriorated into a manhunt.  In very short order the State Police were able to mobilize at least fifty officers.  drawn from the LaGrange, Brewster, Stormville and Wappingers Falls barracks.  They were also able to coordinate units from Peekskill, Yorktown and Westchester County.  There were three aviation units, one from Westchester County and two from the State Police.  They had six canine units in pursuit including a bloodhound.  There was a forensic team to search for evidence  to develop the case.  Coverage at the ongoing Verplanck feast was maintained during this event and they were simultaneously engaged with three domestic brawls within the Town.  He opined that the people of Cortlandt should be comfortable with the level of police service that is provided.

Councilmember Farrell commented on underage drinking, noting that the State Police made 400 arrests within the Town for driving while intoxicated.

Supervisor Puglisi said she had spoken today with Captain Koby who oversees the State Police in our area and he will be present at the August 16th Town Board meeting to give a progress report.  A County policeman will be present at another meeting.

In 1989 there was a real concern that this would be extremely over-developed since many, many homes were proposed by a developer.  Supervisor Puglisi said Westchester County was approached by the Town with the request that they acquire the property. 

They did acquire this 120 acre parcel and the County has reserved one hundred (100) of these acres for open space into perpetuity.  The other twenty (20) acres were set aside to perhaps sell.  The County has sold twelve of those twenty acres to an individual family.  The Town was very happy to receive a letter from Westchester County recently asking if the Town would like to take over the remaining eight acres for parkland.  We will now be adding to our parkland and open space inventory which we have increased by seventy (70%) over the last fourteen years.  The Town will advise the County that we accept their offer.

Discussion: At the request of the Supervisor, the Town Attorney explained the Town’s comments about the court’s recent decision regarding eminent domain.

T. Wood said at a recent meeting of the United State Supreme Court upheld the rights of communities to exercise the power of eminent domain to take private property as part of economic development projects; cases in point were taking private homes for construction of waterfront hotels, etc.  This resolution, tonight, expresses the Town Board’s intent to ask Congress, the State legislature and the County to voluntarily limit their use of eminent domain only for public purposes – only for building roads, watermains, etc., and not for economic development reasons.  A bill has already been introduced in the County legislature so this would support that and would call upon our congressional and state legislators to do the same and hand it over to the Governor.

REPORTS from STANDING and SPECIAL COMMITTEES

Mr. Millmore, Chairperson of the Conservation Advisory Council, said his is a very quiet but active committee.  He said the committee began reorganizing about a year ago.  Two new members were added and there will be a third nomination next month.  He expressed pleasure with the new members.  For the first time in over five years there is now a student member and they’re looking forward to her input.

There is still one vacancy and he invited anyone interested in attending a meeting, the next of which is scheduled for August 3rd in the Supervisor’s conference room. Check to see the notice on the Town’s website.  Their e-mail address is cortlandtcac@gov.com.  

Mr. Millmore then read a statement outlining the mission of the CAC.
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COMMITTEE REPORTS, (cont.)

Mr. Millmore discussed the traffic situation in Cortlandt Town Center.  He said maybe the Town Center should seek a tenant other than Best Buy who is slated to come into the area of the old Frank’s Garden Center with a much larger facility.  He said the traffic should be rectified before anything new is approved at the Center.  He said he feels the Town Center is “a terrible mess.”  The Best Buy application gives the Planning Board the rare opportunity to do some out-sizing.  Instead, he said it looks like we’re going to do some super-sizing and they seem to be rushing to approve the application.

Supervisor Puglisi said the Town Board is not the lead agent on the Best Buy application.  It is before the Planning Board.  She said the Planning Board is a very fair, objective, hard working board.  She watches all the Planning Board meetings on tape.  They did the right thing for the car wash.  They did the right thing on Abby Rose.  (They rejected both.)  There was an application on Locust Avenue which they rejected.  They have a record of looking at all the issues, traffic included and they have made some really terrific, difficult decisions and she feels certain they will look at this issue as well.  Some of their decisions have resulted in lawsuits and the Planning Board decisions have been upheld in Court.

Mr. Millmore said the CAC chose this issue to get involved in because it’s part of a larger problem of development. 

John Sloan commented, saying there are concerns about the Best Buy location, but that is clearly in the hands of the Planning Board and they will adjudicate that based upon what they think is best and what the law says. This application gives the Planning Board the opportunity to look at the entire Town Center.  He said it is clear after ten years that the Cortlandt Town Center needs some sprucing up.  Two areas that are particularly meddlesome to Councilman Sloan are the traffic islands and the difficulty in making left and right turns and the little piazza area, which he would like to see a lot more user friendly than it currently is.

Ed Vergano said they are in the process of hearing the Best Buy application and in the resolution will be a reference to a substantial number of traffic improvements that will be required at the site including applications of traffic islands.  A lot of time has been spent reviewing the number of traffic studies that have been required at the site and it is one of the key factors in the application.

Councilmember Farrell said the Town deeply appreciates the work of the CAC and its new chairman.  The Planning Board does a terrific job and they do not shy away from making tough decisions.  If it’s going to be a negative decision it is made in such a way that when it’s challenged in Court there is a case to be made by the defense attorneys.  They show that everything’s been looked at objectively, everything is put into a record.  They do not rush into decisions.
