MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

* * * * * * * * * *     

PLEDGE to the FLAG

Supervisor Puglisi led all in attendance in a Pledge to the Flag.  She then asked everyone to stand for a moment’s silence in respect to the memory of all those persons who had lost their lives in the September 11, 2001 World Trade Center collapse.  Four residents of the Town of Cortlandt died that day; Joseph Zuccala, James Oakley, Thomas Sinton and William Abrahamson.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS on PROJECTS and ISSUES

Supervisor Puglisi asked Councilmember Cerreto to join her at the podium, saying that Joe was working with New York State Senator Vincent Liebell in assisting him with his staff to bring money to the Town, Village of Buchanan, state aid to school districts.

Senator Liebell was called to the podium.  The Supervisor said we have been so fortunate over the years to receive funding through the efforts of Senator Liebell for a myriad of items, i.e. infrastructure improvements, road improvements, traffic signals, recreation, libraries, historical and cultural items.  He is attuned to every aspect of our community.

Supervisor Puglisi and Councilmember Cerreto presented a Certificate of Award on behalf of the Town of Cortlandt thanking him for his support and friendship to the Town of Cortlandt.

Senator Liebell praised the assistance and leadership that he gets from the Supervisor and Town Board. 

He discussed three traffic projects in the Town he has been working on.  The Oregon Road/Westbrook Drive/Red Mill Road intersection which is now in the design phase with a funding of $200,000 from NY State.  

Pedestrian walkways along Route 9A from Springvale north to the Cortlandt Train Station are being funded as a direct result of a letter request from the Supervisor and the Town will receive $139,500 fairly soon from NY State.  Ninety additional parking spaces are currently being constructed at the Cortlandt Train Station for which the Senate will contribute $600,000.

Senator Liebell discussed education, particularly the Hendrick Hudson School District, saying there was a major increase in state aid in this year’s budget amounting to $1,787,476.00 over the previous year.  An additional $60,000 is being added for computer equipment.  He advised that he is also working with other area school districts.
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SUPERVISOR-S REPORTS, (cont.)

Joan Thompson, Superintendent of the Hendrick Hudson School District who was present at the meeting said the district has a lot of special work going on and through Senator Liebell and Assemblywoman Galef has gotten into a favorable position to secure additional aid.

Senator Liebell commented that Cortlandt is served by four libraries and each one of those libraries in the next few weeks will receive $10,000 for their special programs

Librarians from each of the four libraries were in attendance and spoke of the importance of these gifts received through the work of Senator Liebell.

Senator Liebell said the State is now attempting to ensure that large generators are available for emergency services in public places where they will be available to residents.  Forty-five thousand dollars has been made available for a generator at the Town’s Community Center and the same amount for the Buchanan Village Hall.

Mayor Dan O’Neil introduced Trustees Surak and Tropiano, Police Chief Brian Tubbs and Deputy Director of Emergency Services Detective Outhouse.  He thanked the Town Board for the opportunity to publicly thank Senator Liebell for his effort in getting money for a generator.  In the event of a large scale blackout a generator would prove invaluable.  He expressed his admiration to Supervisor Puglisi and the Town Board for their aggressive approach to obtaining grant money.  It is something that has benefited the entire Town and is a model that Buchanan is now starting to use.

Fran Surak thanked Senator Liebell for the money for a generator for the Community Center, h is considered as an emergency site for the Town of Cortlandt and surrounding area.

Senator Liebell said a request had come in awhile ago for funds for restoration for the Old VanCortlandt Cemetery and he now has $10,000 to assist in renovating that part of the Town’s history.

Charles Heady representing the Old VanCortlandt Cemetery Association, thanked Senator Liebell and his staff for all the effort they put in to obtain these funds.

Norman Kropf, secretary of the cemetery association expressed his gratitude and appreciation.

Senator Liebell said $75,000 will be given to the Town to improve whatever recreation facilities the Board deems necessary.  

The Croton Caring Program will receive $10,000.  Anne Kennedy, Director, said this program aids the homebound, handicapped and families in need.  Tom Simone thanked the Senator for intervening on behalf of Croton Caring for funding for this volunteer organization that has been operating in Croton and the southern portion of the Town of Cortlandt for 21 years.

Senator Liebell said $25,000 would be put into the Town’s Office for Aging.  Fran Surak, Director, said on the average there are about seven hundred citizens that pass through her door any given week.  This additional money will be to enhance the programs offered, purchase of additional equipment and provide more educational tools for our seniors.  She said Cortlandt’s program is one of the best in the County and would not be possible without the support of elected officials, particularly the Town Board.

Cortlandt Regional Paramedics will receive $20,000 and the Cortlandt Community Ambulance equipment upgrade program will receive $10,000.  

John Filingeri of the Cortlandt Paramedics and Bob Ferguson of the Cortlandt Ambulance Corps spoke, thanking the Senator for his support which will be used to upgrade defibrillators and monitoring capabilities.

Senator Liebell said there is also $10,000 for the Van Cortlandt Historical Society building maintenance

Frank Goderre, representing the Historical Society, gave history of some of the battles occurring in the Cortlandt area as far back as two hundred twenty-five years ago.  He thanked Senator Liebell for his assistance.

Councilmember Cerreto said many of these items have been in the works for a few years.  He said it is a bi-partisan effort and an example of the way government is supposed to work.  He said Senator Liebell is known for getting a job done and he gave him his sincere thanks for his efforts.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)

Supervisor Puglisi said a few years ago the board had decided to establish a new position in the Town, that of Town of Cortlandt Homeland Safety and Security Coordinator.  Jeff Tkacs has this position and the Supervisor presented him with a Certificate of Achievement from the Emergency Management Institute, FEMA, saying that he had achieved “commitment to standards of excellence in emergency management.”

Jeff Tkacs said he appreciated the opportunity the Town has given him to travel throughout New York State to attend training and programs which is critical to establish a base line of competency and knowledge to work in the emergency services programs in New York State. 

He said September has been designated by the Office of Homeland Security as National Preparedness Month.  He gave a few of the significant achievements which the Town has been able to accomplish.  The Peekskill/Cortlandt Amateur Radio Association wired Town Hall with antennas to be able to conduct emergency radio communications between the Emergency Operations Center and Town Hall. A group of seven Cortlandt residents has completed 14 hours of Red Cross Shelter operations training programs and in conjunction with the Croton School District, the Village of Croton and the Westchester Chapter of the American Red Cross there will be a drill conducted in the utilization and employment of the trailer purchased a year ago for the purpose of holding disaster supplies for use on site of emergencies.

The Town of Cortlandt Homeland Security section website is kept updated with current information on emergency planning, preparedness, response and recovery.

On Wednesday, September 15th at approximately 10:30 a.m., there will be a full volume siren test with the 166 Indian Point sirens which are spread out over a four County area, twenty-two of which are located in the Town of Cortlandt.

In January, 2004 a program was completed which identifies hazards and their potential to impact the Town of Cortlandt.  This was done in conjunction with representatives of the two Villages.  On tonight's agenda there is an item to adopt a Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan.  This is an all hazards approach to how the Town would operate for handling disaster or emergency in terms of response, recovery and ongoing preparation.  The plan represents many months of work and revisions and Mr. Tkacs thanked the Town department heads who participated in that process.  

Also on tonight's agenda is a "receive and file" for the National Incident Management System.  This is another Homeland Security initiative.

The next meeting of the Town of Cortlandt Citizen Corps Council, a regional task force for emergency planning, is on Thursday, September 23rd at 7:00 p.m.  

In addition to our trailer deployment, the Town is also recruiting a second class of volunteers to be able to be trained in operations to assist the first group who completed training in June, 2004.

On a roll call attendance administered by Town Clerk Dyckman, all Town Board members indicated their presence. with the exception of Councilmember Lindau who was absent.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilmember Sloan said the Conservation Advisory Council is holding an open house on September 29th at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.  They have one mission and that is to advise Town government and citizens on environmental matters and have been doing that very successfully for thirty years.  Any residents who are interested in joining this volunteer group are urged to attend the open house.

CUE, the Cortlandt Upper Teens Entertainment Center, established in May, 2004, is opening for its first full season on September 17th.  The center for sophomore, junior and senior students of Cortlandt and Lakeland High School District is open Friday and Saturday nights.  It is supervised and has been attended in the past by about three dozen plus teenagers a night.

Councilmember Sloan said an Alaskan Congressman has proposed in the budget this year the ability for the federal government to build a bridge a little bit larger than the Golden Gate Bridge in the wilderness of Alaska, anchoring one side of Alaska with a Town of about 5,000, at a cost of Two Hundred Million Dollars.

He pointed out that this is a prime example of "pork".  He said what we've seen at this Town Board meeting is a lot of "bacon" in terms of money for all over our community from education, transportation to recreation and libraries.  He said we are very grateful to Senator Liebell for "bringing home the bacon."  

He addressed the dysfunctional government in Albany remarking on not only the budget crisis in the twenty years of not passing the budget, but there are so many things wrong with the procedural process and the people who control the legislative process in Albany that it is something that all of us should be increasingly aware of.  Councilmember Sloan said he anticipates that in the future we will hear more about corrective measures and procedures that will be taken in the Senate and Assembly.
Councilmember Sloan said he and his colleagues on the board as well as representatives of groups in the community are very excited about the moneys we have gotten from the state that are much needed and will be well spent.

Councilmember Frank Farrell asked that everyone take the time to read the Town's Recreation Brochure received in the mail within the last several days.  He said there are activities for everyone in the Town.  The Recreation Department runs a terrific, comprehensive program with many offerings.

On tonight's agenda there are many items authorizing the Town Engineer to be involved with many drainage related issues.  Funding of these projects has been discussed and they have usually come out of the Highway Fund.  The DES Director has pointed out that many of these drainage issues are not strictly highway related and, perhaps, could be funded from some other funds.  This is particularly important now, since the Highway Fund experienced a lot of use last winter.  Perhaps the funding can be justified to be taken from some other money sources to move the work along.  Projects in Montrose no longer are eligible to receive Community Development Block Grants, money which the Town had hoped to get to finance some of the drainage projects plaguing that hamlet.

Verplanck Fire Department will be hosting the Westchester County Volunteer Firefighter's Annual Convention and on Saturday at 1 p.m. there will be a parade featuring over fifty fire departments.

Councilmember J. Cerreto also spoke of Town Board discussion last evening relative to funds to be used to rectify the Town's drainage issues and said this could be a Stormwater Management issue or another State or Federal program with funds available to us.  He said the board will continue to try to solve some of these issues.

Supervisor Puglisi said the board is cognizant of the problems and will do all within its power to alleviate the various drainage issues.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 8:40 p.m.  She said this is a whole list of items that have been discussed for a period of time.  Many have come from the newly adopted Master Plan.  One item in particular that we have had much dialogue on is the PVD Zone and the board has not gone along with the consensus of opinion on this.  Supervisor Puglisi said she, personally, would like to eliminate the PVD, but some of the board members have questions about that and since there is not a majority vote to eliminate PVDs there will be proposed a one year moratorium on PVDs to look at regional multi-family units and a regional approach to multifamily.  We need to vote on this one year moratorium prior to expiration of the three year town wide building moratorium on October 1st, 2004.

Supervisor Puglisi stated that since there was not a majority vote to eliminate the PVD, the Town Board decided that they would like to get more information before they make a decision on this matter in one year.

T. Wood said a Public Hearing is being scheduled for September 27, 2004 to enact a law that would place a moratorium on PVDs.

Councilman Farrell said he thinks there is not a consensus of opinion to take a vote that would plunge the Town headlong into litigation that would be costly, protracted and uncertain.  He said the board is willing to consider the moratorium as Mr. Daly stated in his letter and the Westchester County Planning Department stated.  If there are problems with the PVD, then rewrite it instead of throwing it out altogether.  It will be rewritten in a way that addresses all of the concerns that have been voiced tonight but that also does not expose the Town to liability.

Supervisor Puglisi replied that there is no legal mandate to have a PVD.

Councilmember Sloan said the one year moratorium is not necessarily to rewrite the PVD.  At the end of that moratorium or somewhat less than that time frame, it may be determined through new facts and figures that there are other planning tools on the books that we can substitute in lieu of a PVD.

Councilmember Cerreto said his record goes back to 1994 as being against PVDs.  He said he will not vote willy-nilly to take them out of the Code which would then expose the entire code to a judicial challenge saying "you have not looked at the future needs."  I am not convinced at this point that we have enough in this Code to say that the future housing needs of the Town of Cortlandt and the region have been addressed.
